Regarding the overweight truck that caused the Millville Road Bridge on McCracken Pike to collapse on March 10, 2008, County Attorney Alan George reported that with the help of Buan Smith, he forwarded a demand letter to the carrier of Frederick May Lumber & Supply Company in West Liberty, which is Ohio Casualty.  The total damages of $6,221.00 were received from Ohio Casualty on May 30, 2008 reflecting payment in full.
Sheriff, Wayne Wright – reported the status of the Technology Grant that will be placed in the mail on June 27, 2008.  The items placed in this grant are as follows:  $35,000.00 upgrade for communications in the Clifton area that will increase the radar coverage over the city, as well as for the Sheriff’s office; new software to interface their cars so the dispatcher will be able to see the Sheriff and Deputies’ cars on the street; $20,000.00 upgrade in the security/fire alarm system in the courthouse; and replacement of the worn out radios in the Sheriff and Deputies’ cars.
Animal Control Supervisor, Susan Jones reported she has met with Danny England from the Woodford Veterinary Clinic, and he is setting up a training session with the officers for the end of the month.  Jones plans to have this training session completed and additional sets of vaccinations purchased so the division of Animal Control will be in compliance by the beginning of the new fiscal year.
     
Emergency Management Director, Keith Slugantz requested the authority to apply for a $100,000.00 grant through the Office of Homeland Security, which is to be used for emergency operation centers.  Slugantz stated this grant would be a 75/25 match on the County’s park and that money would be used to reinforce the emergency center by upgrading with new electronics and a radio communication system that would be more upgradeable equipment.  Since these improvements would also benefit the City of Versailles, Slugantz stated that he will be making a request to the City Council to pay a portion of the $25,000.00 in view of the fact the City would also be benefiting from upgrades to the emergency operation center.   Slugantz reported that he would report back to the fiscal court after making his request to the City of Versailles and prior to the deadline to apply for this grant, which is July 18, 2008.  
The second item that Slugantz reported was about the request he received from the owner of Faywood Trailer Park to have dumpsters provided for the use of getting rid of property that has been repeatedly flooded through the years.  This request was also directed to FEMA, who was taken on site at the Faywood Trailer Park for consideration of this request.  FEMA denied this request, as well as the fiscal court, due to this request not being an immediate need as a result of a flood, but rather from damaged items that have been there for a number of years.

Occupational Tax Ordinance, as reported by Treasurer, Becky Wilson, this is the new Occupational Tax Ordinance that is required by law for each local taxing district to be enacted in each county by July 15, 2008.  With the exception of one area of local options, this Occupational Tax Ordinance is stipulated by the law.  The one revision that is allowed as a local option to be incorporated in this Occupational Tax Ordinance is set out as follows:
· Citizens who own two pieces of rental property or less are exempt from filing a profit return;
The following revisions are mandated by law and will also be incorporated in this Occupational Tax Ordinance:
· Currently, there is a 10% flat penalty with ½% interest per month for delinquent filing and payment of tax returns.  With the new provision to be implemented, the interest will be 12% per annum-simple interest, and any portion of a month is considered as an entire month.  The penalty will be 5% per month or any portion of a month, not to exceed 25% of tax due, but not to be less than $25.00.
· 1099’s are required to be filed with all returns

Richard Pictor, Director of Falling Springs, presented an ongoing problem of several years with the paint peeling off the ceiling of the indoor pool and therapy pool area at Falling Springs.  Pictor stated after reviewing their options of correcting this problem and several years of research, the Chairman of the Board of Directors for Falling Springs, Dr. Stout, found a company called Extrutech Plastics, Inc. that has submitted a bid for this project that entails this company using 1’ X 12’ plastic panels that will be screwed with stainless steel screws and glued with 400 pressure glue against the corrugated steel and trimmed out.  The owner of Brewer Construction, Gene Brewer, made his presentation during the fiscal court meeting and stated this particular plastic product has been on the market for nine years.  Brewer stated it is usually used in car washes, animal contained milk houses, and hog confinements, where this product has held up against the wear and tear of animals being against it.   On behalf of Brewer Construction, Brewer gave a lifetime guarantee on the product, ten (10) year guarantee on the work, and a guarantee of five (5) years on the scrape and re-paint job on the support beams where paint is failing.  The total estimated cost of this project submitted by Brewer Construction is $175,500.00. (Attachment)
Pictor stated that he would go before the Versailles City Council to request funding from the City to help the County pay for the repair costs of the indoor pool ceiling and meet with their Board of Directors to deem if these facility repairs are to be determined an emergency for bidding purposes.  At that time, Pictor will report back before the fiscal court with more information.  
U.S. Board on Geographic Names informed the Woodford County Fiscal Court that at the March 13, 2008 meeting held by the U.S. Board on Geographic names, the proposal was approved to apply the new name Canty Branch to an unnamed stream in Woodford County.
