REPORTS AND UPDATES
Treasurer’s Report (Rebecca Wilson) – Treasurer Wilson reported the financial status through today with the total cash amount of $3,258,620.85, less the bill list of $164,631.94, less the additional bill list of $6,413.95, less the certificate of deposit of $400,000.00, leaving an adjusted money market checking account balance of $2,687,574.96.
Standing Report –  
Squire Craig reported the following recommendations to the court made by the Coroner’s Committee:  (1) the requested exam room that has been offered by the hospital free of charge be utilized on a temporary basis; (2) to accommodate the Coroner’s request for a vehicle, allow the Jail to pass the ’95 van to the Coroner; allow the Road Department to pass the ’05 van to the Jail; and allow the Road Department to purchase a crew cab pickup truck that will be serviceable to haul road department employees, tools, and be used for clearing roads in bad weather; (3) to provide the Coroner with an office, make the small office available in the courthouse basement that is adjacent to Director Slugantz’s office; (4) purchase a lap top printer and fax machine at an estimated cost of $1,600, three cell phones that will cost approximately $180, and phone service for three phones for $120 per month; and (5) consider building a permanent Coroner’s office and exam room on the county’s property located on Big Sink Pike next to the Fire Department and Ambulance Service.

Bruce Southworth, Public Works Director of the City of Versailles, submitted a bid from Tim Thompson, Engineer and Land Surveyor, to provide the necessary surveying and engineering services in order to provide plans and specifications for the Tyrone Pike (US 62) Sidewalk project in the amount of $22,000.  This project entails sidewalks to be constructed on the northwest side of Tyrone Pike from the Woodford County Park to the southwest side of Elizabeth Street with funding of said project paid from a grant that was awarded to Woodford County from the Department of Transportation that was originally allocated in approximately 2003.  Treasurer Wilson reported that the grant of $273,000 was recently recalled due to the length of time that had lapsed from when this grant was originally awarded to Woodford County and the fact that the project is still not completed.  The state re-issued the grant, upon request from Treasurer Wilson, with the stipulation this project is to be completed by June 30, 2011.  Southworth stated this bid amount requested by Tim Thompson would not be a lump sum payment; pay requests will be issued as this project progresses.

Rich Pictor, Director of Parks and Recreation Department, reported the decision made by the Parks and Recreation Board from the request that was proposed to them from the Safety/Health and Wellness Committee regarding discounted passes being sold to Woodford County employees to utilize all drop-in water aerobics, land aerobic classes, the fitness gym, and pools at Falling Springs Center.  Pictor stated the Parks board voted to approve discounts on 20 visit passes because they wanted to provide a facility for all full-time Woodford County and City of Versailles employees to become healthier, and as a result, lower health costs to save the county money.  In order for a county employee to receive a discounted pass of 20 visits for $60.00, they have to see Devetta Jackson, Human Resources Manager, to fill out a form that has to be taken to Falling Springs before they are eligible to purchase a 20 visit pass.
Additionally, Rich Pictor announced that during the recent Parks board meeting, the Magical Musical 4th Committee presented the Woodford County Parks and Recreation Board with a check in the amount of $12,000 with the request this donation be used for a specific project to help beautify the park.  The Park board chose to put up a new wood plank board fence lining Beasley Drive that extends to Sylvania’s property line, and the rusted chain link fencing around three ball fields was replaced with a newer portion of chain link fencing that was taken up.  Pictor also reported that the Woodford Parks Foundation donated $3,000.00 to complete the fencing project with all wood plank board fencing when there was a shortage of fencing to reach to Sylvania’s property line.
Citizen’s Participation 
Cindy Snapp, a citizen of Woodford County, stated her concern about the court’s anticipation to build a permanent building for the Coroner’s office because the Coroner-elect ran his campaign on the basis that he had been informed by the court that sufficient office space, supplies, equipment, and transportation was readily available and his use of this new building may be a negative reflection on the Coroner-elect.
Department Heads 
Jailer, Gary Gilkison stated that since this is his last fiscal court meeting he would like to express his appreciation to all the people in Woodford County and stated this has been a good 34 years.  A lengthy applause was extended to Jailer Gilkison for all the years of dedicated service he has given to Woodford County.  
Maintenance Director, David Long requested mileage reimbursement to be paid to him for the trips he has made and will be making to drive to the courthouse when the new courthouse security alarm goes off.

Emergency Management Director, Keith Slugantz informed the court that as a result of him applying for Homeland Security Funds as a county and regional response team, Woodford County has been awarded a $240,000 Bluegrass ADD grant.  From this grant the county will receive radio equipment, new consoles, additional portables in the dispatch center, computers, and the one and only foam trailer that is in this area for the BERT team.       
Jack Jouett House Director, Joel Meador informed that the court that the two day event held at the Jack Jouett House on December 11th and 12th featuring eight original Jouett family portraits by early 19th century Kentucky artist Matthew Harris Jouett was well attended with 194 visitors from over 10 different counties.  This was the first individual exhibition dedicated solely to the art of Matthew Harris Jouett since the 1980 Transylvania University Bicentennial exhibition.  
Sheriff, Wayne Wright stated that a portion of the $12,000 federal grant that was received for security equipment was used to purchase video cameras that will record and monitor the courthouse hallways as part of the new security system.

NEW BUSINESS

Report from Michael Duckworth regarding AndersonCommunities and the Midway Station Property:  Michael Duckworth reported to the court that the EDA’s legal counsel has been in negotiations with Anderson Communities’ legal counsel regarding the 172 acres under contract at Midway Station and they now have an option agreement that the EDA will vote on this Friday at 8:00 a.m.  If this option agreement is approved by the EDA, Duckworth stated that the language will be enforced.  If the option agreement is not approved, this project will revert back to square one.  The option details are confidential at this time, but Duckworth extended an invitation for the court to attend the meeting.  
Duckworth addressed some questions he has recently received about Midway Station being leased to Raymond Brody, owner of Camper World, during the Equestrian Games.  The EDA did receive 50% of the contracted lease amount, $15,000, and Brody left the property mowed and cleaned up.  
Lastly, Duckworth reported on the results of the Smith Market Research Survey that was conducted by the EDA and distributed to the residents of Woodford County.  The court received a copy of this survey that consisted of 14 questions and polled the views of what the citizens of Woodford County need in our community and their opinion on economic development in Woodford County.
Approval of the Transfer of Recovery Zone Economic Development Bonds to the Northern KY Sanitation District serving Boone, Kenton, and Campbell Counties ($787,000).  Treasurer Wilson reported to the court that Boone County has a project they have already started and this transfer of bonds will save them millions of dollars in interest because the federal government will subsidize Boone County 45% of the interest they have paid on this project.
