Emergency Management – Keith Slugantz

Safety Committee Chair Keith Slugantz gave a report on some critical safety issues that took place at the Woodford County Fair Demolition Derby. Slugantz received a call from the EMS Director about safety concerns at the Fair Grounds, and he followed up with the Sheriff, Animal Control, and City Fire Assistant Chief and found that there were grave safety concerns at the Fair.  Slungantz requested that the Court write a letter to the Fair Board suggesting changing the level of safety that is used at the Demolition Derby. Slugantz reported that the Woodford County Safety Committee met and made the following recommendations based on conditions and practices observed, information supplied by County Department personnel and the findings of the Safety Committee:

· Fair Board would comply with rules relating to the Motor Vehicle Racing Commission for all motor sports events that would take place on property owned by the Woodford County Fiscal Court.

· Provide adequate insurance protection for the Woodford Fiscal Court having same listed on policy.

· Would suggest that the Fair Board look at the Fair and all the events, and provide the highest level of safety for the people of Woodford County and all those who attend the Woodford County Fair.

A motion was made by Larry Craig and seconded by Gerald Dotson to approve adopting Safety Director Keith Slugantz’s recommendations and the guidelines for rules relating to the Motor Vehicle Racing Commission for all motor sports events as part of the County policy pertaining to events at the Fair. He told the Court members that it had been a contentious time, and he said the magistrates were elected to be leaders and asked the Court to do things together.
Steve Barnett voiced his concern of the Judge’s letter in the employee newsletter.  Barnett said he felt disappointment and was told by the Judge that the Court would sit down and talk about things.  He thought that the Court worked very hard on the budget and gave it a lot of consideration. He thought that some changes could be made in the budgetary process.

Jackie Brown told the Court that he wanted it to go on record that he did not vote for the budget, and the reason why he didn’t is because it’s been going on since the Court started that the Court has not worked good together for the last six months.
