Reports and Updates

Treasurer’s Report (Rebecca Wilson)

Treasurer Wilson reported a money market checking account balance of $980,292.95 and $900,000.00 invested in certificates of deposit for a total cash balance of $1,880,292.95 for the fiscal year to date 1/18/2008. (The report did not reflect the two1/22/2008 bill lists totaling $371,134.37 and $3,388.09 and the 1/24/2008 payroll totaling $200,642.11 for an adjusted money market checking account balance of $405,128.38.) 

Ellen Gormley asked Treasurer Wilson if the magistrates could have a year to date expenditure list with percentages spent to date.  Wilson said that she would do one for the end of January 2008.

Citizen’s Participation

Co-chair of the Woodford County Project Graduation 2008 Lora Werner told the Court that she was representing the Woodford County Senior Class 2008.  The Project Graduation is a senior night after graduation drug free lock in.  Werner requested that the Fiscal Court put funding back into the budget for the 2008 Project Graduation. In the previous budget the County gave the project $3,000.00.  Gerald Dotson explained that during the 2007-2008 budget process, the magistrates discussed the funding of all the outside agencies.  The Court decided to provide the Project Graduation expenses such as the building at Falling Springs, utility expenses and janitorial services. Steve Barnett said that providing money to the project for gifts to the graduates was a borderline legal issue, so what the Court decided to do was pick up all the expenses at Falling Springs. County Attorney Alan George said that during the budget discussions, the Court went through all the discretionary appropriations and decided to make cuts where the Court could make cuts; the question was is that really a permitted discretionary appropriation, if in fact the money is being used to buy gifts; the County cannot even use County tax dollars for employee retirement gifts or door prizes; without being able to trace the funds there was a concern of the Court; the discussion turned to the project being a worthy cause and discussing what can the Court do to help; the Court took the direction when adopting the budget of providing the building, utilities, and the staffing cost. No action was taken on the request by the Court.
Dan Brenyo reported that Senator Carroll received a letter from the Department of Transportation regarding the unscheduled projects list for the 2008 KY Six Year Highway Plan. The potential projects are considered to be a high priority for the plan. (Attachment) Senator Carroll also received a letter from Secretary Prather approving the discretionary funding for the Crossfield Drive extension project. Alan George had a question about an issue brought up when Senator Carroll came to a previous Court meeting, and was also brought up at a Versailles City Council meeting. The question was about the bike lanes and road striping on intersection at US 60 Lexington Road and the US 60 Bypass. George said that the left lane has been partly addressed. The hanging sign has been removed, but the arrow on the pavement is still just a turn arrow.  George asked Brenyo if he would ask the State Highway department whether they were going to paint an arrow thru the curved arrow. Brenyo told George that he has a meeting scheduled with District #7, and the item is on the list for discussion.
Executive Director Darlene Thomas of the Bluegrass Domestic Violence Program gave a brief presentation on program services. Thomas handed informational brochures out to the magistrates, and thanked the Court for their past funding support. Andrea Richardson who is the Woodford County family advocate also attended the meeting. 
Department Heads
Ambulance – Hunter Shewmaker

Shewmaker reported that the bids for the new ambulance are due on January 29, 2007.  
Jail – Gary Gilkison

Jailer Gilkison handed out a letter from Sergeant Joanna Franklin requesting extension of her family medical leave (FML), which ends on January 29, 2008. (Attachment) Jailer Gilkison told the Court that the Jail adopted the Woodford County Fiscal Court policy, and the way the policy reads it is the Court’s decision whether to grant additional amount of FML. Administrative Assistant Missie Coulter told the Court that this is the second twelve week FML for Franklin in the past twelve months. County Attorney George told the Court that Franklin is not a County employee, but an employee of Jailer Gilkison.  It would be Jailer Gilkison’s decision whether or not to terminate Franklin based on the Court’s policy decision.

