Emergency Management – Keith Slugantz

The County will not be spending additional money until the Homeland Security starts reimbursing the County.  A claim of $876 for administrative funds was denied by Homeland Security. Communications
Assistant County Attorney – Phyllis Mattingly

Mattingly reported on the phone call she received from Charles Hunter, one of the developers of the Charmac subdivision, about the maintenance of the subdivision retention area. The County can take over the maintenance of retentions areas. However certain things have to happen including: Charmac Subdivision has to have a Homeowners Association, the Association has to agree for the County to take over the maintenance, and agree to be assessed for the maintenance cost.  Road Engineer Buan Smith sent a letter to Mr. Hunter explaining the developers’ responsibility for maintenance of the retention area, since Charmac does not have Homeowners Association.  Alan George, Phyllis Mattingly and Buan Smith will meet with Mr. Hunter.
Magistrates
Rollins voiced his concern that a Board member acting inappropriately at the Planning and Zoning meetings.  Rollins suggested that the Fiscal Court give the County appointed Board members guidelines on how they are suppose to act when they may have a conflict of interest on an item before there Board.

At the work session, Rollins read his notes (Exhibit “E”) that were prepared as a result of a meeting he previously attended with the Midway City Council.  Rollins proposed that: “We form a small committee of representatives from Midway City Council, EDA, and Fiscal Court to find a disinterested professional to recommend ways to improve the marketing strategy for the Midway Station Property.”
