Old Business
2009 Budget of the Woodford County Clerk was discussed by the court with Squire Staples first presenting his explanation of how he felt mislead from his meeting with the County Clerk when he met with her to review her proposed 2009 budget.  Squire Staples made a statement that as a result of this meeting with the Clerk, he felt Clerk Woolums’ budget had been reduced and was in line, and followed with making a motion to accept the 2009 budget of the Woodford County Clerk.  

After the court’s further review and a Special Meeting of the fiscal court was held, the court unanimously voted to set aside the previous order of January 13, 2009 approving the 2009 budget of the Woodford County Clerk, which included salary increases, and to maintain the current budget until the following scheduled Woodford County Fiscal Court meeting of January 27, 2009.  

As a result of the discussion of the court, in conjunction with recommendations made by the Personnel Committee, a counter budget proposal was presented by the court.  Acceptance of the budget was contingent upon reductions in the proposed raises for the deputy clerks’ salaries; allocating the same amounts for office supplies, printing and binding, telephone, and office equipment as the 2008 budget; and reducing the reserve account.  
8. A motion was made by James E. Staples and seconded by Ellen Gormley to adopt the Woodford County Clerk’s 2009 budget contingent upon the Deputy Clerks’ salaries being reduced to $296,200; allocating the same amounts for office supplies, printing and binding, telephone, and office equipment as the 2008 budget; and reducing the reserve account to $2,500.00, for a total budget amount of $459,000.00.

Clifton Road/McCracken Pike Waterline Extension Project – the project manager of Community & Economic Development Associates, Inc. (CEDA), Bryan Kirby, attended the previous fiscal court meeting and submitted a request for payment for materials to the Frankfort Plant Board for the waterline extension project on Grassy Springs for $102,227.39, invoice for the Kentucky Infrastructure Authority (KIA) for $4,750.00, and an invoice from CEDA for $5,000.00 for a total amount of $111,977.39.  Squire Barnett stated that he spoke with the KIA and Bruce Southworth at the Versailles City Government and reviewed the “Woodford County- WX21239014 - Estimated Project Costs” chart submitted by Kirby, and is comfortable with making a motion to approve the Resolution Approving Payment of Monthly Expenses in the amount of $111,977.39.  (Attachment)
9. A motion was made by Steve Barnett and seconded by Larry Craig to approve the execution of the Resolution Approving Payment of Monthly Expenses to allow payment of $111,977.39 for the Grassy Springs portion of the Clifton Road/McCracken Pike waterline extension project.

New Business

Woodford County Fair Association’s Request to pay for repairs on broken waterline – due to the court not being able to ascertain which invoices are outstanding and which are estimates for projected work to be performed, Judge/Executive Coyle stated this matter will be placed on the agenda for the following fiscal court meeting, which will allow the court the opportunity to investigate the county’s options, and if it is the decision of the court, to obtain their own estimates for work to be performed from contractors chosen by the county.  
Lease of Three (3) exMark Commercial Grade Mowers by Parks and Recreation Department request was made by Director Rich Pictor for a purchase amount of $23,733.00.  Pictor explained that the Parks and Recreation Board decided their best option for paying for these mowers was by going through KACo’s lease/purchase program, paying $686.22 monthly for a three year term for a fixed interest rate of 2.62%.  Pictor further explained this $23,733.00 would be included in the county’s debt ratio for the period of this lease/purchase, but the Parks & Recreation Department would be paying the monthly invoices.  (Attachment)
10. A motion was made by Charles “Bones” Webber and seconded by Ellen Gormley to approve the execution of the Resolution Approving a Lease for the Parks and Recreation Equipment and Authorizing the Execution of Various Documents Relating to Such Lease for the lease/purchase of three (3) exMark Commercial Grade Mowers for the total purchase price of $23,733.00.

Nation Brothers’ effort to educate the public about the FDA ruling on dead stock removal was addressed by Squire Brown by reporting that the president of Nation Brothers, Inc., Gabe Nation, will be speaking at a Farm Bureau meeting scheduled for February 17th at 7:00 p.m. at the Agricultural Building.  Judge/Executive Coyle stated that he attended the presentation given by Mr. Nation at the Soil Conservation Office, and he learned there are major changes proposed on the federal level, and, additionally, the state has cut off some of the grant money that has been used to provide this service to Woodford County.  
Surplus Property Report of the courthouse, Sheriff’s Office, EM Department, Animal Control Department, Solid Waste/Recycling Department, and Road Department was brought before the court by the Director of Recycling, Wade Johnson, to be approved and deemed surplus property.  (Attachment)
11. A motion was made by Larry Craig and seconded by Geoffrey Reid to approve the Surplus Property Report presented by Wade Johnson that includes property listed from all of the above-referenced departments.

Communications
Magistrates 
Geoffrey Reid – suggested that the court evaluate the work schedule for the county employees and the hours the courthouse will be open for tomorrow’s work day in light of the impending inclement weather due this evening.   No decision was made to change the work schedule at that time.  Judge/Executive Coyle stated that he would get a report from Superintendent Long at 6:00 a.m. tomorrow morning regarding the weather conditions and the surroundings of the courthouse, and he would make the call in the morning as to whether there would be a schedule delay.
County Attorney Alan George - reported that the John Backer lawsuit has been resolved favorably for the fiscal court.  Judge Isaacs affirmed his previous ruling and upheld the decision of the fiscal court denying the zone change.  They now have thirty (30) days to file an appeal if they so choose, otherwise, that ruling becomes final.  Regarding Zeis v. Woodford County Fiscal Court, County Attorney Alan George stated that Judge Isaacs also upheld the decision of the fiscal court overriding the recommendation of the Commission to allow the zone change.  There is also a thirty (30) day period for the plaintiff(s) to file an appeal in this case.  
The last item reported by County Attorney Alan George is an update on the Midway Station Property that Dennis Anderson has contracted to develop.  According to the EDA, there is a list of approximately thirty (30) deficiencies and corrections that must be addressed and corrected before Mr. Anderson can submit his final plans to the Planning and Zoning Commission.  County Attorney Alan George stated that twenty-seven (27) of the deficiencies are simple to correct and two (2) of the three (3) issues left that need to be resolved pertain to the subdivision plat and construction plans that need to be changed significantly.  These changes are significant because the infrastructure that is in place now does not coincide with the plans Mr. Anderson plans to submit for Phase I.   Further, the EDA is still confident these matters will work out with Mr. Anderson.
Judge/Executive John Coyle
Judge/Executive Coyle reported that as reflected by the letter from the Transportation Department that was included in the magistrates’ court packet, Woodford County received a statement of compliance for bridge posting.  All substandard county bridges with bridge posting requirements were inspected, and they were determined to be adequately posted as stated in the compliance letter.   (Attachment)
