APPROVAL OF MINUTES
Judge/Executive Coyle called for any additions, corrections or amendments to the minutes of the Regular Fiscal Court Meeting of March 10, 2015.  Hearing none, this set of minutes stood approved as presented. 

The court welcomed Hannah Krueger and Carolyn Holloway, seniors at Woodford County High school, who were attending the meeting through Woodford Leadership.
Rural Secondary Program, State Highway Department, District 7 presented by Bret Blair.     

Mr. Blair appeared before the fiscal court to present the State Highway Department’s 2015-2016 Rural Secondary Program that illustrates how the tentative allotment for fiscal year 2015-2016 is allocated.  Mr. Blair presented the Woodford County map and explained to the court the yellow color coding of the map indicates the rural secondary roads.  The Rural Secondary Program is a program in which a percentage of the motor fuel tax is set aside to assure all rural secondary roads get resurfaced at an average of every 12 to 15 years, in addition to normal maintenance, repair, and improvements to these rural secondary roads. The RS/CR Bituminous Resurfacing Flex Funds (10% of allotment) projected for 2015-2016 are $76,766; leaving a balance of $297,495 for projects for fiscal year 2016 such as KY 1964 (McCowans Ferry Rd.) and KY 1685 (Steele Rd.) for a total estimated cost of $296,931.  Mr. Blair also requested a decision from the court as to whether or not to designate 10% of the initial allotment known as flex funds in the amount of $76,335 to the state to be used for their recommendation to resurface KY 1685 (Woodlake Rd) or to designate these funds for county roads.  

1. A motion was made by Ken Reed and seconded by Gary Finnell to approve the Rural Secondary Program and the use of the Rural Secondary Resurfacing FLEX funds on District Rural Secondary recommendations as proposed by the State Highway Department, District 7 for fiscal year 2015-2016, which includes approval to designate the RS/CR Bituminous Resurfacing Flex Funds (10% of allotment) in the amount of $76,335 to a state road. REPORTS

Treasurer’s Report (Rebecca Wilson) – Treasurer Wilson handed out the financial report through 3/20/15, which showed a total cash amount of $2,337,609.75, less a bill list of $69,923.92, less a certificate of deposit of $429,559.19, less payroll of $213,557.16, leaving an adjusted money market checking account balance of $1,624,569.48. 

Treasurer Wilson mentioned that we did receive the $200,000 in road funds from the Department of Transportation.  In addition, we received approximately $46,000 from the former County Clerk that is not reflected in the report. However, the cash balance is still lower than it was in previous years.  Treasurer Wilson recommends we continue to control spending and look at our current health insurance plan in order to decrease costs.  
Personnel Administrator, Devetta Jackson  made clarification to the court that the Personnel Committee’s recommendation was to get quotes on health insurance plans, not bid out health insurance and asked the court for a motion to quote health insurance rather than bid.
2. A motion was made by Ken Reed and seconded by Jackie Brown to amend the court’s previous motion to bid out health insurance to instead obtain quotes for health insurance.

Jack Jouett Director, Janice Clark announced that the Jack Jouett House’s official season begins April 1st and will be open Friday through Monday for regular tours.  As a result, office hours will be on a Friday through Tuesday schedule.  Also, progress is being made on the Visitor Center in order to use it as a voting precinct.  A concrete ramp has been installed from the edge of the driveway to the back deck and spaces have been marked for parking to be put in. Maintenance Superintendent, David Long will be installing smoke detectors in the coming week to be ready for the primary election.  However, the possibility of getting a fire alarm system installed is still being looked at.  Quotes were received from Tyco Integrated Security to install a fire alarm system; however, the system that currently exists cannot be merely upgraded to include fire.  It was agreed that the quote submitted was high, so additional quotes will be obtained.  
County Clerk, Sandra Jones made a request to the court on behalf of the members of the County Board of Elections, whose meetings are required by statute to be held once per month.  At the last meeting held, the Board voted to ask the court for approval for a $50 compensation paid to each member of the County Board of Elections for their attendance.  This compensation would be paid to two members, a Republican and a Democrat, and is the amount approved by the court for previous terms.  Two meetings have already been held – one in February and one in March.  

3. A motion was made by C.L. Watts and seconded by Mary Ann Gill to pay the board members of the County Board of Elections to be paid arrearages of $50 per meeting for February and March as well as a $50 compensation for each meeting attended going forward.

EDA Director, John Soper informed the court of the EDA’s full support of the Midway Station TIF.  He feels it is the best way to create jobs, bring payroll taxes to the county, and get rid of debt.  The EDA has submitted their budget to Judge/Executive Coyle for review.  The budget does not ask for any additional money over what has been budgeted in the past.
REPORT OF SPECIAL COMMITTEES  
Personnel Committee:

 Squire Gardiner reported that the Personnel Committee met to discuss the extra pay period that will occur in 2015.  The committee felt it would be a hardship to change how often employees are paid.  The committee recommends paying the extra pay period for this year, but look toward the future and accrue each year for the additional pay period that will occur in another eleven years.  The committee feels it is easier to budget a smaller amount each year and that this will help prevent hardship to employees as well as future courts.   
Emergency Management Committee:

Squire Finnell informed the court that the Emergency Management Committee met on Tuesday, March 23, 2015 at 6:00.  In attendance were Squires Finnell and Brown, EM Director Keith Slugantz, Deputy Director Drew Chandler, two representatives from the City of Midway, Midway Mayor Greyson Vandegrift, and Carl Ellis from the City of Versailles.  It was decided that the cities would pay for the month of April, with an extension of the March 31st deadline until after their first council meeting(s) in April.  Judge/Executive Coyle informed the court that it is his intention to approve the working draft budget as presented by Director Slugantz with the intention to submit the draft figures in this year’s budget workshops and presentation to be approved as the budget for Emergency Management, as fully constituted with all three governments.  Following a lengthy discussion, it was decided that a motion would need to be made to accept the draft budget for purposes of negotiations with the City of Versailles and the City of Midway to help secure a yearly interlocal agreement for Emergency Management Service.

Mary Catherine Gratz and Rusty Thompson came before the court to speak against the proposed ordinance.  Ms. Gratz expressed her support of continuing the freedoms that living in the county brings and Mr. Thompson voiced his opinion that everyone needs to learn to get along.

After a spirited discussion, Judge/Executive Coyle appointed a committee to further research the proposed fireworks ordinance and gather additional public comment.  The committee includes Squires Duncan Gardiner, Linda Popp, Jackie Brown, and C.L. Watts.
