Reports and Updates

Treasurer’s Report (Rebecca Wilson)

Treasurer Wilson reported a total cash amount from the financial report in the amount of $2,118,603.79 and of that amount, $900,000.00 is invested in certificates of deposit, leaving a money market checking account balance of $1,218,603.79.  (The report did not reflect the bill list for 3/25/08 totaling $393,929.05 for an adjusted balance of $824,674.74.)  

For a second item of business, Treasurer Wilson presented a Collateral Security Agreement from Citizens Commerce National Bank to the Court and explained that since the bulk of the county’s deposits are at Citizens Commerce National Bank, the execution of this formal agreement is necessary in order for this bank to continue keeping the county’s money as collateral. (Attachment)

Department Heads
Parks and Recreation – Rich Pictor reported that Lanes End Farm has made a generous donation in the form of a bronze statue of one of their horses, AP Indy.  (Attachment)  The Parks and Recreation Board held a special meeting regarding the placement of this statue, and agreed to approve the request from the Woodford Park Foundation, Inc. to place this statue of AP Indy near the front entrance of Falling Springs in the center circle with nice landscaping, lights, and a walkway on both sides.  Pictor further explained the cost for hiring a contractor to move and pour a concrete slab for the statute would be paid by the Foundation.  The landscaping, lights, center walkway, and placement of two flag poles for an American and Kentucky State flag would be paid by the County.  
2. A motion was made by Ellen Gormley and seconded by Steve Barnett to approve the placement of the bronze statue of AP Indy donated by Lanes End Farm near the front entrance of Falling Springs in the center circle.

Jail – Gary Gilkison  reported to the Court that the water softener system at the jail was not able to be repaired, and it will cost $2,600.00 to replace the water softener system that was installed at the time the jail was built.  After discussion about why a water softener is necessary and whether a water softener was making the water more corrosive by decreasing the hardness of the water, Judge Coyle conveyed instructions from the Court to Gilkison to investigate this matter further and inform the Court of any additional information at the next court meeting.   
Maintenance – David Long reported that he contacted CMW, Inc. regarding the heating system in the Senior Citizens Building to discuss the ongoing problem of having water in the system.  Long was told the engineers that installed this system stated that it could take anywhere between six months to one year to get all of the water out of the system.  When a question was asked of Long as to whether there was documentation in the form of a work order to prove there is a problem with this heating system today and whether this company is aware of the problem for warranty purposes, Long reported that he has seen some paperwork.  
The second item Long discussed was his request for the Court to consider giving him the authority to apply for a grant that is appropriated for firefighters and emergency services.  This grant is for a specialized ventilation system that is designed to remove poisonous gases from the buildings where the fire trucks and ambulances are parked, which happens to be in the same building where the firefighters and emergency medical service staff are housed so they are not subjected to these gases.   The preliminary estimates for this ventilation system are as follows: Station No. 1 - $26,300.00, Station No. 2 -  $26,900.00.  Long stated this grant is an approximate 75/25 split, which could equate to the county paying the balance of between $500.00 to $13,000.00.

Road – Buan Smith – Smith reported that he talked with the attorneys again that represent Barlow Homes regarding the work that needs to be completed prior to the release of the certificates of deposit for Units 6A and 6B of Hunter’s Ridge.  Smith stated that Barlow Homes said they are willing to do the work, but they are concerned about breaking the liner in the retention basin if they graded a foot to a foot and a half below the water level as requested by Smith.  Since that area of the liner is already broken, Smith told Barlow Homes to proceed to correct those ditches to help the water flow through the system quicker to alleviate problems on Huntertown Road and Regent Road.  
The second item of business Smith had to report was the water issue that was expressed to Smith and Judge/Executive Coyle recently on Big Sink Pike and Williams Lane.  Smith reported that in early February, approximately 12 citizens called regarding the holding of water in the low area at the intersection of Big Sink and Williams Lane resulting in closing the road and causing residents that had mailboxes in that area to travel a 14 mile plus round trip to get their mail every day.  Smith stated the solution would be to put in small culverts to allow both sides of the road to equalize evenly, but at this time there was no money allocated to this project for this fiscal year.  He told the residents in this area there is a possibility County road money could be allocated for the next fiscal year.  At this time, Smith told the Court he did not have a cost estimate because he was not sure which route would be taken to remedy this water problem.  
Emergency Management – Keith Slugantz requested permission from the Court to put a tornado siren in the area of Huntertown Road and US 60 that would enhance the coverage to citizens in the Glenhaven and Gayborn area.  Slugantz stated this tornado siren would cost approximately $14,000.00, and he has money in the reserve account to cover this expense.

