REPORTS AND UPDATES
Treasurer’s Report (Rebecca Wilson) – Treasurer Wilson reported the financial status through today with the total cash amount of $3,148,112.93, less the bill list of $54,905.41, less payroll of $225,388.51, leaving an adjusted money market checking account balance of $2,867,819.01. 
Standing Committee Reports:   
Squire Gardiner reported that Judge/Executive Coyle; Sherri McDaniel, Administrative Assistant of the Recycling Center; Devetta Jackson, Human Resources Administrator; and Squires Webber, Finnell and himself met to discuss consolidating the positions of director, administrative assistant, operations supervisor and community resource coordinator into three positions.  The consensus of the committee was they should pursue the consolidation of positions which would result in implementing the following three positions:  Director, Administrative Assistant, and Operations Supervisor.  Subsequent to the next committee meeting when the new job descriptions and the hiring of a director will be discussed, a report will be given to the court in the form of a formal recommendation.  
 On behalf of the Woodford County Fiscal Court and the citizens of Woodford County, Judge/Executive Coyle presented a Declaration of Pride to Ellen Ward who was recently named “Distinguished Young Woman of Kentucky,” a national scholarship program that promotes and rewards scholarship, leadership and talent in young women.

Department Heads
Ambulance Director, Hunter Shewmaker.  Judge/Executive Coyle reported that confirmation was received on this date from Troy Snyder of Marque, Inc. whereby this company will agree on the terms that were stipulated in the Woodford County Fiscal Court Special Meeting of February 22, 2013 to consummate the purchase of the MQ 4722 Type I, Class I, Ambulance Module (Conversion), and they are as follows:

a. Marque, Inc. is to deliver the ambulance to the Woodford County Ambulance Department in Versailles, Kentucky;

b. the MQ 4722 Type I, Class I, Ambulance Module (Conversion) is to meet all specifications stipulated in the original bid and be inspected to meet the satisfaction of Ambulance Director Hunter Shewmaker, Assistant Ambulance Director Charlie Durbin and County Road Mechanic, Dean Newby prior to the release of the $105,000.00 payment;  

c. the warranty is to be in full force and effect as stipulated in the original contract; and

d. a release will be signed by a representative of Marque, Inc. that waives any claim for future payment and this $105,000.00 reflects payment in full with no balance owed. 
Maintenance Director, David Long informed the court of a roof replacement bid for the two flat sections of the metal football stadium roof that have seams starting to come loose; the bid price of $8,500 was quoted to replace these sections.  These have been patched and will continue to be until a new roof is required.  

Director Long named the list of items that need to be repaired, totally replaced and renovated at the caretaker’s house of the Jack Jouett House.

 OLD BUSINESS
Underwriters Request made by Marvo Entertainment Group, LLC.   Patricia Fralick, Assistant to Samuel Koltinsky of Marvo Entertainment Group, LLC made a presentation and request that the court match the $8,500 challenge and become a major underwriter of the “My Kentucky Home: Woodford County” two-hour documentary.  Ms. Fralick stated the total cost of this project is $90,000, and the remaining balance of $17,000 is needed to complete the funding for this documentary.  Judge/Executive Coyle reflected back on the first meeting held with Mr. Koltinsky, Mayor Siegelman and himself when Mr. Koltinsky was informed the court did not have any funds set aside in the budget for this project and the financial burden was his responsibility.  A straw poll was taken by all members of the fiscal court at which time the question was posed as to how many magistrates were inclined to not support Marvo’s request to underwrite this particular project.  All magistrates raised their hands to signify they were not in support for the court to underwrite this project except Squire Gill.   
NEW BUSINESS
Approval of the Proposal of the Parks and Recreation Board.  Director Rich Pictor informed the court the Parks and Recreation Board voted in favor of allowing the Kentucky Mountain Biking Association (“KYMBA”) to build and maintain a two-foot wide, single lane bike trail at the County Park between the outer fencerow and the existing tree line.
