REPORTS AND UPDATES
Treasurer’s Report (Rebecca Wilson) – Treasurer Wilson reported the financial status through today with the total cash amount of $1,210,239.82, less the bill list of $341,920.32, less payroll of $223,298.40, less the certificate of deposit of $426,350.80, leaving an adjusted money market checking account balance of  $218,670.30.

Citizen’s Participation - none
Department Heads
Maintenance Director, David Long informed the court the Coca-Cola Bottling Company has made a proposal to install a new soft drink machine in the basement of the Woodford County Courthouse at which time, they would be responsible for stocking the machine.

Maintenance Director, David Long made a suggestion that a committee be appointed to review the feasibility and placement of a generator to be used for the Woodford County Courthouse in the event of a power loss.  Judge/Executive Coyle appointed Maintenance Director, David Long; Sheriff Wayne Wright; Emergency Management Director, Keith Slugantz; and himself to serve on this Generator Committee.      
County Road Engineer, Buan Smith distributed the following proposed reduced speed limit requests that were presented in three categories:  
(1) County road speed limit requests made to Squire Brown regarding Delaney Ferry Road from the existing portion of road that is now designated as 35 mph to extend the 35mph to Troy Pike (KY 33) and the speed limit to be reduced to 35 mph the entire length of Gastineau Lane; 
(2) Request of County Road Engineer, Buan Smith to reduce speed limits on Delaney Ferry Road from 1,450 feet west of Pinckard Pike to Pinckard Pike (0.27 miles); and 
(3) Reduce the speed limit to 35 mph of Fishers Mill Road, Moores Mill Road, Browns Mill Road, Paynes Depot Road, McGee Road, and Delaney Ferry Extension due to the reduced speed limits being 35 mph in the adjacent counties.  
2. A motion was made by Larry Craig and seconded by Jackie Brown to approve the above-referenced reduced speed limits as distributed by County Road Engineer, Buan Smith, and with this approval, direct and authorize County Road Engineer, Buan Smith to provide proper signage to reflect the reduced speed limits on these roads.

Due to the radioactive source that is housed inside this gauge, it would be necessary for the Radiation Division of the Department of Public Health to assist the county in disposing of this radioactive source if that is the court’s decision.

Emergency Management Deputy Director, Drew Chandler informed the court of the recent award of an $18,000 Homeland Security Grant to purchase a new search and rescue boat.  Additionally, the Versailles City Council approved the Emergency Management Department to work with Bart Miller and the Kentucky Utilities Company to find a location for a new tornado siren on Flint Ridge.  Based on research performed by Kenneth Johns of our GIS office, the best placement of the siren would be in the proximity of Adena Trace behind the Colony and toward the Woodford County Middle School.  Chandler requested permission from the court to proceed with their work with the City of Versailles to place the new tornado siren.

Animal Control Director, Susan Jones.  No report was given at this time by Director Susan Jones.  Squire Craig stated that he was most impressed with the Animal Control’s response to a situation that occurred in his district this past week stating the officers went above and beyond the call of duty and reacted with great compassion.  
Jack Jouett House Director, Joel Meador distributed an informational sheet featuring the FFA students from Fruita, Colorado that recently toured the Jack Jouett House on October 23rd. The instructor stated the Jack Jouett House affords his students an opportunity to learn about the first great frontier migration when Kentucky was still considered the far west. This is the group’s third year visiting the historic site and they plan to bring a fourth group in 20013 when the national FFA convention is held in Louisville, Kentucky.  
Woodford County Sheriff, Wayne Wright informed the court he has opted to change the phone contract for his office from Sprint to Verizon due to the unreliability of Sprint’s phone service.  Additionally, Sheriff Wright made a recommendation for the speed limit to be reduced on Payne’s Depot Road with proper signage to reflect 35 mph to coincide with the speed limit at Zion’s Hill.  
Economic Development Authority Secretary/Treasurer, Sonny Jones delivered an update on their most recent strategic planning session that was held this past week.  During this planning session, seven action items materialized from the meeting ranging from website enhancement to business retention and expansion surveys.  Additionally, a three point plan was developed that will take the EDA into the future.  The Kuhlman building was reviewed by a potential client this week due to Craig McAnelly’s contact he made while attending a trade show in Chicago.  Another existing business will be applying for incentives for expansion that should result in more new jobs in addition to the jobs recently created by Pilkington and Quad Graphics, Inc.

NEW BUSINESS
Approval of the Agreement and Resolution between the Commonwealth of Kentucky Transportation Cabinet, Department of Highways and the Woodford County Fiscal Court.   With the approval and execution of this Agreement and Resolution, the parties agree to resurface various county roads in Woodford County whereby the County will be the lead agency and perform this project to enhance the safety and reliability of roadway connections for the commuting public.  The Kentucky Transportation Cabinet Department of Highways agrees this is a worthwhile project and will reimburse the County up to $200,000 in state funds (FD39) and $35,000 in state funds (CB06) for the completion of this project.

A motion was made by Larry Craig and seconded by Jackie Brown to direct and authorize Judge/Executive Coyle to execute the Agreement and Resolution between the Commonwealth of Kentucky Transportation Cabinet, Department of Highways and the Woodford County Fiscal Court on the court’s behalf whereby the Kentucky Transportation Cabinet Department of Highways agrees the referenced resurfacing project is worthwhile and will reimburse the County up to $200,000 in state funds (FD39) and $35,000 in state funds (CB06) to resurface various county roads in Woodford County.
