APPROVAL OF MINUTES

Treasurer’s Report (Rebecca Wilson) – Acting Treasurer Rebecca Wilson reported the financial status through today with the total cash amount of $3,434,422.93, less a certificate of deposit of $400,000.00, less a bill list of $364,560.56, leaving an adjusted money market checking account balance of $2,669,862.37.

Ambulance Director, Hunter Shewmaker presented the results of the bid opening for cardiac monitors that occurred on Monday, May 9th and recommended accepting the bid from Quadmed for a total of $31,239 for three monitors.
