REPORTS AND UPDATES
Treasurer’s Report (Rebecca Wilson) – Treasurer Wilson reported the financial status through today with the total cash amount of $2,669,584.67 less the bill list of $81,836.62, less payroll of $198,774.71, less the certificate of deposit of $400,000.00, leaving an adjusted money market checking account balance of $1,988,973.34.   Additionally, Treasurer Wilson stated that if the certificate of deposit is added back in, the carryover is going to be over $2,000,000.  
Standing Report - Squire Barnett reported on behalf of the committee that was formed to consider the Coroner Elect’s list of vitals that he states is necessary for him to start his office as Coroner.  Subsequent to the committee meeting with a coroner in an adjoining county who has a similar type of independent office, Squire Barnett stated this meeting was very beneficial; however, the status for this committee is still work-in-progress.
Judge/Executive Coyle reported that Raymond Rogers has volunteered to be responsible for cutting, raking, and removing the hay from the Huntertown Park.  Mr. Rogers stated that he could probably get that done within the next two to three weeks and has requested that he be allowed to line up the hay toward the roadway and remove the rolls from the property as needed later on in the fall.  
Citizen’s Participation - none
Department Heads
Recycling Director, Wade Johnson reminded the court the Recycling Center will be closed this Saturday after 6:00 p.m. until opening on Monday morning due to the scheduled paving and painting project.  Also, Johnson reported that the grant recipients for the 2010-2011 Kentucky Pride Fund Recycling Grant will be announced within days and if Woodford County is awarded the grant that Johnson applied for six to eight weeks ago, he would need Judge/Executive Coyle to be authorized to sign the Grant Agreement for the state to disburse the grant money.

Discussion of setting a time that is convenient with Director Jones to meet with Squires Craig and Brown resulted in a plan to meet in the near future for the purpose of reviewing the current county policy that is in effect at this time.
County Road Engineer, Buan Smith stated that his Road Department crew repaired the hole in the Senior Citizens driveway as requested by the court by digging out the soft material, backfilling the hole, and covering it with a new asphalt patch.
