Judge/Executive Coyle stated that at the fiscal court meeting of January 13, 2009, the court approved the 2009 budget of the Woodford County Clerk, which included raises for the deputies of the Woodford County Clerk’s Office.  Subsequent to raises being approved, the Clerk prepared a list of the deputies by name and their yearly salaries to assist the Personnel Administrator in preparation of the payroll.  Because the yearly salaries reported on this list reflected a difference from the approved raises of $1,000.00 per deputy for a total of $8,000.00 that was included in the 2009 budget of the Woodford County Clerk, this Special Meeting was called.  
County Attorney Alan George stated that the Clerk is entitled by statute to set the number of deputies and their individual salary, and the court approves the total pooled dollars from which the Clerk sets those salaries.  In approving that total amount, George stated that the court is entitled to know, prior to approving a budget, the total amount and how it is going to be proportioned.
