REPORTS AND UPDATES
Treasurer’s Report (Rebecca Wilson) – No report
Recycling Committee Report:  As reported at the previous fiscal court meeting, the purpose of forming this Committee is to determine if there are alternative ways to provide quality recycling services to Woodford County citizens at a reduced cost.  Committee member, Squire Gill reported that he, Judge/Executive Coyle, and Squire Gardiner toured the Lexington Recycling Center.  After seeing their recycling center, they were told that if the county used their facility, we would be charged a processing fee for each load and after the processing was completed, they give the county a check back with no indication as to the amount of the check.  Fayette County’s operation expenses differ in that theirs does not come out of their general fund, they have a separate taxing district, and they also get additional revenue from LexTran.  After this comparison, Squire Gill stated that he is impressed with our recycling center here in Woodford County.  
Sherri McDaniel, Administrative Assistant of the Recycling Center, gave further explanation of  her monthly productivity report for April 1 through April 30 and reported they shipped two loads of newsprint, two loads of cardboard, and sold four loads of metal  that contributed to the total monthly income of $37,169.79.  Due to all the effort that has been put forth, the shipments have increased along with the pounds per man hour.  Judge/Executive Coyle was able to make a comparison of the quality of the county’s recycling center’s bales that were all uniform and neat as a result of having the opportunity to see the difference at another facility.  
Window Committee Report:  Squire Finnell reported that he and Judge/Executive Coyle toured a building on the University of Kentucky’s campus, McVey Hall, to see the quality of a window sold and installed by Primax.  The windows had been installed several years ago, and Squire Finnell stated that he was impressed with the windows and they appeared to still be in good shape.  
Citizen’s Participation  - none
Department Heads 
County Road Engineer, Buan Smith notified the court that he had received a phone call from a citizen that lives on Mitchell Lane, which is off of McCowans Ferry Road, to express to him how dangerous it is for them to pull out of Mitchell Lane because of the passing lane in that area.  They could possibly have two cars coming toward them in both lanes.  This citizen requested that a letter be sent to the state to formally request that the area be changed to a “no-passing zone.” 
1. A motion was made by Larry Craig and seconded by Charles “Bones” Webber to  approve and authorize a letter being signed by Judge/Executive Coyle to formally request the Department of Transportation, District 7, change that area of McCowans Ferry Road to a “no-passing zone.”  (Attachment)

Additionally, Smith reported that his portion of excavating the football field will be finished this weekend.  County Attorney Alan George conveyed to Smith that he had been told that the County Road Department, with the direction of the County Road Engineer, had performed as good of a job as any company that specializes in that kind of work, and the preparation of the football field could not have been prepared any better.  
Squire Gill also wanted to inform the court of the additional five trees that were recently donated by Courtney Roberts on behalf of Farm Bureau Insurance that were planted on Beasley Drive along with the other trees.  A word of  appreciation was also extended by Squire Gill to Buan Smith and the County Road Department for planting these 20 foot honey locust trees.   
Maintenance Director, David Long reported that he had received two landscaping bids to improve the landscaping around the Senior Citizens Building.  One bid was submitted from Quality Tree Care in the amount of $2,300 and one was from MacDougals Garden Center for $2,000.  Long made a recommendation to accept the landscaping bid from MacDougals Garden Center.  (Attachment)
2. A motion was made by Larry Craig and seconded by Gerald Dotson to approve and accept the bid from MacDougals Garden Center in the amount of $2,000 for landscaping work performed at the Senior Citizens Building.

Secondly, Long reported on the request that was given to him from Judge/Executive Coyle to contact Kentucky Utilities to request a separate electric meter from the existing lights to be installed for the service to the dressing room at the football field.  To have separate meters, KU told Long  that the county will be required to install new piping and upgrades because this will all have to be brought up to KU’s standards, which is one line to one meter.  
Jack Jouett House Director, Joel Meador distributed a Site Data Report that documents all activity through the end of May, 2011.  The Jack Jouett House served as the Horsey Hundred Bicycle Ride rest stop on May 28th  that included an on site visit from over 700 cyclist from  different states around Kentucky.  The recent goal to increase visibility of the Jack Jouett House has been accomplished through two publications.  The American Spirit, which is a national publication with over 300,000 subscription base, featured an article of the guards of the American Revolution.  A second lengthy article was featured in Midnight Rider entitled “How Jack Jouett Saved Virginia.”  Lastly, Meador reported they have partnered with a Woodford Herbalist to form an Earth/Garden program to create an herb garden.  An event is scheduled for June 25th that is open and free to the public to learn how to plant your own historical/herbal garden.  
Recycling Center Director, Wade Johnson informed the court that he recommends the termination of a probationary employee of the Woodford County Recycling Center, Adam Sholar.  Judge/Executive Coyle accepted the recommendation from Director Johnson as department head of the Woodford County Recycling Center upon approval and vote of the court.
3. A motion was made by Larry Craig and seconded by Gerald Dotson to approve the recommendation made from Director Johnson, as department head of the Woodford County Recycling Center, to terminate the probationary employment of Adam Sholar from the Woodford County Recycling Center.

Communications
Squire Dotson –  stated that he has been contacted by members of the school board and others voicing their dissatisfaction with the court for proposing that a surcharge will be paid by walk-up gate admissions to defray the expense of maintaining the stadium and the parking lot.
Squire Gill – informed the court that he has had several complaints about junk cars being parked in yards, driveways, and on the street.  Squire Gill made a proposal to the court to consider amending the county’s ordinance that addresses junk cars to stipulate that if a resident has a car parked on their property, it is mandated that car is to be licensed and insured.  County Attorney Alan George stated that he would forward the court a copy of the existing county ordinance to review and decide if an amendment is made, whether there would be a distinction between cars being parked in a residential subdivision versus a car being parked on property zoned agricultural.  
Squire Brown – informed the court that he received three calls recently inquiring about bicyclist riding on state and county roads.  County Attorney Alan George stated that regardless of what road a bicyclist is riding on, they have to abide by the same traffic laws as a motorcycle, and, furthermore, a bicyclist is prohibited from riding on any expressway, i.e., the Bluegrass Parkway, I-64.  Additionally, to effect a change in the existing traffic laws that pertain to bicyclists riding on state or county roads, any amendment to the law would be enacted on the state level.  
County Attorney Alan George –  stated that he had received the contract agreement between the Woodford County Fiscal Court and Doss & Horky, Inc. that would allow this company to begin the sidewalk project on Tyrone Pike upon execution by Judge/Executive Coyle.  
18. A motion was made by Larry Craig and seconded by Ken Reed to approve and authorize Judge/Executive Coyle to execute the contract agreement between the Woodford County Fiscal Court and Doss & Horky, Inc. that would allow this company to begin the sidewalk project on Tyrone Pike.

Regarding the reference to there being a surcharge paid by citizens that buy tickets at the game, County Attorney Alan George requested clarification from the court as to whether this surcharge is to be dedicated to a particular line item.
19. A motion was made by Bruce Gill  and seconded by Larry Craig to authorize County Attorney Alan George to revise the proposed lease of the Community 
Stadium between the Woodford County Board of Education and the Woodford County Fiscal Court to stipulate the surcharge will be a separate line item in the county’s budget and designated as “community maintenance/field maintenance/parking lot.”
