REPORTS AND UPDATES
Treasurer’s Report (Rebecca Wilson) –  Treasurer Wilson reported the financial status through today with the total cash amount of $3,235,165.30 less the bill list of $59,238.33, less payroll of $204,518.85, less the certificate of deposit of $400,000.00, leaving an adjusted money market checking account balance of $2,571,408.12.
Treasurer Wilson requested formal approval to pay the invoice for the outdoor pool drains received from Richard Pictor, Director of Parks and Recreation, from Swim Pro Services in the amount of $17,997.00. 
1. A motion was made by Larry Craig and seconded by Jackie Brown to approve paying the invoice from Swim Pro Services in the amount of $17,997.00, which reflects the County’s 60% portion for the new drain covers that were installed on all 8 drain boxes of the outdoor pool mandated by federal law through the enactment of the Virginia Graeme Baker Act. Standing Report  - none
Citizen’s Participation 
Dan Brenyo reported to the court information that was conveyed to him from the Department of Transportation regarding the resurfacing of the entrance ramp onto Bluegrass Parkway coming from Lexington that is tentatively scheduled for July 9th.  Brenyo will report back at the next fiscal court meeting the date this resurfacing is scheduled, the time, and the suggested alternate route for traffic.  
Tom Brown, 120 Buck Run Road, shared a picture of his home with the court that was recently flooded and thanked everybody associated with local government for their help with the flooding they have experienced.  Regarding the text amendment that pertains to decreasing the rear yard setback requirement in Woodford County, Brown asked the court to take into consideration how the repositioning of houses would promote water runoff.  Additionally, Brown asked why a text amendment that comes to Planning and Zoning need approval from the fiscal court and a regulation change that is approved in Planning and Zoning does not need the approval of the fiscal court.  Assistant County Attorney Phyllis Mattingly responded that those are administrative regulations that the Commission manages and text amendments have to be approved under state law by the legislative body that they would affect.  
Deborah Knittel, 3345 Foxtail Drive, stated that at both public hearings she had attended regarding the text amendment for rear yard setbacks, no evidence was presented supporting this request. Ms. Knittel stated the City of Versailles is approaching the 10,000 population mark, which means that the federal government will declare Versailles a Phase II Small Urban Center.  The City of Versailles would then be required to develop a plan to manage runoff to prevent further pollution of the U.S. waterways, namely, the Kentucky River.  This seemed to be a contradiction to Ms. Knittel based on the fact this text amendment would allow permeable area of land to be reduced, and she was confused as to why it is necessary to make this change.  When Squire Brown asked her if she directed her questions to the Commission, she responded by saying that was a fair question but there was no opportunity for her to get her questions answered.  
Department Heads
Jailer, Gary Gilkison reported to the court that an inmate escaped earlier today; however, the escapee was returned to custody in the Woodford County Detention Center two and a half hours later.  Gilkison stated this incident is under investigation at this time, that he is meeting with the U.S. Marshall Service and the Department of Corrections to complete the report of this escape incident, and he will be giving a full report  to the fiscal court at the following meeting.   Squire Craig made a request of Jailer Gilkison that in the event we have future incidents, that the magistrates receive a phone call alerting them of the situation.  When Emergency Management Director Keith Slugantz was asked if this could be done, he affirmatively responded by saying this request would be carried out.  
Maintenance Director, David Long reported that CMW has taken up the flooring on the entire foyer coming in from the parking lot on the Parks and Recreation Center side of the building and replaced it all with new flooring.  CMW contracted with a flooring repair service to clean the floor with a buffer pad and apply a sealer on all other flooring areas, excluding the Adult Day Care Center.  Long stated the hole in the blacktop has not been repaired, and there is also an air conditioning unit that has faltered.  County Attorney Alan George advised the court that the air conditioning malfunction needs to be reported to CMW immediately while there is still an existing warranty period.  Additionally, George stated that if they feel CMW has not honored all warranty- related requests, they can bring suit against CMW to compel for necessary repairs.  Irregardless of the decision that is made of whether to litigate this matter, George suggested that CMW be contacted immediately to inquire about their plan to rectify the flooring problems.  
Recycling Director, Wade Johnson stated that he has received a resignation from the attendant in the back shack and requested permission to promote from within to fill that vacancy.  Squire Craig stated that he felt this position should be advertised to allow the public the opportunity to apply for this position rather than just make that promotion.
2. A motion was made by Larry Craig and seconded by Jackie Brown to approve Recycling Director Wade Johnson posting the vacancy of  the position of a full-time Recycling Cashier within all county government departments for five (5) working days.

County Road Engineer, Buan Smith reported that he has received a letter from Paul Simmons from the City of Versailles inquiring about the feasibility of purchasing 2 x 8 street signs from the Road Department.  Smith will be investigating the pricing structure, ordering system, and storage issue and will report back to the court with additional information for consideration.  
Emergency Management Director, Keith Slugantz gave an update on the flood status by reporting that the disaster recovery center is located at Fire Station No. 3.  The City of Versailles has allowed the use of the facility for up to 30 days if needed, and the public is being well-served at the Fire Station.  There are currently four 30 yard dumpsters and several porta-potties in the area.  Slugantz publicly extended his appreciation on behalf of Woodford County to the Police Department, the Sheriff’s Department, the Road Department, the City of Versailles, EMS, the Health Department, the Red Cross, the Salvation Army, and some volunteers that are still helping people put their houses back together, especially those that did not have flood insurance.  
Slugantz made the court aware of the availability of a grant from the Energy and Environment Cabinet that is now allowed for flood clean-up that would require a 25% match.  The general consensus of the court was to continue utilizing FEMA public assistance grant funds at the rate of 13%.
Jack Jouett Director, Joel Meador extended an invitation to the court to attend the dedication of the visitor center that is scheduled for Sunday, June 6th at 2:00 p.m.  The center will be named in honor of Matthew Harris Jouett, noted early Kentucky portraitist and son of Revolutionary War hero Capt. Jack Jouett, Jr.  For the first time in public history, an original portrait of Col. William Robards Jouett, painted circa 1820 by Matthew Harris Jouett, will be displayed for viewing.  Additionally, Meador reported that on May 14th the second Frontier Day of Woodford County was held at the Jack Jouett House for the Simmons and Southside Elementary 4th Graders.
Woodford County Sheriff, Wayne Wright reported that the U.S. Marshall Service denied his request for reimbursement for the expenses the Sheriff’s Office incurred during the recent inmate escape that happened during a federal prisoner transport as they were passing through Woodford County; this request will be redirected to the incoming U.S. Marshall.  
Sheriff Wright proposed an increase of $10.00 to the existing $40.00 service fees collected by the Sheriff’s Office.  Pursuant to KRS 23A.220, assessment by the fiscal court for additional fees and costs, the fiscal court, by ordinance, may assess additional fees and costs for the purpose of paying expenses for courthouses, bonds related to them, and administration expenses of the Circuit Court.  Sheriff Wright will continue to research the issue by comparing existing ordinances of Scott and Anderson County and report back to the court with additional information.
