Long reported that he received a request to have the Courthouse blinds cleaned.  He received a proposal of $1,300.00 to clean all the blinds in the Courthouse. The Fiscal Court directed for Long to proceed with his recommendation.

Long asked for permission to remove a handicap chair lift, with is not being used, in a private office at the Annex. The Fiscal Court agreed by consensus for Long to call AOC and have the chair removed.
Recycling – Wade Johnson

Johnson reported on the animal control officer that was involved in an automobile accident on Clifton Road. The County vehicle was totaled.  He asked the Fiscal Court to declare an emergency and to allow him to pursue purchasing a vehicle. County Attorney said that since there is a need, and there is no time for the bidding process, the Court could declare an emergency. Johnson said he would try to get the State contract price.  The approximate cost of the vehicle will be $35,000 to $40,000.

Road – Buan Smith

Smith reported on the Woodford County Reverse Auction that was held on March 29, 2007, and conducted by KACo for V-Box Spreaders and Ground Speed Controllers.

A memo from Smith regarding Harmony Road was passed out to the magistrates. (Attachment) Smith told the Fiscal Court that he wanted them to be made aware of a situation; because it may come up in the future as to what the County wants to do with the road. Smith reported that a notice was received from Franklin County through the Planning and Zoning office that a developer who owns property in Franklin County next to the Woodford County line is looking to have the property rezoned for residential housing.  The only access to that property is through Harmony Road and a private gravel road that connects to Harmony Road. The gap between the County maintained road and the County line is approximately 160 feet. Larry Craig suggested that the developer absorb all the cost of a road extension, and bring the road up to the County standards at no cost to the County. The item was put in the Road Committee (Gerald Dotson, Jackie Brown, Charles "Bones" Webber, and Steve Barnett).  County Attorney Alan George told the magistrates that it has to serve a Woodford County public purpose to invest County time and money into the project. George said he would send information to the Road Committee and Larry Craig, so they can decide what to do.  
Smith reported that KU is about half finished with the project of the structural fill at the County Park.

Police Chief Johnny Wilhoit attended the meeting.  A monthly Incident Analysis Report from 3/23/2007 to 4/22/2007 was passed out to the Fiscal Court.  (Attachment)
