REPORTS AND UPDATES
Treasurer’s Report (Rebecca Wilson) - Treasurer Wilson reported a total cash amount from the financial report in the amount of $1,955,424.34.  Of the total cash amount, $900,000.00 is invested in certificates of deposit, leaving a money market checking account balance of $1,055,424.34. (The report did not reflect the bill list for 7/22/08 totaling $541,829.18 for an adjusted balance of $513,595.16.  In reference to the bill list, Treasurer Wilson stated that two of the bills included in the bill list are paid every year to KACo at this time in one lump sum so that the county would receive a discount premium of approximately $1,900.00 on each insurance invoice.)  Treasurer Wilson stated that if she had subtracted the $500,000.00 for the Falling Springs grant, the adjusted money market balance would be $13,595.16.  
The second item Treasurer Wilson addressed was the probability of the county receiving approximately $1.2 million dollars in quarterly tax payments; to date, only $70,000 to $80,000 has been received.  
Lastly, Treasurer Wilson stated that she and Judge/Executive Coyle had met with the Mayor of Midway regarding the discrepancy owed for services rendered to the City of Midway for recycling.  Treasurer Wilson reported that Midway has recently paid the contracted amount that was owed up to June 30, 2008.  
Citizen’s Participation 
Stan Sizemore, President and Mike Flynn, Treasurer of the Woodford Youth Soccer Association.  Mike Flynn stated that the Woodford Youth Soccer Association (WYSA) is in need of approval from the fiscal court to allow the County Road Department to assist WYSA in the completion of two soccer fields on the Big Sink Road side of their complex.  Flynn stated that Ball Homes is willing to donate dirt that was left over from their Gleneagles Subdivision development with the stipulation that WYSA provides the loading and transportation of the dirt to their facility.  

Squire Barnett brought this request to Buan Smith, County Road Engineer, to discuss the possibility of the County Road Department assisting WYSA with this project.  Smith stated that he recommended the county be reimbursed $4,400.00 for the cost of hauling 40 to 50 loads of dirt and to pay the actual payroll for the operators and the drivers.  (Attachment) 

1.  A motion was made by Steve Barnett and seconded by Geoffrey Reid to approve the County Road Department to haul approximately 40 to 50 loads of dirt for the Woodford Youth Soccer Association for two days and to be reimbursement $4,400.00 as quoted by Buan Smith, County Road Engineer, to pay the actual payroll for the operators and the drivers.

Stuart Mims, Landscaping Contractor for the Senior Citizens’ Building, made a return appearance before the court regarding his request to receive the 10% retainage fee the court is holding until Mr. Mims has fulfilled the terms of the contract/bid with live plantings.  After lengthy discussion, Judge/Executive Coyle stated that the following would occur:
· the court and Mr. Mims are to agree as to what needs to be replaced;
· the court is to make arrangements to water existing plantings and any new replacement plantings;  

· at the time Mr. Mims notifies the court that he has made all replacements, the court is to make a last request to Pattie Wilson to make one more report stating whether Mr. Mims has fulfilled the terms of the contract/bid; and
· upon receipt of this last report, the court will decide if the terms of the contract have been satisfactorily met, and if so, the retainage fee will be released to Mr. Mims.  If the terms of the contract have not been met by Mr. Mims, the retainage fee will not be released and this landscaping job will be completed by another contractor.

Maintenance Director, David Long requested that Judge/Executive Coyle report in his absence that due to the newly hired employee resigning after the first night on the job, it is necessary that he request approval to hire the other person that answered the last advertisement for this position so that person would be eligible to work in two weeks.

Johnson explained that approval is necessary because potentially, based on how the grant is made out, it will cost the county an additional $500.00  to get the re-built forklift.  The general consensus was positive, but no motion was made.  
Road Engineer, Buan Smith made reference to a memo that he had submitted to the Planning and Zoning Commission, the City of Versailles, the City of Midway, the Woodford County Fiscal Court, and Active Engineering Consultants dated July 10, 2008 regarding unit prices for sureties on new developments.  Smith stated that these unit prices for new development sureties are used in setting prices for sureties for the final completion of these developments and for consultants to use when they perform appraisals to quantify what sureties number to use prior to turning in a plat to Planning and Zoning .  (Attachment)  

For Smith’s second item of business, he addressed the county’s road bond that was granted to Woodford County through an Agreement/Resolution that was signed on August 30, 2005.   Smith referenced a letter that he sent to Rick Long at the Department of Rural & Municipal Aid whereby he stated that the bridge replacement on Delaney Ferry Road at the intersection of Troy Pike (KY 33) will not be replaced this year due to the stream (Clear Creek), the surrounding topography, the proximity of KY 33 with the bridge location, and not having an approved floodplain permit.  Smith reported that he was told by Mr. Long there was no time limit for using the remainder of money in the county road bond.  Subsequently, Smith told Mr. Long that it would be more feasible to have all necessary permits, plans, and contracts in place for next year (2009) after the county schools are dismissed for the summer.  (Attachment)
Smith stated that he has been asked to be a part of a steering committee for a traffic study in Versailles that is made up of stakeholders in the county representing a cross-section of the community.  Smith requested a recommendation from the court to submit his ability to be on this committee

