APPROVAL OF MINUTES
Judge/Executive Coyle called for any additions, corrections, or amendments to the minutes of the  Regular Fiscal Court Meeting of August 9, 2016.  Hearing none, this set of minutes stood approved as presented. 
REPORTS

Treasurer’s Report (Sabra Garmon) – Treasurer Garmon reported the financial status through today with the total cash amount of $2,959,595.61, less a certificate of deposit of $400,000.00, less claims of $51,568.04,  $4,951.44, and $299.82, less payroll of $204,118.17,  leaving an adjusted money market checking account balance of $2,298,658.14.

Judge/Executive Coyle asked to set aside the orders of the day to take action on the potential discontinuance of the southernmost portion of Lansing Lane as discussed at the public hearing.  Before moving forward, County Attorney Alan George clarified to the court that the advertisement concerning the public hearing and potential road closure was published on August 11, 2016, not August 14, 2016 as stated at the public hearing.  In order to proceed with the closure, the property owner must take the appropriate action to allow for a turnaround, which needs to be constructed with title/easement given so that the county and school district can utilize it.  The turnaround construction would need to occur under the supervision and meet the requirements of the County Road Engineer.  Closure of the road cannot occur until those requirements are met.  

1. A motion was made by Linda Popp and seconded by C.L. Watts to move forward with the closure of the southernmost portion of Lansing Lane, which is approximately 830 feet from Firegate 9. The property owner will construct a turnaround and will take the appropriate action regarding title/easement of the turnaround so that it may be used by the county and school system.  The turnaround will be constructed and meet the requirements of the County Road Engineer.  The closure of the road will only become effective once the title/easement and construction requirements are met.

However, the additional work will be completed by the Road Department.  Central Seal is the only company to submit a bid for striping of the parking lot.  A lengthy discussion followed concerning whether to pave the entire parking lot at 100% cost to the county or to patch the potholes and wait until Spring to re-evaluate.
