Reports and Updates

Fiscal Court Committee Reports

Magistrate Charles "Bones" Webber reported that the Policy and Procedures Committee met and will have to have one more meeting.  The Committee has some information for Personnel Administrator Natasha Humphreys to be reviewed by County Attorney Alan George. Webber said they will be ready to report at the next meeting.  
Treasurer’s Report (Rebecca Wilson)

Treasurer Wilson reported a money market balance of $404,416.27 and $400,000.00 invested in certificates of deposit for a total cash balance of $804,416.27 for the fiscal year to date October 5, 2007. (The report did not reflect the bill list for the October 9, 2007 Fiscal Court meeting.)
Treasurer Wilson passed out the Solid Waste/Recycling September and October 2007 Accounts/Receivable Reports.
Field Turf at the County Stadium (Paul Stahler/Woodford County School Board)

Robert L. Chenoweth, the attorney representing the Woodford County Board of Education, handed out a document to the Court regarding expenditure of school funds.  Mr. Chenoweth set out the school law provisions that are extremely restrictive for any school in Kentucky.  The expenditure of school funds is governed by provisions of the Kentucky Constitution, specifically §§ 180, 184, and 186, and the Woodford County School Board has to comply with those provisions. (Memo Attached) School funds have to be used for educational purposes. The problem is that the County owns property that has been used by the Woodford County Schools for the benefit of the students enrolled in this school system. As it stands now legally, the School Board is not able to expend money for capital improvement on property that the County owns. It is one thing to enter into a lease agreement and as a part of the lease agreement, there are certain maintenance obligations. The Board of Education can be a potential party who would say to the County we are willing to lease that facility again continuing into a new lease agreement.  The School Board would be willing if the County wants to make improvements to that facility, and understand that the market place will drive a higher premium of lease if the facility has been enhanced.  He used the example of Judge Coyle owning a building that the School Board would want to lease. The Board would understand in all probability improvement would increase the dollar value of the lease arrangement and lease amount is going to have to be increased. There is a value in the athletic facility in its present condition. If it is improved the County is going to want to recoup the money invested in it. There is an improvement cost that if made by the County could be gained in the bargain for lease relationship between the County and the School System of Woodford County.  Mr. Chenoweth answered questions from the Court. 
County Attorney Alan George asked Mr. Chenoweth if the School Board is interested in a definite lease term for a definite number of years with a certain dollar figure in mind. Mr. Chenoweth said that it was his understanding that the answer is affirmative and it was affirmed by the Board Chair. He said that the Board does want to establish the relationship. Mr. Chenoweth said that he did not know the dollar value.  County Attorney said that he understood that Mr. Chenoweth’s advice to the School Board is that the School Board cannot purchase out of any of their tax money the field turf to put on the County park property. Mr. George pointed out that the County can only appropriate tax dollars for general recreation purposes and cannot fund high school athletic programs and facilities.  It does not mean that they cannot partner with the School Board in some way where there is some County use as well as high school use.  When the stadium was built there was a group of supporters that had a plan, a vision and a passion, and they made it happen. Everyone would like to see the High School students play out there. The public needs to be aware that this is a very unique situation.  The one good thing that has happened is that when Judge Coyle was elected he contacted the County Attorney and the Recreation Director about exploring the relationship with the School Board. It led to a trade agreement for some swapping out of facilities and a maintenance agreement. The question is does the Fiscal Court feel comfortable investing or bonding a field turf.  They cannot justify for County purposes alone. This would entail a decision by the Fiscal Court and the School Board as to what County purpose it could serve, what the lease amount payment would be, whether this would entail one payment to the Court and no longer have the maintenance agreement. The Court would need to hear a specific proposal.
 School Board Member Tom Tipton asked if it came to a point where the School Board and the County cannot agree, would the County consider selling the property to the School Board.  
Citizen Michael Duckworth said they had been waiting for a legal opinion, so they could look into how to move forward with some kind of fundraising. We all need to work together he said.  He would like for all to come together and celebrate the 20th anniversary of the stadium in 2008. 
School Board member Margie Cleveland pointed out that the reason the money is low, the $60,000 or 80,000 for a long term lease, is because it would have to come out of the general fund which funds the teachers, school supplies and textbooks. If the School Board owned the property, the money would come out of the facilities money which that would not affect what is happening in the classrooms. At this point the facilities needs have been met. They would be committing future boards taking money away from the kids in the classroom with a lease. She said that was a thought on where they want the money to come from. Everyone has the dream of the children staying on that field and playing on a fabulous field.  
Magistrate Ellen Gormley commented on the group, of which her father was one of the six that initially had the vision to build the Stadium. More than twenty years ago, the group came before the Fiscal Court and said can you give us money. The Court said no, but we can give you the land.  They went to the Board of Education, and they said no but they would support it if the group gets it built.  That was a community effort for those football parents (Soccer was in its infancy.) None of those parents got to see their kids play on that field. That is a testament to their vision and dedication for this community.  Gormley concluded by saying that she would hope that there would be a group of dedicated parents and citizens out there that would move that vision onto a second level.

