Treasurer’s Report (Rebecca Wilson) –   Treasurer Wilson reported the financial status through today with the total cash amount of $2,598,687.21 less the bill list of $444,769.65, the additional bill list of $6,436.00, and certificate of deposit of $400,000.00, which leaves an adjusted money market checking account balance of $1,747,481.56.  Due to the payroll not being subtracted from this account balance, Treasurer Wilson stated the adjusted money market balance would be approximately $200,000.00 less than stated.  
Treasurer Wilson requested authorization to open a new general ledger account for the Cemetery Preservation Grant funds that were received in the amount of $1,950.00.

Ambulance Director, Hunter Shewmaker stated the roof of the ambulance service building has been leaking and requested the building be tested for mold growing in the ceiling.  It was suggested by Squire Craig that prior to the building being tested for mold, to make sure the leak is repaired and give the ceiling and air time to dry.  Maintenance Director David Long reported that Woodford Steel is in the process of getting the leaks in the roof repaired with maybe one or two places that are questionable.  When Shewmaker was asked how much this testing would cost, he stated that he would get three estimates and report back to the court at the next fiscal court meeting.
Maintenance Director, David Long reported it is time to have the elevator in the Courthouse Annex Building rated by DC Elevator; the weight check is performed every two years at an estimated cost of $200.00.

Recycling Director, Wade Johnson was asked by Squire Staples about the status of the conveyor.  Johnson reported that two days after the last court meeting, he had a meeting with the vendor to be sure the engineering drawings matched what is actually needed at the Recycling Center.  The drawings were approved, signed off on, and the new conveyor is in the process of being built now.  
Animal Control Director, Susan Jones reported there are eight Woodford County citizens that owe Animal Control for fees associated with impoundment of their animals, three animals of which were retrieved by their owners before the deadline of April 13th but still owe fees because they signed a promissory note that extended the payment period for 30 days and they did not honor their promissory note.  The court agreed the course of action is for County Attorney Alan George to write a letter of demand notifying each citizen they have thirty (30) days to pay their delinquent fees.  Squire Staples requested this matter be brought back before the court for a status report at the July 28, 2009 fiscal court meeting prior to filing a small claims action in the Woodford District Court.  
Jack Jouett House Director, Joel Meador reported that the recent blues concert, Pickin’ on the Porch, held at the Jack Jouett House was attended by approximately 200 people from all over the state and seemed to be enjoyed by all ages that attended, ages one month to 85 years old.
 Parks & Recreation Director, Rich Pictor reported that he has received most of the repair bills on the leak in the outdoor pool, and it appears the repair cost was approximately $12,000.00. The refunds to summer pass holders totaled $5,000.00, the lost revenue for the days the pool was closed was approximately $5,000.00, so the total out-of-pocket and money lost from being closed is approximately $22,000.00.  Also, if the pool had not opened all summer, the lost revenue would have been close to $91,000.00.  Pictor also reported an anonymous donation of $5,000.00 has been made to the Woodford Parks Foundation by a couple that swims regularly for the replacement of the boiler for the indoor pool.

Old Business

Recommendation from Finance Committee regarding lease for ice machine at Falling Springs Park:  Judge/Executive Coyle reported that the Finance Committee does not have a recommendation at this time, and that a meeting would be called before the end of the week, at which time both Joe and Jon Gay would be invited to attend.  
Update from CMW, Inc. presented by Todd Ott regarding the floor at the Senior Citizens’ Center:  Todd Ott distributed pictures of the flush joint manufactured by EMSeal that he proposes to replace the previously installed expansion joint with that was recently installed in the main hall in front of the fireplace of the Senior Citizens’ Center.  (Attachment).  Ott stated this flush joint is the most appropriate for the application because it is a completely flush joint that is manufactured and recommended for a wood floor installation.  The wood floor system that is installed has a wood structured subfloor and the underlayment and vinyl plank floor system is not a seamless floor system; it is a plank floor system that has seams to offer flexibility.  Squire Webber asked Ott if this problem originated from a design error, and Ott stated that in hindsight this floor should have had a joint installed originally in the location of the major floor beam where the floor joist meets perpendicular to that major floor beam because that is the natural place for the building to breathe.  Squires Craig and Gormley addressed the larger issue first about the general condition of the entire floor having bumps, separation, and buckling throughout.  County Attorney Alan George suggested the court look at two issues rather than one.  The immediate concern is what the last CMW person did in terms of putting that strip over top the expansion joint that was cut in the floor that is going to cause someone to fall and get hurt.  That liability issue needs to be addressed immediately, but by addressing that issue first, it does not mean that the court is waiving or giving up the right to pursue something to be done on a much larger scale with regard to the entirety of the flooring system.  A walk-through was requested by County Attorney Alan George for the court to literally walk over the entirety of the floor with CMW representative, Ott, to see the finished product after this seal has been replaced and installed.
7. A motion was made by James E. Staples and seconded by Charles “Bones” Webber to instruct CMW, Inc. to immediately replace the existing strip (that is now installed over the expansion joint that was cut in the floor) with the EMSeal completely flush joint, and the bumps, separation, and buckling throughout the floor of the Senior Citizens’ Center is to be addressed at the July 28, 2009 fiscal court meeting to evaluate the possible replacement of the entire flooring system.
