Judge/Executive Coyle called for any additions, corrections or amendments to the minutes of the Regular Fiscal Court Meeting of October 28, 2014 as amended, the Public Work Session of December 9, 2014, the Regular Fiscal Court Meeting of December 9, 2014, Special Meeting of December 22, 2014, and Special Meeting of December 30, 2014.  Hearing none, these sets of minutes stood approved 
as presented. 

Judge/Executive Coyle asked the court to approve following Robert’s Rules of Order for fiscal court meetings.

REPORTS

Treasurer’s Report (Rebecca Wilson) – Treasurer Wilson reported the financial status through today with the total cash amount of $2,109,258.45, less a bill list of $796,872.33, less a certificate of deposit of $429,559.19, less payroll of $226,749.46, plus a deposit of $514,968.39, leaving an adjusted money market checking account balance of $1,171,045.86. 

Treasurer Wilson mentioned that the cash balance compares to the previous two years.  We are still waiting on $200,000 from the state for work the road department completed.   
Lastly, Treasurer Wilson handed out the fund receipts record and expenditures for quarter end to be accepted into record at the January 27th meeting as well as a list of upcoming budget workshops that will be held by the Department of Local Government.  These workshops are provided free of charge.
Ambulance Director, Hunter Shewmaker asked the court for permission to fill a vacant paramedic position by reclassifying one of the current EMT positions.  By reclassifying the EMT position, it will create an EMT vacancy that Mr. Shewmaker would then like to advertise to fill. 

2. A motion was made by Duncan Gardiner and seconded by Ken Reed to approve the reclassification of an EMT position to a Paramedic position for the Ambulance Department.

Emergency Management Director, Keith Slugantz informed the court that the county should be receiving the Severe Repetitive Loss Grant that was applied for about 18 months prior. He is in the process of meeting some of the requirements for the grant and there will be a public notice to allow discussion of the process and to receive public comment.  This grant will include 6 properties located in Clifton, Lower Clifton, and Shoreacres and is a 100% reimbursement grant that provides an opportunity to move these citizens out of harms way.  
Jack Jouett Director, Janice Clark announced to the court that the children’s book, “Jack Jouett: Portrait of an American Hero” has been selected for the winter reading list by First Lady Jane Beshear as part of her literacy program.  In addition, the Jack Jouett Chapter of the Daughters of the American Revolution in Charlottesville, VA has placed multiple copies of the book in 7 elementary schools and 1 middle school in the Charlottesville area.  Ms. Clark passed out the Jack Jouett House site data report through 12/13/14.  The Jack Jouett House had 3,428 visitors in 2014, which is more than in any previous year.  In addition, 2,204.5 onsite volunteer hours and 801.5 offsite volunteer hours were logged, which is more than double the 2013 total.  
Jailer, Michele Rankin reported the follow up inspection at the jail was 100% compliant in all areas.  The jail currently has 89 inmates, with the jail being paid by the State or Marshall services for 59 of those inmates.  Jailer Rankin also reported that the Woodford County Detention Center is the first county jail to offer a program called Jobs for Life.  The program helps inmates become productive members of society and assists with job placement when they get out.  The program held its first graduation in December and the second program just began.  Lastly, Jailer Rankin reported that the litter abatement report was sent to recycling.  
EDA Director, John Soper reported that the Midway Station TIF has been approved by Midway and asked the court to consider taking part in the TIF.  Judge/Executive Coyle informed the court that a work session concerning the Midway Station TIF will be scheduled for 6:30 on January 27th preceding the regular fiscal court meeting.  
REPORT OF SPECIAL COMMITTEES  
Judge/Executive Coyle appointed a special committee for the Emergency Management contract and interlocal agreement with the cities of Versailles and Midway.  Squires Jackie Brown and Gary Finnell were appointed to this committee, with the first order of business being the Everbridge System and working out an interlocal agreement on that notification system.  County Attorney Alan George reminded the court that a new interlocal agreement regarding Emergency Management must be in place by March 31, 2015; otherwise, the current agreement will continue through the end of the fiscal year but will expire June 30, 2015.
