REPORTS AND UPDATES
Treasurer’s Report (Rebecca Wilson) – Treasurer Wilson reported there will be no Treasurer’s Report given at this time due to her closing out year end for the previous fiscal year.  However, the Treasurer’s Settlement Report was submitted to the court for approval that reflects a bank balance as of June 30, 2010 being $2,191,402.64 and the carryover being $530,000.00 more than the $1,959,466.55 that was budgeted.

Standing Report -  Squire Gormley reported that the Huntertown Park committee met with an environmental firm, Third Rock Consultants, from Lexington, Kentucky.  The Huntertown property was previewed by terrestrial ecologists and environmental planners from Third Rock on July 8, 2010.  
Gina Morris, Senior Environmentalist Planner, and Ed Hartowicz, Senior Ecologists, both from Third Rock, presented their ecological overview of the Huntertown property to the fiscal court. Ms. Morris stated that the Huntertown property represents a very unique and exciting opportunity for Third Rock to assist Woodford County with attaining funding for enhancement of the historical and ecological components of a natural area and a passive park.  Ms. Morris further stated they are not asking for a contract or any payment to perform this project for the county, but Third Rock will assist the county with finding the resources to implement this ecological restoration project.  To facilitate this plan, Ms. Morris explained they are researching potential funding opportunities for grants that would provide funding resources to allow Woodford County to develop the Huntertown property into a park or a natural area.  For example, the Federal Highway’s Transportation Enhancement Act (TEA) Program is administered by the Kentucky Transportation Cabinet’s Office of Local programs, and it is designed to strengthen the cultural, aesthetic, historic, and environmental aspects of our transportation infrastructure by funding projects that tie to surface transportation in twelve areas.   In order to apply for a TEA grant to begin restoration of the Huntertown property, Ms. Morris stated that Third Rock would need the court’s approval to authorize Judge/Executive Coyle to sign a Notice of Intent letter, and the deadline to submit this Notice of Intent is July 30, 2010.  Subsequently, applicants will be selected to complete the full application, which would be submitted 45 days from the date of their invitation letter.  
4. A motion was made by Steve Barnett and seconded by Ellen Gormley to approve and authorize Judge/Executive Coyle to sign the Notice of Intent letter that will facilitate the plan of Third Rock Consultants to apply for a Federal TEA Grant that would provide funding resources to allow enhancement of the Huntertown property as a natural area and a passive park.  (Attachment)

Squire Staples reported that he served on the original committee that initially met with the Huntertown families and since his term serving as Magistrate of District No. 7 will be ending year end, he stated that it is his desire that the final plan the fiscal court accepts is consistent with the commitments given to the previous residents of the Huntertown community. Gina Morris of Third Rock responded by stating this consulting firm would not work on this project independently, and they would want a lot of input from the citizens and county representatives to gain a clear understanding of the priorities of this project.  Additionally, Ms. Morris addressed another issue that was brought up for discussion by stating they would have no problem working closely with the Forestry Service who has already previewed this property.  
Citizen’s Participation - none
Department Heads 
County Road Engineer, Buan Smith stated there is an issue with the Millville Sportsman Club, specifically, the gym portion of the building.  Approximately six inches or so below the original grade the wall is horizontally broken and has moved in about an inch and a half in certain areas for a distance of a 13 foot length.  Smith reported that he would submit a cost estimate to practically rebuild that wall at the next fiscal court meeting.
Sheriff, Wayne Wright requested that the court declare an emergency to allow him to replace one of the Sheriff’s vehicles, a 2000 Impala, that was totaled on June 23rd with the insurance settlement of $4,818 ($5,300 minus the deductible = $4,818).  Additionally, Sheriff Wright explained that he has one vehicle on the road currently that has an odometer reading of 120,000 miles that he would like to designate as a pool car since he has no cars in reserve at this time.  Since he has located two vehicles, one for $3,000 that would replace the vehicle that was totaled, and one for $2,900 that would replace the vehicle that is coming off the road to serve as a pool car, Sheriff Wright requested authorization to take an extra $1,082 from his reserve account and buy both vehicles for the Sheriff’s fleet.  
5. A motion was made by James E. Staples and seconded by Larry Craig to declare an emergency due to the loss of a vehicle from the Sheriff’s office and to further approve Sheriff Wright accepting an insurance settlement of $4,818 along with an additional $1,082 from his reserve account to purchase two cars:  one with 59,000 miles and one with 70,000 miles, both to be added to the Sheriff’s existing fleet of vehicles.

OLD BUSINESS
Approval of the Re-allocating the Recovery Zone Facility Bonds to Pike County:   Judge/Executive Coyle asked Lonnie Campbell of KACo if he would attend the fiscal court meeting to answer specific questions about the Recovery Zone Facility Bonds such as:  (1) what funds are available to Woodford County; (2) what liabilities would Woodford County incur if the court chose not to use them and they are transferred to another county; and (3) what is the process of transferring these bonds to another county? Mr. Campbell explained these bonds were created through the Economic Recovery Stimulus Package back in early 2009 by means of the federal government setting aside certain amounts that counties could bond.  There are two kinds of bonding authorities, one of which is called the Economic Development Bonding Authority that most governments are using to build buildings.  These are actual taxable bonds and the Treasury gives them back 45% of the interest they have paid on those bonds.  The other kind of bond is Recovery Zone Facility Bonds that are to be used for a private industry; it is strictly a bond that has to be issued and paid back.  The formula used to allocate the bonding amount per county is based on the number of jobs that were lost in that particular county in 2008.  Mr. Campbell stated that Woodford County was allocated $1,181,000, and any county that is not going to utilize their bonding allocation can transfer that amount of bonding authority to another county.  Judge/Executive Coyle reported that he had been approached by Wayne Rutherford, Pike County Judge/Executive, to inquire if Woodford County would consider transferring their $1,181,000 bonding authority to Pike County in the event this bonding allocation is not used for Woodford County.  
9. A motion was made by Charles “Bones” Webber and seconded by Ellen Gormley to approve and authorize Judge/Executive Coyle to execute the Notice of Waiver and Notice of Transfer to effect the transfer of the $1,181,000 Recovery Zone Facility Bonds to Pike County.  (Attachment)
