REPORTS AND UPDATES
Treasurer’s Report (Rebecca Wilson) - Treasurer Wilson reported a total cash amount from the financial report in the amount of $2,584,921.02, minus the $900,000.00 that is invested in certificates of deposit, the $500,000.00 Falling Springs grant, and the bill list of $730,525.77. This leaves a money market checking account balance of $454,395.25.  
The second item Treasurer Wilson discussed was the year end financial statement dated June 30, 2008 that was distributed and to be reviewed prior to the next fiscal court meeting for the purpose of accepting the year end financial statement into the court records.  Treasurer Wilson also distributed the closing entries dated June 30, 2008 for approval so that she can close out for the year end.

1. A motion was made by Larry Craig and seconded by Charles “Bones” Webber to approve the closing entries dated June 30, 2008 as presented by Treasurer Wilson.  (Attachment)

Treasurer Wilson distributed the report of the Woodford County Solid Waste Accounts Receivable for June of 2008 for review and explained if there were any questions, she would refer those to Recycling to be answered.  
2. A motion was made by Larry Craig and seconded by Geoffrey Reid to approve Treasurer Wilson’s request to obtain a new account number for the Recycling Grant for 2008 so these grant funds can be deposited into a new account.

Citizen’s Participation - None
John Penfield, Bluegrass Railroad Museum prefaced his requests to the fiscal court by first reporting they are having a good year.  They have been able to do some things they have talked about such as adding two new special events in 2008 including a Mystery Train this past June and another event scheduled for August 9th and 10th called Trains, Planes and Automobiles.  
Penfield reported on the status of the TE Grant; he was told by authorities the decision making process is in the final stages and awards will be made sometime in July.  Penfield was also told funds may not be available until late 2008 or early 2009.
Penfield made a request for approval to place a permanent sign at the corner of Field of Dreams Road and Beasley Drive to direct visitors of the Bluegrass Railroad Museum to park in the large lot.  Rich Pictor, Director of Parks and Recreation and Buan Smith, County Road Engineer, commented on issues of the placement and the idea of incorporating all entities of Falling Springs into one sign.  Judge/Executive Coyle suggested that a committee of John Penfield, Rich Pictor, and Buan Smith meet and agree on the logistics of where the sign will be placed and how the sign will read that satisfies all entities at Falling Spring, at which time, this committee is to come back to the fiscal court with a proposal.
Penfield made a final request for the Bluegrass Railroad Museum to receive permission for Kentucky Utilities (“KU”) to use Field of Dreams Road as a haul road so that KU could create level land on their property for future expansion of the railroad and buildings by hauling fill.  KU would haul approximately 500 loads of ash with each load weighing 80,000 lbs., including the weight of the truck.  Penfield stated that KU is willing to create a level area with this fill job if they are held harmless for any damages to the Field of Dreams Road.  Certain specifications and safety measures were discussed as means to minimize damage to the road by Buan Smith, County Road Engineer

3.  A motion was made by Charles “Bones” Webber and seconded by Jackie Brown to grant KU permission to use Field of Dreams Road for the purpose of completing a fill job on the property of the Bluegrass Railroad Museum with the stipulation the use of this road meets the specifications deemed necessary by Buan Smith, County Road Engineer.

Buan Smith reported that he had been approached by Ms. Kirshner about building steps behind the Falling Springs Theater that would be going from the side entrance leading to the side parking lot.

Alan George offered his opinion to Buan Smith in reference to this particular property by stating that unless you believe the work of your department in any way contributes or worsens a condition, then the county has no responsibility in those areas if it is not originally a county maintained system.  In reference to this particular property, Buan Smith stated that in his opinion, and he could tender photographic evidence for verification that the county did not worsen the condition of this property.
Sheriff, Wayne “Tiny” Wright reported that he will be requesting that the taxing districts have their 2008 rates set by September 15, 2008 so the tax bills can be in the mailbox on October 1, 2008.  
Sheriff Wright informed the court that Larry Sutherland retired from his office.  Wright plans to eliminate the position of chief deputy and re-structure a rank that would provide two sergeant positions.  
Emergency Management, Keith Slugantz was attending a Bluegrass Emergency Response Team (“BERT”) meeting in Lexington, and in his absence requested that Judge/Executive Coyle report to the court on his behalf.  
Judge/Executive Coyle informed the court that Director Slugantz, as discussed at the last fiscal court meeting, went before the City Council to request that the City of Versailles pay half of the 25% remaining from the $100,000.00 grant through the Office of Homeland Security.  Director Slugantz received approval from the City Council to pay half, if the fiscal court would agree at this meeting to pay the same. 

