Judge/Executive Coyle called to order the Special Meeting for the sole purpose of getting court approval on the second phase of the disaster clean-up that would enable the court to hire one of the three contractors that submitted bids to perform disaster clean-up tasks.  
County Engineer, Buan Smith, stated that he had distributed bids from three companies and the county needed assistance through the end of this week.  Smith’s preference was PECCO, Inc. because they are already here and their price quote is in line, if not better than the others.  
Squire Staples inquired about what type of assistance would be given to property owners to remove tree limbs and brush, the timeframe allowed, and if PECCO could come back to Woodford County for two to three days to work under the same proposal with the same pricing.  The representative present on behalf of PECCO stated they would be able to work under the same proposal with the same pricing, but they may need some flexibility of a couple of days because they would be working in other counties in the meantime.  
1. A motion was made by James E. Staples and seconded by Geoffrey Reid to approve hiring PECCO, Inc. to continue with the second phase of the clean-up portion of this ice storm disaster, which as stated on their bid sheet, they will supply resources for remote/street side pickup, transporting and grinding of trees, limbs, and shrubbery in Woodford County.

Recycling Director Wade Johnson stated that Recycling has been staying open until 5:30 p.m. to give people more time to come in and asked if it is the court’s wishes for him to continue staying open until 5:30 p.m.  If so, Johnson requested approval to pay overtime to two or three employees for approximately three hours a day.  Director Slugantz reported that the county would be reimbursed for 87% of any expenses that the county incurs outside the normal day-to-day business expenses, and that would include payment of overtime.  
2. A motion was made by Charles “Bones” Webber and seconded by Larry Craig to authorize Director Wade Johnson to pay overtime to two or three employees for approximately three hours a day so that the Recycling Center will remain open until 5:30 p.m.

Director Wade Johnson reported that his procedure is to allow residents to dump their brush at no charge, but contractors are being charged.  For the issue of spoiled food, Johnson stated that residents would have their bags of food weighed, but they would not be charged to have the spoiled food compacted.
Director Slugantz reported there have been no significant injuries, no deaths, however, we are still in an emergency phase.  The signed Emergency Declaration (Attachment) allows the Judge/Executive and Mayors to respond to the people by making sure their basic life needs are being met.  Slugantz stated that he has been meeting with all department heads, the Judge/Executive and Mayors of both cities every morning for a briefing of this emergency phase.  Home welfare checks have been made by the police, fire department, EMS, and wildlife officers, and Slugantz feels the majority of people have been contacted.  Damage assessment will be ongoing, and the $77,000.00 loss will be reached to meet the per capita damage requirement.  
3. A motion was made by Larry Craig and seconded by Geoffrey Reid to adjourn the meeting.
