REPORTS AND UPDATES
Treasurer’s Report (Rebecca Wilson) –Treasurer Wilson reported the financial status through today with the total cash amount of $1,916,302.18, less the bill list of $832,059.46, less the certificate of deposit of $424,497.20, leaving an adjusted money market checking account balance of $1,491,804.98.  

Regarding year end information, Treasurer Wilson stated that the carryover was actually $308,000 more that what was budgeted for the year end, with $36,000 in encumbrances.  The Treasurer’s Settlement that reports all the different funds and detail of revenues and expenditures for the year was distributed to the court for their review.  The court will be asked to accept the Treasurer’s Settlement report at the next fiscal court meeting .  
Lastly, Treasurer Wilson asked for approval of the closing entries as reflected in the Statement of Bank Balance for Fiscal Year July 1, 2010 to June 30, 2011.

They have what is called the single stream where they collect everything including glass.  Franklin County is investigating the concept of thermal gasification, which is a method of converting collected garbage into energy.  The committee will visit the Shelby and Garrard County Recycling Center in the near future and report back to the court their findings.

Smith addressed the issue of the recent discussion about the plan to seed or use the millings from the county roads around the football field. Smith stated that the Road Department would be available to use these millings around the football field, grade it, and roll it in so it will be like an asphalt surface until a later time when it can be paved.  The cost related to correcting the drainage would result in purchasing the pipe, concrete, and backfill material for the bed, which would cost approximately $2,100.  The rest of the material used for this project would be utilizing the dirt, rock, and millings the county has on hand.

OLD BUSINESS 
Report from the Request made to the Chamber of Commerce.   Subsequent to a meeting with Tami Vater, Executive Director of the Chamber of Commerce, Judge/Executive Coyle reported that Ms. Vater was enthusiastic about the project of setting up a community calendar with all the events she receives notification about from the School Board, Bluegrass Railroad Museum, Farmers Market, the Soil Conservation, and all other community groups that inform her of upcoming events in advance.  This calendar will include all set events throughout the county such as Millville Hillbilly Days, the Midway Fall Festival, the Farm Tour and Breakfast, and any others.  Additionally, Ms. Vater will be contacting the Woodford Sun to request a donation of newspaper space to publish a community calendar every week to report what is planned throughout the county for that month.
NEW BUSINESS
Update by Jailer, John Jones, Woodford County Detention Center.  Jailer Jones reported on the inmate activity for the past six months and gave his report that reflected the number of admissions, number of inmates released, and the average daily population.  With the recent House Bill 463 going into effect in June, there are less arrests which has decreased the jail population and increased the amount of paperwork involved.  The activities for the past six months include the county road trash removal program that resulted in removing 664 bags of trash that required 400 inmate hours during March and April.  Jailer Jones stated that he would implement this program twice a year.  The additional community service hours that totaled 16,600 hours were utilized in food service, maintenance, the garden project, Parks and Recreation, Recycling, the City of Midway, and the Woodford Fair Board at a minimum wage of $7.25/hour, which calculates to $120,350 in potential savings to the county.  Additionally, the preliminary year end financial report  reflects the transfer required from the general fund was approximately $100,000 less than budgeted.  This is in part due to Jailer Jones reducing the overtime payroll drastically, contracting with another food service vendor at a reduced contract amount, and averaging approximately $10,000 a month from the contract with Menifee County to house their prisoners.  
Approval of the Annual Report from the Woodford Co. Alcohol Beverage Administrator.  Pursuant to Ordinance No. 14-03, Section II (5) that was adopted in 2003, Judge/Executive Coyle, in the capacity of Woodford County Alcoholic Beverage Control Administrator, presented his annual Alcohol License Fee report of his office to the fiscal court for fiscal year 2010-2011 for review and acceptance into the record.  (Attachment)

9. A motion was made by Ken Reed and seconded by Jackie Brown to accept the 2010-2011 Alcohol License Fee report into the record that was presented by Judge/Executive Coyle, in the capacity of Woodford County Alcoholic Beverage Control Administrator.

Communications
Squire Reed – reported that the sidewalk project at Simmons Elementary School is progressing well.  The sidewalk has been poured from the far end of the Osram Sylvania to almost the front end of that property.  

Squire Dotson – suggested the county consider hiring a part-time position (20 hours a week at $15.00/hour) as an occupational tax enforcement officer that would be responsible for locating businesses and contractors that are doing business in Woodford County and are not registered with our Tax Administrator.  Treasurer Wilson added that this person could help with tax delinquencies and take those people to court.  Sheriff Wright agreed to assign one of his deputies to these duties to see if the expense of hiring a part-time person could be justified.  
Squire Gill – informed the court that the Apportionment Commissioners had requested that he ask the court about the number of magistrates they would recommend.  After lengthy discussion from most members of the court, it was conveyed as the general consensus of the court that the members of  the court would like for the Commissioners to submit their report based on what they believe is best for the county, and the court will give due consideration to their report to either accept their recommendation, reject their recommendation, or make a recommendation of their own.  
Squire Brown – directed a question to County Attorney Alan George about whether there is an existing law that pertains to preserving rock walls that would prevent the state from doing any work around rock walls that have fallen toward a road.  George requested that someone from the state that has made this statement contact him in order for him to understand specifically what law has been referenced to this situation.
County Attorney Alan George –  reported that he has prepared an ordinance as requested to adopt that portion of Harmony Lane into the Woodford County road inventory.
12. A motion was made by Larry Craig and seconded by Ken Reed to approve the ORDINANCE RELATING TO FORMAL ADOPTION OF A CERTAIN NEW PUBLIC ROAD INTO THE WOODFORD COUNTY ROAD SYSTEM and approve having a SUMMARY FIRST READING of the ordinance.
