Rollins reported that the committee would like to meet again before reporting back to the Fiscal Court at the August 8, 2006 meeting.
8.
A motion was made by Webber and seconded by Turner to approve setting parameters for issuing Industrial Revenue Bonds (IRBs). 
· Only applications for sites in Woodford County will be considered.
· Bonding capacity cannot be utilized for houses or places of worship
· IRBs are intended to promote industrial activity and/or economic development within Woodford County.
· The Woodford County Fiscal Court Application is due by the last day of September.
· An application fee of $1,000.00 will be required. 
· Each application will be considered individually in the order received until the $10,000,000 is granted each calendar year by the filing date of September.
· The application should be submitted by the applicant’s attorney (s), and should evidence that financing for the bank qualified loans has been secured.
· The Fiscal Court does not have to issue the bonds at the time of the request, but do have the ability to do.
The motion also included approving the application form which was modeled after the Jefferson County application. (Exhibit “B”)

Proposed Ordinance for Regulation of Subdivisions and Septic Tanks in Woodford County Hank Graddy, on behalf of the Woodford Coalition and the KY River Watershed Watch, presented proposed changes to the Woodford County Zoning Ordinance relating to residential subdivisions on septic systems – or on site sewage disposal systems.  No action was taken on the agenda item, and the Fiscal Court asked for the item to be placed on the August 8, 2006 agenda.
9.
A motion was made by Webber to uphold the Planning and Zoning Commission’s recommendation, based on findings of fact, to deny the zone change request - Jim Plemmons-Watts Ferry Road–25.691 Acres from A-1 to A-4 

MOTION DIED FOR A LACK OF A SECOND

10.
A motion was made by Brown and seconded by Alcoke to approve override the Planning and Zoning recommendation which denied the zone map amendment for George and Bonnie Reeves of 2339 Cummins Ferry Road.  The motion granted the requested zone change of 33 acres from A-1 to A-4, creating 13 lots, provided, however, as agreed to by applicants and as requested by the South Woodford Water District, that development be limited to four (4) lots until the new South Woodford Water District tank is completed, tentatively scheduled for summer of 2007, based on the following facts evidenced in the record of the public hearing:


(1)
The subject property lies within the radius established by the Comprehensive Plan for 
Small Community development in Nonesuch.


(2)
The proposed development supports the goals and objectives allowing limited low-
density residential expansion within an established rural settlement.

(3)
Cummins Ferry Road as constructed can support this development.

(4)
All of the proposed lots have an approved encroachment permit from the Woodford 
County Road Department.


(5)
Individual preliminary site evaluations from each lot have been completed and approved 
by the Woodford County Health Department and the Board of Health certificate has been signed 
on the plat.  

(6)
The South Woodford Water District has verified its ability to provide sufficient water for 
the development, although their request was that construction be limited to four lots in the 
proposed development until the new tank is completed by this time next year, which request the 
applicants agreed to.

(7)
The approval will further strengthen and support the Nonesuch community by adding 
desirable housing opportunities in southern Woodford County.


Also, as part of this motion, the open space requirement is waived and deemed satisfied contingent 
upon the natural tree buffering remaining undisturbed.
