APPROVAL OF MINUTES
Judge/Executive Coyle called for any additions, corrections or amendments to the minutes of the Regular Fiscal Court Meeting of July 22, 2014.  Hearing none, this set of minutes stood approved as presented. 

REPORTS

Treasurer’s Report (Rebecca Wilson) – Treasurer Wilson reported the financial status through today with the total cash amount of $2,235,383.63, less a bill list of $173,097.14, less a certificate of deposit of $429,559.19, leaving an adjusted money market checking account balance of $1,367,789.28. 
In reference to the Treasurer’s Departmental Report that was provided to report all receipts and expenses of each county department, Squire Gardiner commended Recycling Director, Sherri McDaniel, for her efforts and success in implementing cost reductions in her overhead costs that resulted in a reduction of recycling center expenses.  
Maintenance Superintendent, David Long reported that the new pump that was installed at the County Park recently is operational and working satisfactorily.  A correction was made to reflect the Liberty pump that was installed has a three year warranty.  
Recycling Director, Sherri McDaniel requested approval from the court to apply for the Waste Tire Grant which will be in the amount of $4,000 with a $1,000 increase and to authorize Judge/Executive Coyle to execute the grant request.
1. A motion was made by Ken Reed and seconded by Gary Finnell approve the request from Sherri McDaniel, Recycling Director, to apply for the Waste Tire Grant in the amount of $4,000 and authorize Judge/Executive Coyle to execute the grant request.

Smith stated that he would like approval to purchase two, new one-ton pick up trucks that are snow plow and salt-spreading equipped for approximately $98,000 that is included in his budget for this fiscal year.  Treasurer Wilson reminded the court of the statutorial (65/35%) budget restraint law of not spending more than 65% of the county budget through December 31 of this year.  Discussion followed with the decision made for Smith and Treasurer Wilson to discuss the options that would be available and report back at the subsequent fiscal court meeting.
Emergency Management Director, Keith Slugantz reported to the court that although the court has not received an interlocal agreement from the City of Versailles consummating the agreement the mass notification system provided by Everbridge, Inc. will be paid by the Cities of Versailles, Midway and the Woodford County Fiscal Court, payment is due to Everbridge, Inc., who has been contracted to provide this notification system for the residents of Versailles, Midway and the residents who live in the unincorporated areas of Woodford County.  
4. A motion was made by Ken Reed and seconded by Jackie Brown to approve the request for payment of $7,842.42 to Everbridge, Inc. to honor the commitment (without contract or interlocal agreement) for the mass notification system provided from Everbridge, Inc., that is being provided to all residents who live in the unincorporated areas of Woodford County.

Jack Jouett Director, Janice Clark reported by means of an event profile that was distributed to the court that the Revolutionary Kid’s Day that was held on July 26th was attended by the highest number of participants to date.  As a result of the Kitchen Garden Series Program, the Jack Jouett House received a $500 grant from the Down-to-Earth Garden Club of Lexington to be used for the kitchen garden series.  Lastly, the Jack Jouett House will be showcased at the Kentucky State Fair on August 14, which is the opening day of the State Fair this year.   
Sheriff, Wayne Wright informed the court of a proposed Interlocal Agreement Creating a Bluegrass and Central Kentucky Unified Police Protection System (BACKUPPS) that will be placed on the agenda for the August 26, 2014 agenda for consideration.  Sheriff Wright explained that most of the police departments and sheriffs’ offices in central Kentucky have entered into this agreement so these law enforcement agencies have the jurisdiction to act if called upon when they are in one of these counties or cities.  
REPORT OF SPECIAL COMMITTEES  
Squire Gardiner, Chair of the Personnel Committee, reported that a decision needs to be made relating to the COBRA administration that deals with health insurance for employees who are no longer an employee of the county.  Currently, BB&T, the county’s insurance broker, administers the COBRA program.  There are three options to consider for future administration:  (1) allow BB&T to continue administering the COBRA program, and the only fee incurred would be if BB&T had to send a notification to all employees; (2) allow Ceridian to administer the COBRA program for a fee; or (3) allow the COBRA program to be administered in house under the care of Devetta Jackson, Personnel Director.  
5. A motion was made by Duncan Gardiner and seconded by Gary Finnell to accept the recommendation given by the Personnel Committee to allow BB&T to continue administering the COBRA program, with the understanding that a fee would be charged if BB&T had to send a notification to all employees.

Regarding the issue of the City of Versailles not paying  appropriate funding for the joint Emergency Management Program as agreed upon in the 2009 Interlocal Cooperation Agreement between the Cities of Versailles and Midway and the Woodford County Fiscal Court, Judge/Executive Coyle stated at the previous fiscal court meeting that he would report to the court the results of the upcoming meeting with both mayors, our county attorney, the city attorney(s), and Director Slugantz.  The meeting was held and the parties that attended the meeting were Mayor Traugott; Bill Moore, City Attorney; Judge/Executive Coyle; Alan George, County Attorney; Director Slugantz; and Vickie Martin, Region Five Area Manager of Kentucky Emergency Management.  Mayor Traugott inferred at the closing of the meeting this issue would be on the City of Versailles’ agenda for discussion at their next city council meeting; this issue was not listed on the agenda, nor was it discussed during the Versailles City Council meeting.  
Following lengthy discussion by all members of the court, Judge/Executive Coyle, and County Attorney Alan George, Director Slugantz was asked for a recommendation.  After an in-depth synopsis was given by Director Slugantz to explain why he was so disappointed, he stated that he has no reason to believe that any further discussion would change the fact that Versailles and Midway are determined not to honor the interlocal agreement they entered into in 2009.  Further, Director Slugantz’ recommendation was for the fiscal court to give termination notice and give the cities what they want. 
10. A motion was made by Larry Craig and seconded by Ken Reed to approve and accept the recommendation given by Emergency Management Director, Keith Slugantz, to give termination notice to both the City of Versailles and the City of Midway that according to the Interlocal Cooperation Agreement between the City of Versailles, Kentucky, the City of Midway, Kentucky, and Woodford County, Establishing a County-wide Disaster and Emergency Preparedness, Response, and Recovery Program, Section 8: TERMINATION, the Woodford County Fiscal Court would be terminating this agreement by giving written notice with the termination date being December 31, 2014.
