Citizen’s Participation

Janice Miller of 296 Craigs Creek Road told the Court that she was concerned about the double wide trailer that was put on the Jack Jouett House property to be used for a visitor center. She said that when she moved to her home five and one-half years ago, she and her husband were fully aware that they were moving across the road from a historic site. Before they moved to their home they looked into the type of events held at the Jouett House though out the year. All the activities held during the year seemed consistent with a historic site in an agricultural/residential area. The Fiscal Court should have oversight and see that changes are consistent to the neighborhood. She hoped that the new building would be consistent with the other buildings, placed on the back of the property, and not interfere with the green space visible from the road and her house. She had questions where parking area would be and what kind of landscaping plans are planned. She asked what efforts are being made to maintain the integrity of the grounds.  After she reviewed the Heritage Committee Five Year Plan, she said that she had additional questions. Miller said that communication may be the main concern. She asked the Court how the neighbors could be more involved in what is planned at the Jouett House. 
Ann Weber of 294 Craigs Creek Road, also, told the Court of her concerns of a double wide trailer that was put on the Jack Jouett House property. Her magistrate Jackie Brown suggested that they come to Fiscal Court and bring her concerns to the Court and lay the foundation for a dialogue.  She said that they want to be good neighbors and want to have good neighbors. Brown told Ms. Weber that he asked the Jouett House representatives to communicate with the neighbors and keep them up with what is going on at the Jouett House.  Ms. Weber said that had not happened. She asked if they could have copies of the Heritage Committee Board meeting minutes back to January 2006. She, also, had property value issues and zoning questions. 
Dave Weber of 294 Craigs Creek Road said that he measured where the mobile home is sitting. He had concerns on easements and the septic system. He said that the Oscar Weber property next to the Jouett House is being devalued with the mobile home sitting on the Jouett House property. 
Judge/Executive John Coyle said that he talked to County Attorney Alan George, and he said that it appears that everything is in order except maybe the communication part with the neighbors. Judge Coyle asked Executive Director Michael Lynch to inform the neighbors on information about the Jouett House.  Janice Clark said that the Heritage Committee has operated for the last thirty years as the fundraising arm of the Jack Jouett House, and the County owns the property. Clark said that all the events are listed on the web page.  Alan George said that in light of what has transpired this evening, the Court would want to make sure that everyone in the area is notified before the Court commits to anything else being done at the Jouett House. George said that the Court cannot direct the Heritage Committee to make records available.  Janice Clark said that the Heritage Committee is made up of all volunteers.  George said that when the records are stored at the Jouett House, then they would have to be made available to the public. George suggested that those who are directly connected to the Jouett House and the concerned citizens agree on a time and date to get together to answer these questions and discuss the plans for the Jouett House. George told the concerned citizens that if they are not satisfied with the answers, then they are entitled to come back and address the Fiscal Court.

Treasurer Wilson reported a money market balance of $997,245.91 and $400,000.00 invested in certificates of deposit for a total cash balance of $1,397,245.91 for the fiscal year to date September 21, 2007. (The report did not reflect the bill list for the September 25, 2007 Fiscal Court meeting making the adjusted cash balance of $474,785.57.)
Treasurer Wilson also passed out the new Woodford County Economic Development Authority Balance Sheet Report dated September 7, 2007 from EDA Treasurer J.C. Moraja.
Field Turf at County Stadium item was postponed until the October 9, 2007 meeting. James E. Staples reported that he had received numerous emails (the same letter) on the field turf.
Senior Citizens & Adult Day Care Building – No one from CMW attended the meeting and no action was taken on the item.

Department Heads
Ambulance – Hunter Shewmaker
Shewmaker reported that he talked to the insurance adjusters and the ambulance that was in the accident was totaled out by the insurance company. The adjusters are in the process of depreciating the ambulance and Shewmaker hoped to have the amount the Court will receive this week. Shewmaker will proceed with a reverse action. Once the bids are accepted, it should take approximately 120 days to get a new ambulance. Magistrate Larry Craig asked Shewmaker to see that a letter is sent to Madison County thanking them for the use of their ambulance. Shewmaker said that he had done some repairs to the borrowed ambulance.  
Maintenance – David Long

Long reported to the Court:

· There needs to be a long range plan for outside repairs to the Courthouse.  The Court asked Long to prepare a priority list of what needs to be done and bring it back to the Court.

· The D-C Elevator Company sent a letter notifying the Judge/Executive that effective October 1, 2007 the rate for inspection of the elevators will increase by $2.00 per month.
· The “No Smoking” signs ($7.50 each) that Long is going to post in the County buildings were shown to the Court. (Effective October 1, 2007)
· A request was made to open the Courthouse for the use of the bathroom facilities during the Christmas Parade. 

· Requests have been made for two baby stations to be placed in the Courthouse restroom and the Annex restroom. 

· The price for a construction engineer to look at the Senior Citizen awning for any structural damage is $375.00, and the paint proposal Long received is $300.00.
Recycling – Wade Johnson

Johnson reported that there is $15,000.00 in the County budget that the County received in August 2006 for a grant from the State Solid Waste to clean-up the dump on Hanley Lane.  Due to getting the bid packet out and the availability of contractors right now, Johnson said that he would not be able to get the clean up done by January 31, 2008. He called the State and since the State goes on a calendar year, they want the County to turn the $15,000.00 back into the State. Johnson said that he would reapply next month for the grant money, and the grant will be issued back to the County in January 2008.

KU came into the Frankfort Plant Board’s area and without charge installed the siren and a local electrician helped with the hook-up.
