**The regular meeting was preceded by an LGEA Public Hearing at 5:00**
Judge/Executive Coyle asked the court to observe a moment of silence for the victims of the Orlando shooting and the death of Muhammad Ali.
APPROVAL OF MINUTES
Judge/Executive Coyle called for any additions, corrections, or amendments to the minutes of the  Regular Fiscal Court Meeting of May 24, 2016.  Hearing none, this set of minutes stood approved as presented. 
REPORTS

Treasurer’s Report (Sabra Garmon) – Treasurer Garmon reported the financial status through today with the total cash amount of $3,083,464.89, less a certificate of deposit of $400,000.00, less bill lists of $141,274.91 and $2,923.53, and less payroll of $209,189.66, leaving an adjusted money market checking account balance of $2,330,076.79. 
Ambulance Director, Hunter Shewmaker – asked the court’s permission to transfer the money received for the department’s wrecked ambulance to the ambulance equipment line so it can be used to purchase the CPR devices that were approved at the May 10, 2016 Fiscal Court meeting. 
1. A motion was made by Gary Finnell and seconded by Ken Reed to allow a transfer of funds to the ambulance equipment line to pay for three CPR devices.

Maintenance Superintendent, David Long announced that the new pavilion at the county park has power and has been inspected.  Also, the new transformer is being picked up by Mr. Long and will be installed by the contractor on Friday.  The fair board is covering the cost of the transformer.  

Recycling Director, Sherri McDaniel informed the court that she received the Memorandum of Agreement from the Lexington-Fayette Urban County Government for processing fees.  The fee is being raised from $34 to $50 per ton.  Ms. McDaniel asked the court for a motion to direct Judge/Executive Coyle to sign the agreement.

2. A motion was made by Duncan Gardiner and seconded by Ken Reed to instruct Judge/Executive Coyle to sign the MOA between Woodford County and Lexington-Fayette Urban County Government for processing fees.  (Attachment)

County Road Engineer, Buan Smith asked the court for a motion to accept his recommendations from the bid opening for materials.

Mr. Smith also reported that after looking at the fence lines at the county farm, it was determined by the fence committee that there is 1500 linear feet of fence needed to petition off for use of the disc golf course.  The estimated cost of materials for this project will be around $3,000.  Mr. Smith asked permission to allow the road department to purchase the materials and install the new fence at the county farm.

4. A motion was made by Jackie Brown and seconded by Linda Popp to allow County Road Engineer Buan Smith to purchase materials and install a new fence on the county farm property.

Lastly, Mr. Smith reported on the Huntertown Road Sidewalk Project.  He has met with the engineers assigned to the project, and after going over the scope, the fee proposal based on hours required to come up with the design, etc., will be around $77,000.  This number is higher than originally estimated, however; the county is only liable for roughly half of the 20%.  Because the project is a federally granted project, the county would pay the 20% as the work is done. A little more money will have to be paid up front, but most of the project will be completed with in-kind work, which should allow the county to receive all of that money back.  The project funds are 80/20 regardless which phase the project is in.  
Emergency Management Director, Drew Chandler announced that there is a narrow window to apply for special projects that fall within the scope of a Homeland Security grant.  The only project that currently falls within this scope is the alert notification system.  Mr. Chandler asked the court for permission to submit a grant application to get 50% of the cost of the notification system reimbursed.  

5. A motion was made by Gary Finnell and seconded by Ken Reed to allow Emergency Management Director Drew Chandler to apply for a Homeland Security grant to pay for 50% of the cost of the new alert notification system.

Jouett House Director, Jill Roseberry informed the court that the Jack Jouett Patriot Day will be held on Saturday, June 18th, beginning at 2:00 p.m., and invited the court to attend the event.  Also, Ms. Roseberry presented a check in the amount of $770 from money raised through tours and sales of the Jack Jouett children’s book.     


County Clerk, Sandra Jones gave an update to the court on the progress that has been made since receiving the $60,000 grant in October.  These funds were used to buy hardware and software that provides programs to enhance the deed room as well as a bookkeeping program, a marriage program, and a program for vehicle liens, as well as the equipment and hardware that allows land records to be scanned into a digital format.  A $20,000 grant was recently received from the Department of Libraries and Archives to allow all records from 2005 to the present to be microfilmed.  Because of these  changes, a deputy data entry clerk position was discontinued as of June 10th and will be replaced with the position of  Assistant Deed Room Supervisor.  The position will be supervised directly under Donna Canter and a transfer request will be presented at a later date to pay the additional amount for the new position.  
EDA Chairman, John Soper reported that the EDA was approached by the state about an industrial client with interest in Midway Station.  Meetings have been held with site selection people and the CEO and executives of the California based company.  Negotiations seem to be going well, but the company is also looking at another Kentucky city as well as a city in North Carolina.

Mr. Soper also reported that the Edgewood Development was approved through Planning and Zoning.  One of the suggestions made regarding the property is a grain mill operation.  This would create an end user in More Than a Bakery.  Developers have offered to give 20 acres if the Edgewood property is developed.

I.  Lillie Cox came before the court to discuss the Woodford County “Pride of Counties” KY State Fair Exhibit.  Woodford County will have a booth at the state fair August 18-28, and the theme will once again be “Bourbon, Wine, and Bloodlines”.  Also, Woodford County has been offered the opportunity to be the Opening Day Sponsor for the fair, which will provide advertising opportunities for the county.  The sponsorship cost is $15,000 - $20,000 and the Woodford County Volunteer Workgroup welcomes any and all sponsors to support the proposal.   
ANNOUNCEMENTS:
