Treasurer’s Report (Rebecca Wilson)

Clerk, Sandra V. Jones for Treasurer Wilson reported a total cash amount from the financial report in the amount of $2,137,730.50 and of that amount, $900,000.00 is invested in certificates of deposit, leaving a money market checking account balance of $1,237,730.50.  (The report did not reflect the bill list for 4/08/08 totaling $201,161.56 and an additional bill list of $3,776.02 for an adjusted balance of $1,032,792.92.)  

For a second item of business, Clerk Jones presented the Solid Waste Report for March of 2008 for a total billed amount of $2,430.80 and amount received of $800.00.   The amount billed for April of 2008 was $2,515.80 with $0.00 amount received.  (Attachment)

Maintenance – David Long reported that he has approximately $28,000.00 remaining in his yearly budget, and he would like to come before the Court to request approval to complete a couple of projects.  The first item requested is to replace the carpet and paint the walls and ceiling in the law library that was damaged by the water due to a leak on the roof.  Secondly, Long received a request from Gary Gillis, PVA Administrator, to replace the carpet in the PVA’s office and paint.  If there is enough money left in the yearly budget, Long requested approval to paint the hallway on the second floor.

Recycling – Wade Johnson  reported by memorandum to the Court that during the week of March 24, 2008, a truck from Central Kentucky Fibers hit a metal stair railing and damaged the building while backing up to the loading dock.  Central Kentucky Fibers advised the County to obtain two quotes for the repair of the damaged metal stair railing and building and forward them for processing.  (Attachment)
Emergency Management – Keith Slugantz gave an updated report on the county-wide flooding Woodford County had last week.  Slugantz reported that a declaration of emergency was declared for both cities and Woodford County.  This means there is a possibility Woodford County could receive some federal relief for the water damage received by the approximate fifty homes and five business of Woodford County and for the county itself.  A dumpster was placed at the Millville area and at the Faywood Trailer Park.  Slugantz suggested that the dumpsters be left at both sites through April 21st.  Citizens in both of these areas were told they could dump at the Recycle Center if they have a photo identification.  Also, the State Road Department agreed to pick up anything that was pushed to the edge of the road.  Slugantz stated that the Red Cross came to the Faywood and Millville area on Friday, Saturday, and Sunday through noon to provide meals and refreshments. 
The other issue that Slugantz reported on was the closing of Midway Road.  He had been told the flooding of Midway Road was due to a land owner raising a dam that resulted in changing the level of a lake that  has always been close to the road.  With the alternative route being Aiken Pike, which is insufficient to handle the traffic flow and bus traffic, Slugantz expressed his concern about emergency personnel being able to get back and forth to Midway.  As a result of the damage to Aiken Pike due to the traffic overflow, the damage for that road was included in the plan submitted to the state and federal government.  
Jouett House – Michael Lynch came before the court to remind everyone that the Silas House event is on Tuesday, April 15th at 7:00 p.m. at the library.  Lynch also reported there is new carpet and power in the new building.  Also, the ramps going up to the decks and the decks are finished.  After the phones, internet, and furniture are in, this building will be ready.

New Business
Dave Scheurich, General Manager of Labrot & Graham Distilleries, made a presentation to the Court to propose the amendment of an ordinance that would allow the Sunday sale of three (3) bottles per visitor per day of souvenir bottles of Woodford Reserve Bourbon.  Woodford Reserve Distillery, formerly known as Labrot & Graham Distilleries from 1995 to 2004, is currently allowed to sell three (3) bottles per person per day in their gift shop Tuesday through Saturday.  Scheurich stated that selling souvenir bottles of Woodford Reserve at the distillery is a convenience for their 75,000 guests that visit the distillery yearly, as well as being a great marketing tool.  Further, Scheurich explained their sales have continued to grow 18-20% a year partly as a result of one out of every eight people make an impulse buy after taking a tour of Woodford Reserve Distillery.  

The Court decided to review the request for Woodford Reserve Distillery to sell souvenir bottles on Sunday in their gift shop as proposed, to have this matter placed on the agenda to come back before the Woodford County Fiscal Court on May 13, 2008, and to take no action at this time.
Rob Rumpke, Executive Director of the Woodford County Chamber of Commerce presented a request to fund a full-time position of Tourism/Main Street Director in the amount of $12,000.00 for the fiscal year.  This position would be in partnership with the City of Versailles and the City of Midway with each government entity paying equally.  This person would report to the Chamber Executive Director, but all three governments would be involved in the direction of this position.  Rumpke stated having someone in this position full-time would allow the development of a strategic master plan for tourism for Woodford County, and the two cities will maintain their current certifications with the Commonwealth’s Main Street program making them eligible for new grants in the future. 11.
