Citizen’s Participation

2007-2008 Proposed Budget

Employee raises on July 1, 2007 was also discussed.  The magistrates directed Personnel Administrator Natasha Humphries to review the County employee raises to see what the standard policy has been for the Woodford County employees.

A motion was made by Gerald Dotson and seconded by Charles "Bones" Webber to direct Judge/Executive Coyle to write a letter to the Soil and Conservation District Board telling them that the Fiscal Court is considering reducing their request by $9,000.00. The letter should explain the Fiscal Court’s objections, suggest corrections, and request a response from the Board before the next Fiscal Court meeting.

Gerald Dotson asked Road Engineer Buan Smith to write a letter to the KY Transportation Department asking them to get a consultant to look at the timing and get the traffic lights synchronized from the Connector Road to Frankfort Street.

· Judge Coyle invited the magistrates to the Woodford Humane Society tour of the new adoption center and cookout on Tuesday, June 12, 2007 at 5:30 pm. 
· Judge Coyle reported that Matt Matthews donated one set of goal posts from the football field at the old Middle School. Coyle was asked to get permission to have the goal posts used by the 1962 Woodford County High School champs and other championship teams placed at the youth stadium close to the ticket booth at the football stadium at the County Park. 
· A letter was passed out from Bluegrass Add regarding the prioritization of unscheduled State highway plan (FY 2009 - FY 2014) needs for Woodford County as indicated by the KY Transportation Cabinet needs. Coyle asked the magistrates to review the report and let him know of their suggestions.

Brown and Webber amended their motion to approve the new Jail employees hired before July 1, 2007 receiving a starting salary of $22,000 and receive an annual $1500 pay raise on July 1, 2007.
