Treasurer’s Report (Rebecca Wilson)
Treasurer Wilson reported a total cash amount from the financial report in the amount of $3,514,401.76, which is attributed to the corporate and payroll taxes that were due in April. Of the total cash amount, $900,000.00 is invested in certificates of deposit, leaving a money market checking account balance of $2,614,401.76.  (The report did not reflect the bill list for 5/13/08 totaling $128,194.81, the $500,000.00 Falling Springs grant, and payroll in the amount of $203,195.55 for an adjusted balance of $1,783,011.40.)  

Treasurer Wilson also presented the Solid Waste report for April and May of 2008.

Recycling – Wade Johnson presented propone proposals for the next year and stated that Southern States is the current vendor.  Johnson also reported that service received from Southern States has been outstanding and without price fluctuations or mention of price increase during this past year.  Recommendation was made by Johnson to continue using Southern States as the county’s propane vendor for this year. (Attachment)

Emergency Management- Keith Slugantz reported that it is time to apply for Homeland Security Grants and that he would like to apply as a county for radio equipment that would benefit all the county departments, as well as the police department and fire departments.  Slugantz said he would also like to apply for the same grant for radio equipment through Bluegrass Area Development District since it is 100% grant money and the county would not have to match any funds.

Slugantz requested approval from the court to update the existing safety book by implementing the lockout/tagout program so that the county would be in compliance with the OSHA standard regulating the control of hazardous energy (lockout/tagout), 29 CFR 1910.147. Slugantz stated that he is working on a grant to raise those properties in an attempt of getting the trailers in Faywood out of the flood water, and he would like to give the court an update subsequent to having a public meeting
The last item of business was brought up to Slugantz by Judge/Executive John Coyle in response to a call Judge Coyle received from a property owner requesting that a dumpster be removed from his property located on McCracken Pike.  Slugantz reported this particular dumpster was not one that was ordered by himself or his department and when he called M&M Sanitation to request removal of this 10 yard dumpster, they would not comply unless they were assured that the county would pay for the use of this dumpster.

Additionally, after the final concrete work is completed, the retention basin will hold more water than it has held previously.

Smith reported the bridge on Payne’s Mill Road is a bridge that Woodford County shares with Scott County and the cost of breaking up the bad concrete and replacing it to keep the integrity of this bridge would be divided between both counties.  Smith said this work will probably be finished next week.  
The third item was also brought before the court by Magistrate Larry Craig regarding the bridge on Weisenberger Mill Road.  Craig asked about the condition of this bridge and the weight limit.  Buan reported this bridge is still a good bridge, but there needs to be a study performed on this bridge to analyze the need to make it longer.  Regarding the weight limit, Buan stated this bridge would hold 15 tons, which would not hold a fire truck, and the process of implementing work that may be revealed by a study could take a few years.
Maintenance – David Long made a request to the court to hire a part-time employee due to the fact he has a part-time employee that is presently out on leave and he does not know how long this person will be on leave.

Discussion followed from Diane Kops of the Woodford Humane Society, which related to (1) the recommended age of the puppy receiving immunizations being 5 ½ months old instead of 4 months old; and (2) whether or not documentation would be reported from Animal Control that included the proprietary name of the product, the manufacturer name, the serial/lot number, the date the vaccination was administered, the expiration date of the vaccine administered, and the proof as to whom the vaccination was administered by.  Susan Jones, Woodford 
County Animal Control Supervisor, responded to the first item of discussion by stating she would defer this question to Dr. Eckhart about the recommended age of the puppy receiving immunizations.  The second item was addressed by Jones offering assurance proper immunization documentation would be attached to the paperwork and travel with the animal to the Woodford Humane Society facility.
Judge/Executive Coyle entertained a motion for the First Reading of the Ordinance Amending Section 90.09.
