Road – Buan Smith

Road Engineer Buan Smith reported that the Versailles City Council requested that the Woodford County Road Department supply equipment and materials for an earth bank for the skate board project at the Apollo Park on Kentucky Avenue. The in kind dollar amount for this  type of service, using 375-400 cubic yards of materials and two days of labor for four men, is estimated to be approximately $2,500.  Staples commented that he was not apposed to the project, but that the County has helped the City of Versailles with projects, and the City of Versailles has dropped their commitments. No action was taken by the Fiscal Court, and the item will be placed on the September 12, 2006 meeting agenda. 

Road Engineer Buan Smith reported he was asked by magistrate Gaffney to look at a (7) foot deep ditch, which could be a safety concern, located at the WYSA soccer park. Rock Vance of the WYSA told the court that he was concerned about what the pipe would do to all the work previously done at the soccer park.  Smith told Vance that he had researched the possibility of a water problem and saw none.

Community development in Nonesuch.

The proposed development supports the goals and objectives allowing limited low-density 


residential expansion within an established rural settlement.

(3)
Cummins Ferry Road as constructed can support this development.

(4)
All of the proposed lots have an approved encroachment permit from the Woodford County 


Road Department.


(5)
Individual preliminary site evaluations from each lot have been completed and approved 
by the 


Woodford County Health Department and the Board of Health certificate has been signed 


on the plat.  

(6)
The South Woodford Water District has verified its ability to provide sufficient water for 
the 


development, although their request was that construction be limited to four lots in the proposed 


development until the new tank is completed by this time next year, which request the 



applicants agreed to.

The approval will further strengthen and support the Nonesuch community by adding desirable 


housing opportunities in southern Woodford County.


Also, as part of this motion, the open space requirement is waived and deemed satisfied contingent 
upon the natural tree buffering remaining undisturbed.

Lori Garkovich, representing the Planning and Zoning Commission, answered questions about their request to support a Cost of Community Services Study (COCS).  She reported that Dr. David Freshwater, an economist at the University of Kentucky, has offered to conduct the study at an estimated cost of $8,000.  Woodford County’s share of the cost of the study would be $3,500.00. The Planning and Zoning Commission has committed $1,000.  After discussion, the magistrates delayed action until they know if the Versailles City Council approves supporting the project. Their share of the cost would be $3,500.00.  The item will be placed on the August 22, 2006 agenda.
Assistant County Attorney Phyllis Mattingly reported on the agenda item – Maintenance of Retention Area (Charles Hunter).  Mattingly reported that she spoke to Mr. Hunter after the last Fiscal Court meeting and discussed his possibilities. The County cannot take over the maintenance of the retention area in Charmac unless Charmac forms a homeowner’s association. Mattingly advised Hunter that he should be careful of his liability in Charmac.
