Treasurer’s Report (Rebecca Wilson) – Treasurer Wilson reported the financial status through today with the total cash amount of $3,318,893.56, less the bill list of $44,203.76, less the additional bill list of $6,753.46, less the certificate of deposit of $400,000.00, leaving an adjusted money market checking account balance of $2,867,936.34.

Department Heads 
Recycling Director, Wade Johnson.  In reference to the recycling contract with the City of Midway, Director Johnson informed the court that he had looked over the Memorandum of Understanding that Mayor Bozarth signed on behalf of the City of Midway and in his opinion, he stated that the agreement appeared standard. The county is to provide the recycling bags, the facility, and the personnel for the processing of the recycling materials and the City of Midway is to provide the personnel and vehicles for the collection and for the distribution of the recycling bags.  Director Johnson suggested that since the City of Midway had included a clause in this contract stating the county is to provide the recycling bags, that he would recommend the additional language stating the recycling bags are to be provided for the exclusive use of the Versailles-Woodford County Recycling Center in terms of where the recyclables are to be returned and what the recycling bags are to be used for.  Subsequent to Squire Craig objecting to any language that would mandate what the citizens of Midway could do with the recycling bags, County Attorney Alan George state that the purpose of providing recycling bags is to encourage everyone to recycle and support our local recycling center for the prospect that the cost of the recycling bags could be defrayed by utilizing our recycling center.

Jailer Jones reported that his staff has reported that their job is easier since he took office, and he attributed that to the fact that he treats inmates differently.  The lobby and his office has been painted, the sally port has been powered washed and is ready to be painted, and he is working on the overall cleanliness of the jail.  Additionally, Jailer Jones made an inquiry to Director Johnson regarding the recent grant for trash/litter due to his plan to implement a road clean up program using inmates when the weather permits.  Director Johnson informed Jailer Jones this grant money does not come to any specific department, but it is a grant that comes to the county whereby that department gets reimbursed for expenses they incur for  road clean up.

Communications
Squire Craig - as requested by Judge/Executive Coyle at the previous fiscal court meeting, Squire Craig submitted specifications to all members of the court for the window replacement project for the courthouse that detail the design options for the exterior based on the specifications for commercial buildings from the American Architectural Association.  Judge/Executive Coyle stated that if the court has any suggestions for changes to the replacement window specifications, to call Squire Craig because as soon as the entire court has agreed on the final version of specifications, we will advertise for bids.  
Squire Dotson – stated that he would like to see the county investigate the possibility of converting vegetable oil into biofuel similar to what Hoover, Alabama has recently done.  Judge/Executive Coyle suggested that Squire Dotson ask someone from that city to come here for an informational meeting to find out how the city of Hoover, Alabama accomplished this. 
Additionally, Squire Dotson asked what the possibility would be of replacing the existing signs at the entrance of Beasley Drive up to the railroad crossing with sand-blasted wood signs.  County Road Engineer, Buan Smith suggested that the traditional regulatory signs such as the speed limit sign and the railroad crossing sign be put in an inset that would make them more decorative.
Squire Gill - expressed his interest in beautifying the portion of the county park that extends out to the Recycling Center.  Judge/Executive Coyle suggested that he contact Bluegrass Pride to get some larger saplings and to inquire about a potential grant that would support a landscaping project of this kind.  
Squire Brown - reported that he has received five calls recently asking if the taxpayers paid for the new plank fence that has been built around the road frontage of the County Park.  Assistant County Attorney, Phyllis Mattingly stated that the Magical Musical Fourth donated $12,000 for this fence project and the Woodford Parks Foundation donated $3,000.  Through this project, Mattingly explained this donation was the Magical Musical Fourth’s way of giving back to the County Park and all the park’s staff and showing their appreciation to the county for the use of the park all those years.  County Attorney, Alan George added that members of the Woodford Parks Foundation have been told thank you for improving the park from a multitude of people; however, the fence is not a taxpayer cost.

County Attorney Alan George stated that he has a proposed Resolution to be considered for approval based on the request from the Human Rights Commission to decrease the appointments of the county and the cities of Versailles and Midway by two and exclude the joint appointment to resolve the problem of the commission not being able to reach a quorum.  This resolution would simply amend the resolution adopting the original Interlocal Agreement that was enacted in 1995 to provide for the decrease in the number of appointments for all three governmental bodies.
