APPROVAL OF MINUTES
Judge/Executive Coyle called for any additions, corrections, or amendments to the minutes of the Regular Fiscal Court Meeting of January 28, 2014.  Hearing none, this set of minutes stood approved as presented. 
REPORTS

Treasurer’s Report (Rebecca Wilson) – Treasurer Wilson reported the financial status through today with the total cash amount of $3,251,477.76, less the original bill list of $93,672.44 and the additional bill list of $55,358.92, less payroll of $259,076.52, less the certificate of deposit of $428,833.51, with an adjusted money market checking account balance of $2,414,536.37.   
Ambulance Deputy Director, Charlie Durbin informed the court that two ambulance bids have been requested at this time, and he is hoping for at least two bids to be submitted for the bid opening scheduled for Friday, February 21, 2014 at 10:00 a.m.  Secondly, Durbin made a request for permission to honor the wishes of the family of Dylan Preston who recently passed.  The family requested that one of the county’s ambulances be used to transport Dylan from the funeral home to Rose Crest Cemetery.  

1. A motion was made by Gary Finnell and seconded by Ken Reed to approve the request made by Deputy Director Charlie Durbin to use the county’s ambulance to transport a young citizen of Woodford County who recently passed, Dylan Preston, from Clark Funeral Home to Rose Crest Cemetery.

Maintenance Director, David Long reported the water leak on Beasley Drive to the court and explained that during the digging process of trying to locate the leak, a Windstream phone line was severed.  As of this date, clearance has been given by 811 to continue digging to locate the leak, and a report will be made to the court of the findings.  Regarding the recent water damage the Payton Hall building incurred, all the lines have been moved down below the ceiling, the plumbing should be finished tomorrow, and the overall repairs should be completed soon to allow the building to be utilized soon.  Lastly, the heat pump unit froze recently at the Jack Jouett House, but does not appear to be damaged.  Adjustments have been made to the placement of the actual unit to avoid this happening in the future.   
An insurance liability question was posed to Maintenance Director Long regarding the amount of liability insurance a general contractor is required to carry when being hired by the county.  Following discussion, Judge/Executive Coyle suggested that Long provide a list of the amount of insurance that is required by the state for different occupations and present that information to the court at the subsequent fiscal court meeting for a recommendation to be made by the court.   
Recycling Director, Sherri McDaniel made a request to the court to allow the proceeds from the sale of a fork-lift truck, gooseneck trailer, and 14 year old conveyor line (and mezzanine) to be earmarked to purchase a new backhoe that is crucial for the operation of solid waste.  Director McDaniel explained that she has a meeting scheduled with a state official from the division of Recycling and Solid Waste, Tom Heil, to get an estimate of the value of this 14 year old conveyor line and mezzanine and a lead on any county that may be interested in buying this conveyor line.  Approval was requested to advertise for sealed bids for the fork-lift truck and gooseneck trailer and to spend those allocated funds, in addition to what proceeds are brought from the sale of the 14 year old conveyor line, to purchase a new backhoe for the Recycling Center.  
2. A motion was made by Gerald Dotson and seconded by Mark McDonald to approve the request made by Recycling Director, Sherri McDaniel to advertise for sealed bids for the sale of a fork-lift truck and gooseneck trailer and to spend those allocated funds and proceeds brought from the sale of the 14 year old conveyor line, to purchase a new backhoe for the Recycling Center. The sell of this equipment is contingent upon no other county department having a use for either the fork-lift truck or the gooseneck trailer.

Discussion of Notice of Proposed Construction – Communications Facility AT&T Mobility Site Name:  Delaney Ferry.  A certified letter was received on February 7, 2014 by the Woodford County Fiscal Court from an attorney who represents New Cingular Wireless PCS, LLC d/b/a AT&T Mobility that serves as notice of the proposed construction of a communications facility on Delaney Ferry.  AT&T Mobility has applied to the Planning and Zoning Commission for approval to construct a new communications facility at 595 Sellers Mill Road, Versailles, Kentucky.  This proposed facility will provide and/or improve wireless service coverage in the area and will include a 195 foot tower with a 4-foot lightning arrestor, plus related ground facilities.  Judge/Executive Coyle stated that the court could attend the Planning and Zoning Commission hearing on an individual capacity if desired, but no action needs to be taken by the court at this time.

ANNOUNCEMENTS: 
Squire Webber reminded the members of the court of the request that was made at the prior fiscal court meeting from Hope Ministries Food Pantry and encouraged each member to make a donation to the Food Pantry that makes it possible for low income families to receive emergency food.   
Squire Reed reported to the court that he is trying to gain as much information as possible regarding the article entitled “Pipeline Would Pump $1.2M a Year into Taxing Districts,” that was published in the January 29, 2014 edition of the Anderson News, and that he would report back to the court his findings.  This article stated how much revenue that Anderson County would be receiving and the breakdown of taxes that would be distributed to the special taxing districts of Anderson County from the Bluegrass Pipeline once it is fully operational.  
County Attorney Alan George informed the court of an article published in the Lexington Herald-Leader regarding the state’s six year road plan.  More specifically, the article stated “the most significant Woodford County project that the plan addresses is the design, rights-of-way, purchase, and utilities relocation of the Northwest Versailles Mobility Corridor, a road that would go from Fallings Springs Boulevard and around the west side of Versailles to US 60 and Midway Road.  Those elements would cost $9 million dollars and be done from 2014 to 2016.  Construction of the road, which would cost $30 million dollars is scheduled for 2017.”  It did indicate that other Woodford County projects in the plan are the replacement of the bridge on Griers Creek Road, just west of Scotts Ferry Road.  The replacement of the Weisenberger Mill Road Bridge at the Woodford/Scott County line is scheduled to be done this year as well as improvements to KY 169 near the entrance to Boyd’s Orchard.
Judge/Executive Coyle - announced that if any court member would like to attend a meeting with the Transportation Cabinet, District 7, it would be held on Friday, February 14th at 2:30 p.m. at the District 7 office.
8. A motion was made by Jackie Brown and seconded by Ken Reed to adjourn the meeting.
