REPORTS AND UPDATES
Treasurer’s Report (Rebecca Wilson) –   Treasurer Wilson reported the financial status through today with the total cash amount of $3,218,383.93 less the bill list of $104,275.13, payroll of $231,922.34, and certificate of deposit of $400,000.00, which leaves an adjusted money market checking account balance of $2,482,186.46.    
Standing Committee Reports - none
Citizen’s Participation 
On behalf of the Woodford County Conservation District, Chairman Harold Carmickle; District Operation Manager, Martha Newby; Conservation District Supervisor, Peggy Carter-Seal; and Education Coordinator, Lilly Cox were in attendance and recognized by Peggy Carter-Seal prior to her request made to the court.  In reference to the Conservation District’s budget that was submitted to the finance committee, Peggy Carter-Seal stated they had received a letter from Judge/Executive Coyle requesting they cut their budget to $175,619.00, which followed with a second letter that informed the Conservation District their budget had been cut to $142,000.00 by eliminating two programs and their per diem.  Since the water program is a new program, the elimination of this program is understandable; however, Carter-Seal informed the court the gateway program is an educational and functional program that deals with erosion of the land of the interior farm gateways, and requested this program be reconsidered.  Additionally, the per diem that is paid to the supervisors, which are elected officers of the Conservation District, was also requested to be reconsidered before the first reading of the budget for fiscal year 2009-2010.  
Department Heads

Ambulance Director, Hunter Shewmaker stated that during a meeting with the Finance Committee during the budget process, one of the items discussed was the proposal of the county charging $100.00 per hour for providing Woodford County EMS services at special events.  This hourly rate would be charged to recoup expenses related to the staffing, fuel surcharge, vehicle surcharge, and fringe benefits.  The WCEMS crew, consisting of one paramedic and one EMT which is off duty, full-time and part-time personnel, will be assigned to the event, but will be available to make emergency calls outside the event venue as needed.  Shewmaker stated that in the event the crew is called out for an emergency call, the event organizer will not be charged for the time the crew is not present. 
Shewmaker also discussed billing for calls that do not require transport.  Billing for non-transports that receive assessment or treatment for a fee of $125.00 would be a break-even proposition to recoup expenses related to staffing, fuel surcharge, vehicle surcharge, fringe benefits, and medical supplies.  Both the billing for special events and for non-transports will be discussed at the next Ambulance Committee meeting.  (Attachment)
Maintenance Director, David Long addressed the Curriculum Vitae that was distributed of Robert Kardasz, dba Phoenix Flooring Consultants.  Long reported that Mr. Kardasz would charge $200.00 for his inspection fee and $150.00 for mileage from Cincinnati, Ohio to make an assessment of the floor and write a statement as to his opinion of what needs to be done at this point to correct this flooring problem and who is responsible for the flaws that have materialized. (Attachment)  
Long requested approval to pay Nicholas Builders, Inc. since they are near completion of the work at the Jack Jouett House.  At this point, the dirt is underneath the building, packed down and the inspector from the state gave a verbal commitment to Buan Smith, County Road Engineer, that an Certificate of Occupancy would now be issued.  Long stated that he would pay the contractor when the trim was replaced around the building.

Proposed Second Reading of the Farmland Preservation Ordinance –  Judge/Executive Coyle recognized Jenny Given prior to addressing the proposed second reading of the Farmland Preservation Ordinance.  Ms. Given stated that she would urge the court to consider holding a second public hearing so that questions could be answered prior to adopting this ordinance.  Some of the issues Ms. Given felt should be addressed in the public hearing are: (1) this group is a duplication of service; (2) this ordinance ties the Planning and Zoning Commission and the Fiscal Court to this group; and (3) the court should encourage this group to form a 501(3)(c) to stand alone.
