REPORTS AND UPDATES
Treasurer’s Report (Rebecca Wilson) –  Treasurer Wilson reported the financial status through today with the total cash amount of $3,163,532.76 less the bill list of $150,500.17, less the certificate of deposit of $400,000.00, leaving an adjusted money market checking account balance of $2,613,032.59.  
Standing Report  - Judge/Executive Coyle reported to the court that at Squire Staples’ request, Squire Brown will be replacing him to serve on the Personnel Committee.
Citizen’s Participation 
Nancy Fouser, President of Fouser Environmental Services, made a funding request of the court in the amount of $500.00 to be used for expenses such as letters, postage, and advertising for the organization of the Green Scene Environmental Festival.  Ms. Fouser explained this festival idea grew from the Eco Run that Fouser Environmental sponsored last year at Falling Springs Park; approximately 120 people attended this event and 96 participated in the run.  This year the Green Scene Environmental Festival will take place in the Big Spring Park immediately after the race.  There will be representatives there from the University of Kentucky, the Division of Water in Frankfort, our water supply here in Woodford County, and Recycling.   There will not be a charge for these state or local entities, but if there is someone that wants a booth for the use of selling a product, they will pay $25.00 to exhibit.

Department Heads
Ambulance Director, Hunter Shewmaker was asked about the Memorandum of Agreement for Ambulance Service Grant Funding, and Shewmaker explained this memorandum addresses grant funding under Senate Bill 66 whereby the legislators have appropriated $4.2 million, dividing that total by 120 counties, which will calculate to approximately $10,000.00 per county with free money
Jailer, Gary Gilkison had Chief Deputy Jailer, Missy Coulter report that the shower project at the Jail is finished and the close-out documents and last pay-out application have all been received.  Due to this project not being completed until December 31st, and the contracted date of completion was November 1st, Coulter recommended to the court that a notice be sent to the contractors to notify them of the county’s intention to pursue the Liquidated Damages Clause ($200.00 for each day past the completion date) for completing this shower project 60 days after the contracted date of completion.  
2. A motion was made by Ellen Gormley and seconded by Geoffrey Reid to approve the recommendation made by Missy Coulter to pursue the Liquidated Damages Clause to attempt to collect the loss of revenue for not being able to utilize the jail facilities.

Maintenance Director, David Long.  Long was directed by the court to get a bid on a waste oil heater as well as a natural gas hanging heater, and he reported on both heaters:  the waste oil heater- (200,000 BTU unit, 215 gallon tank, installation of $930.00 not included) is $4,899.00; the hanging gas furnace– (175,000 BTU unit, with installation included) is $1,976.00.  Long stated that the EPA fuel recommended for the waste oil heater, which is set by the manufacturer, is crank diesel and transmission fluid; hydraulic fluid and No. 1 and No. 2 fuel diesel; and synthetics as long as there is not a mixture of 50% of anything else.  Buan Smith, County Road Engineer, stated that the Road Department would only be producing 55 gallons of waste oil per year.  The oil burning heaters that Wade Johnson researched burned at a rate of 1.53 gallons per hour, which means the county would be using between 5,000 to 7,000 gallons of oil per year, which is more oil than the Recycling Center would have to fuel a waste oil heater.  Johnson reported they have 500 gallon storage tanks, but it will take 10 times this amount as a minimum per year to fuel a waste oil heater.  Long was asked by the court to return to the next fiscal court meeting with efficiency ratings on both heaters, and the cost of thick plastic curtains to hang over the bay doors of the Recycling Center to keep the heat in their building.  
Long addressed a personnel matter by requesting approval to advertise and hire an employee to fill the vacant part-time position listed on the personnel order, with no benefits and the same rate of pay as the previous employee.
3. A motion was made by Jackie Brown and seconded by Geoffrey Reid to authorize Director Long to advertise and hire an employee to fill the position as part-time custodian with no benefits and to be compensated the same rate of pay as the previous employee.