A motion was made by Ellen Gormley and seconded by Charles "Bones" Webber to approve Jailer Gilkison using his professional judgment to make the determination on whether to grant Sergeant Franklin an additional six weeks of FML, assuming the injury is not criminal, and she submits Jailer Gilkison the proper documentation by January 29, 2008 from the Doctor verifying that she needs additional weeks to rehab and that she will possibly have the ability to go back to work after six weeks.

Road Engineer Smith reported that only one lot in the Huntertown community is remaining to be purchased, and that gives the County four lots to clear.  Based on the previous Huntertown lots that were cleared up, the approximate cost to clear a lot is $5,000.  Lena Datko of CEDA asked to be notified when the lots are cleared, so she can close out those four pieces of property for the CDBG grant. Smith said that in the past, the Court has paid for the disposal out of the General Fund.  Smith requested that an account be set up to draw on for the disposal of the materials.

Staples and seconded by Larry Craig to approve a transfer of $15,000 from the general fund account to a road fund account for the clean up of lots in the CDBG Huntertown Community project.  The motion included approving if the amount is not enough then Buan Smith should come back to the Court later with a request for more money, and if the amount of money is too much then the money should be given back to the General Fund.

Penfield said that he would like to aim for the 2010 Equestrian Games.  County Attorney George asked if the railroad cars would be moved down the track.  Penfield said that his vote on the Board would be to make that an early priority.

Staples and seconded by Charles "Bones" Webber to approve the request from Bluegrass Railroad (BGRR) Museum Executive Director John Penfield for the Woodford County Fiscal Court to be the administrative Sponsor for the $1.5 million Transportation Enhancement (TE) Grant proposal based on the understanding and representation that the BGRR Museum board will pay the 20% part of the grant.  The motion also included approving Judge Coyle to signing the TE INTENT-TO-APPLY application. (The grant money will be used to renew the main track and sidings and allow resuming passenger operations “Back to the River”.  The grant request is to renew, repair, and/or replace approximately 2 miles of track and renew the 3.5 miles of track now in service.) (Attachment)

Magistrates
Gerald Dotson reported that he had heard that a major industry in Woodford County (Quebecor World) has filed for reorganization under Chapter 11.  Treasurer Wilson said that the stock took a big plunge today, and the payroll tax that the Company pays to the County is a significant percentage. She said that it is in the County’s best interest to keep as many of the employees as we can at Quebecor.  Judge Coyle requested that the Executive Director of the EDA Board make an effort to speak to the proper Quebecor executives and see if there is anything that the County could do or the EDA Board could do to encourage the Company to stay in Versailles. Judge Coyle asked the Executive Director to let them know that they are welcome here and to make every effort to help them in any way they could. Treasurer Wilson said that the Company has been unable to sell some companies in Europe, and has not tried to sell any companies in the U.S. This is a good thing that the U.S. companies have not been on the market. 

James E. Staples reported that the County had received two applications for the Fiscal Court Clerk job and others have requested applications. 
Staples told the Court that he had taken the initiative to talk to several people in Woodford and Fayette County about the 2010 Equestrian Games. He has been trying to find out what is going on and what can be done to get people to come to Woodford County. There was an article about the 2010 Equestrian Games in the Lexington Herald Leader.  A survey, which was done on the things that people are more apt to ask for, showed that tourism and historical sites are very high on the list.  Woodford County has a lot to offer such as the horse farms and the Jack Jouett House.  Gerald Dotson said that Judge Coyle appointed Wendell Combs as the Woodford County Chairman for this back in April or May, and there is a committee of approximately thirty people that are working on plans to prepare for the event. Judge Coyle said that there have been several meetings and they are making progress. Judge Coyle said that he could put Staples on the email list.  Staples said that he knew people who would like to volunteer.  
Charles "Bones" Webber asked that the entire Court be involved with the interview process for the Fiscal Court clerk job vacancy. Judge Coyle said that he would like to sit in on the interview process.