Old Business
Judge/Executive Coyle entertained a motion for the Second Reading of an Ordinance Relating to an Amendment of the Woodford County Budget.
13. A motion was made by Jackie Brown and seconded by Gerald Dotson to approve adopting the ordinance and have a SUMMARY SECOND READING OF A 2007-2008 WOODFORD COUNTY BUDGET AMENDMENT to increase the receipts of the Federal Grant Fund by $280,994.64 to include unbudgeted receipts from a State refund of CDBG expenditures (Huntertown Property) and to increase the expenditure account of the General Fund – Reserve for Transfer by  $273,494.64 and increase the Federal Grant Fund for administrative costs by $7,500.00.  (Attachment)

Diane Kops, Executive Director of the Woodford Humane Society, presented the request on behalf of the Woodford Humane Society to authorize Woodford County Animal Control to vaccinate all incoming dogs of common diseases upon intake.   (Attachment)  Kops stated the purpose of this request is to eliminate the risk of their 40 to 60 dogs at their facility being exposed to a carrier coming from Animal Control that could be carrying a disease.  Kops reported the cost of the combination vaccine from the Woodford Veterinary Clinic is discounted at approximately $5.00, and this vaccine can be administered after a simple training session with a licensed veterinarian. 

Susan Jones, Woodford County Animal Control Supervisor, presented the County’s response and stated how this office has a duty under the law to enforce the statutory duties of animal control, which is exclusive of the health of the animals because the general health of the animal is not stipulated in the law.  (Attachment)
County Attorney Alan George stated the Woodford Humane Society has a mission and the Woodford County Animal Control has a duty under the law to enforce the animal laws and provide a haven for those animals until they are either picked up by the owners , or if necessary, euthanized.  If the enforcement of animal law is taken beyond dealing with just the statutory duties of animal control, Alan George stated it would have to be done by ordinance.  
Judge/Executive Coyle requested the committee of Ellen Gormley, Chairperson; Charles “Bones” Webber; and Jackie Brown report back to the Court with their recommendation during the Fiscal Court meeting of April 22, 2008.  
Woodford County Clerk’s Budget Proposal for 2008 – Karin Woolums, Woodford County Deputy Clerk, presented an explanation to the Amendment to the 2008 Budget.  Woolums stated she adjusted this year’s budget by taking the total of all deputy salaries ($330,700.00) and then added a buffer of $25,000.00 because there was a $17,488.14 deficit in last year’s budget.  The Court requested a total break down of each deputy’s salary, with the $1,200 raise included, so the Court’s could review these figures at the next budget work session.  No action was taken regarding the Woodford County Clerk’s Amendment to the 2008 Budget. (Attachment)
The second item of business brought by the Woodford County Clerk was the recommendation from the Election Commissioners that the Election Officers receive $210.00 per day ($200.00 per day plus $10.00 to cover their cost for attending election school), for their services.  The Court decided to review this recommendation during the next budget work session as well, and no action was taken on this matter. (Attachment)

Proposed Municipal Aid Cooperative Contract and Resolution was passed until the next Fiscal Court meeting due to an incomplete package of material being sent by the State.  No action was taken on the Municipal Aid Cooperative Contract and Resolution.
KACO 2008 Training Registration Forms were distributed offering six workshop classes that are approved for all county officials.  No action was taken on this agenda item.