Effective this date, all county employees with 12 months of continuous employment will receive a salary increase.  The amount, if any, will be determined by the Fiscal Court on July 1, which is the beginning of the fiscal year, with the following exceptions:
Employees with less than 12 months of continuous service and who have completed their 90 day probationary period will receive a percentage of the established amount, if any, based on the months of employment.  For each month of employment, the increase, if any, will be based on the hire date of that month as follows:

(a) 1st through the 15th will receive 1 month credit; and
(b) a hire date of the 16th through the last day of month will not receive credit for that         month.  For each month of employment, the increase, if any, will be 1/12 of the established amount, if any.
Employees who have not completed their 90 day probationary period will not receive a salary increase until the following July 1.

Alan George addressed the court about setting the compensation for the County Board of Elections, which is composed of the Sheriff, the County Clerk, a Democrat (Denny Wilson), and a Republican (Diane Smith), advised by the County Attorney.  He stated the factors to be considered in setting their compensation as (1) by law, the County Board of Elections is required to meet monthly and be here on Election Day; (2) the Fiscal Court sets their compensation for their monthly meetings and Election Day between $15.00 and $100.00, which could be fourteen (14) pay periods; (3) the Sheriff and County Clerk’s money is returned back to the County in fees; and (4) payment of monthly meetings is based on attendance.  
16. A motion was made by Larry Craig and seconded by James E. Staples to approve setting the compensation for the County Board of Elections to be paid $50.00 per meeting and $100.00 for the primary and general Election Day, for a maximum of $800.00 per year.

The second item of discussion brought by Alan George was in reference to the Versailles-Midway Main Street Manager.  Alan George stated that based on the motion previously made, it was set out the Fiscal Court approved one-third of the salary for this position, which is $12,000.00, and it would be presented to the court exactly what services the County would be receiving from that position.  The Interlocal Agreement that was drafted by Alan George was distributed to all Magistrates for their review.  Judge/Executive Coyle stated that he would contact the Chamber of Commerce to report the status of the Fiscal Court’s position in this matter and to invite a representative of the Chamber to return to Fiscal Court for their presentation of services that the County would receive from this position.  (Attachment) 
The third item addressed by Alan George was regarding the indoor pool repair cost at Falling Springs Center.  Alan George stated that members of the pool committee were in attendance of the City Council meeting when the discussion was reported that the Woodford Parks Foundation may contribute $25,000.00 to the indoor pool repair cost.  Alan George conveyed the vote taken at the Foundation’s last meeting that they would not be making any appropriation for at least a year because they plan to use that corpus as enticement for others to contribute and to build upon the principal.  Further, Alan George reported that Mayor Siegelman contacted him and indicated the City may have an interest in funding 40% of the total repair cost, which would be $70,200 leaving $105,300 for the County.  George’s interpretation of this conversation was that the City would try to finance this amount at 4% over three (3) years rather than decrease that amount from their general fund. Squire Webber stated this is what he and Squire Dotson were told during the City Council meeting they attended. Alan George suggested that the Fiscal Court receive confirmation from the City of Versailles to the effect that if this project is not able to be completed until May of 2009, that the City would continue to uphold their commitment to contribute 40% of the pool repair cost at a later date.  Lastly, when Alan George was asked if the City of Versailles would be a named party on the contract with the contractor chosen to perform the indoor pool repairs at Falling Springs Center, he confirmed that both the Woodford County Fiscal Court and the City of Versailles would be parties of the contract.  
17. A motion was made by James E. Staples and seconded by Gerald Dotson to approve the indoor pool repair cost at Falling Springs Center based upon the following stipulations:  (1) payment of 60% ($105,300.00) of the indoor pool repair cost at Falling Springs Center will be made by the Woodford County Fiscal Court contingent upon receipt of 40% ($70,200.00) of the indoor pool repair cost paid by the City of Versailles, for a quoted contract price of $175,500.00; and (2) the Fiscal Court will not enter into a contract with contractor until the City of Versailles has paid their 40% of the indoor pool repair cost.

Alan George stated the court needed to make a motion to have a Summary First Reading of an Ordinance Correcting and Amending Title XI, Chapter III, Section 3(5)(i) of the Woodford County, Kentucky, Code of Ordinances relating to the Imposition and Administration of an Occupational License Fee by Persons and Business Entities Conducting Businesses, Occupations and Professions Within Woodford County, Kentucky to be amended to now read as follows as an exemption:  “Compensation received for the renting or leasing of one or two residential units as defined by this ordinance.”  All other aspects of this Ordinance remain unchanged in full force and effect.  
18.