Slugantz said that how he would like to do it is to leave the agreement as the Red Cross needs it and to make changes to the local emergency operational plan manual, which the Court would need to adopt as a document.  The plan manual gives the Judge/Executive the authority to assign the Emergency Management Director the responsibility to decide where the shelters are and how they are run. Slugantz can state that the senior citizens and handicapped people will be given priority at his discretion, and the Red Cross will agree to that and will adhere to the standards set forth in Woodford County by way of the Judge/Executive. Slugantz said that he will bring the recommendations for changes to the local /emergency operational plan document back to the Fiscal Court for their approval.

Judge/Executive Coyle told the Court that he thought that the item of disbanding the Fiscal court committees was not an issue. Larry Craig asked for his own benefit if Judge Coyle would feel so inclined to give an explanation of what brought on the decision of disbanding the Committees.  Judge/Executive Coyle said that he would be glad to give a brief explanation or an in depth one after the Court meeting, because he did not want to take up the Court’s time. Judge Coyle made the following comments;  his observation was that some comments have been made that it was a complete waste of time to have a portion (one-half) of the Court attend a committee meeting and hear questions and answers and have the rest of the Court excluded from that; if it is something that has to be voted on and acted on by the Court, then everyone should be informed and have the ability to hear the answers as they are given; it would cause whoever is making the presentation to answer two sets of questions that could be answered at one time. Just like tonight each department head had their issues, and they brought them before the Court and discussed them; everything that needs to be voted on by the court is brought before the full Court where all can hear – the press and the public can hear; he did not ask the County Attorney if he should disband the committee system but could he, and the County Attorney answered that he could. 
Larry Craig asked if it was his opinion that information was not being given out or made available to the public while the committee system was being used. Judge Coyle said it was also not given to half the Court and himself.  Coyle said that the policy and procedure committee met three or four times and half the Court is not going to know what was discussed, and he also was not privy to the answers. He said that the Judge/Executive who is responsible for the County should be included in all decisions of the County. Judge Coyle said that he will appoint a committee of three as needed.  If there is a problem in Nonesuch, then that Committee will consist of himself, Jackie Brown and another volunteer. Like the Midway problem on Gratz Street, Craig, Coyle and Road Engineer looked at the problem and are going to address it.  When it comes time to vote, the whole Court will be brought up to speed. The County Road Engineer is in the process of making an estimate to present to the Midway Mayor about the Midway problem.
James E. Staples said that he was told that the magistrates were not supposed to talk to the department heads about any issues they might have and some department heads were not at the meeting that night.  County Attorney George told the Court that by statute the magistrates have the ability and duty to investigate all County government affairs, which includes talking to Department Heads. Judge Coyle suggested that magistrates could attend the monthly department head meetings with him as long as no more than four Court members attended the meeting.