9. A motion was made by Larry Craig and seconded by Jackie Brown to approve the fiscal court paying one half of the 25% remaining from the $100,000.00 grant through the Office of Homeland Security, with the other half being paid by the City of Versailles.

Review of Report from Patricia Wilson regarding the landscaping project at the Senior Citizens’ Center, Judge/Executive Coyle designated himself, with the court’s approval, to write a final letter to Stuart Mims, the landscaping contractor for the Senior Citizens’ Center.  This letter would serve as notification that no motion was made by the court to release the 10% retainage according to the terms of the contract because at this point in time, the terms of the bid specifications and contract have not been met.  Further, Judge/Executive Coyle gave the option of making corrections to the present state of landscaping at the Senior Citizen’s Center that would meet all specifications of the contract and receive the 10% retainage or withdraw from the contract and forfeit the 10% retainage.  
Rich Pictor, Director of Parks & Recreation, (report on indoor pool ceiling repairs) returned to submit all bids that were received for the project of repairing the ceiling in the indoor pool and therapy pool area.  The minutes of the Special Board Meeting that was called on June 30, 2008 were also included to reflect on record that a motion was made to consider this pool project exempt from the bid process due to it being of a professional and specialized nature.  (Attachment)
Rich Pictor reported that Dr. Stout made a request to the Versailles City Council for shared funding toward the project of repairing the indoor pool ceiling and therapy pool area, and the response given was that the City Council would put that request into committee to be considered and they would return with an answer at a later date.  Judge/Executive Coyle suggested a temporary pool committee be formed of himself, Squire Webber, and Squire Barnett, and the decision was made for this committee to attend the next City Council meeting.
Rich Pictor stated that one of the deciding factors to use Brewer Construction was the minimum amount of shut down time they would require, and the other companies that bid required scaffolding in the pool that would result in leaving the pool drained for eight to ten weeks.  Pictor explained there is a risk of having to re-marcite the bottom of the pool if it was left sitting without water for an extended period of time, which would cost an additional $34,000.00.  It was decided there will be no action taken by the court until the temporary pool committee meets with the City Council to discuss the City’s possible shared funding on this indoor pool ceiling project.  

The last item Rich Pictor reported was in reference to the dog park.  There has not been an official opening, but the dog park is operational and the final details are being completed.  Pictor stated that some interested citizens have discussed raising money to put in shade, shelter and water.  
Woodford County Detention Review by Tichenor & Associates, recommendation made by Gary Gilkison, Jailer  to accept the report prepared by Tichenor & Associates, LLP for the Woodford County Detention Center.  County Attorney Alan George stated court approval is not necessary at this time and this report is considered an update.  Alan George clarified with Tichenor that if the court decides to raise fees of any kind or booking fees mandated by the state are increased, there is no percentage of that increased revenue earned by Tichenor.  Also, further clarification was made by Alan George that Tichenor is only contracted to evaluate the operation of the Woodford County Detention Center.  Magistrates Larry Craig and Charles “Bones” Webber requested that Tichenor produce a report in six months that reflects if there is an increase in revenue in comparison to previous years.

Interlocal Cooperation Agreement between City of Midway and Woodford County for Recycling in Midway - Judge/Executive Coyle reported that subsequent to sending a letter to Mayor Tom Bozarth, he was presented with the signed Interlocal Cooperation Agreement for Joint Responsibility between the City of Midway and Woodford County for recycling in the City of Midway for 2008-2009 and a check for $5,000.00.  Judge/Executive Coyle’s  letter stated that according to the county records, the balanced owed by the City of Midway is $10,000.00, in contrast to the City of Midway’s records that reflect a balance owed to Woodford County in the amount of $5,000.00.  Judge/Executive Coyle’s letter to Mayor Bozarth gave notification of there being a payment shortage of $5,000.00 and also notified him this issue would be discussed at the fiscal court meeting on July 8, 2008.  Additionally, an invitation was extended to Mayor Bozarth to attend the meeting so that he could inform the court of the intentions of the City of Midway regarding the payment shortage.   

16. A motion was made by Gerald Dotson and seconded by James E. Staples to approve and accept the contract terms of the Interlocal Cooperation Agreement for Joint Responsibility between the City of Midway and Woodford County for Recycling if and when all arrears are paid in full. Additionally, if payment is not made to the satisfaction of the Woodford County Fiscal Court, recycling services will be terminated to the City of Midway.
