REPORTS AND UPDATES
Treasurer’s Report (Rebecca Wilson) – Treasurer Wilson reported the financial status through today with the total cash amount of $2,465,004.30, less the bill list of $131,865.65, less the additional bill list of $91,030.90, less the certificate of deposit of $426,350.80, less payroll of $256,693.73, leaving an adjusted money market checking account balance of $2,465,004.30. 
Treasurer Wilson referred to the letter that was received from a governmental agency that discovered they had one employee whose tax was not being withheld.  A request was made to waive the penalty and interest.  Treasurer Wilson agreed to waive the interest and asked the court on behalf of this governmental agency if they would agree to waive the penalty also.

1. A motion was made by Larry Craig and seconded by Duncan Gardiner to approve the request made by this governmental agency to waive the penalty that was assessed because there were no taxes withheld from one of their employees.

There being a different set of circumstances, Treasurer Wilson informed the court she had been contacted by a taxpayer who had hired a professional accountant to file their returns with Woodford County.  In this type of situation when an accountant has been retained, they are advised to contact that person or firm in an attempt to recover the interest and penalty assessed.  The professional this taxpayer retained is deceased, and there is no recourse available to her other than the court waiving her penalty.  
2. A motion was made by Larry Craig and seconded by Jackie Brown to approve the request made by this taxpayer to waive the penalty assessed due to there being no recourse for her to recover this penalty amount.

Treasurer Wilson addressed a tuition reimbursement request submitted to the court from Beverly Flagg and requested approval for same.  Discussion followed that was initiated by Squire Reed whereby he and Squire Craig felt the county should have an agreement signed by the employee that states this employee is to be reimbursed for tuition if they agree to work a certain number of years, or if not, the alternative would be that employee would be required to pay back an amount the court deems necessary.  Judge/Executive Coyle suggested that subsequent to a meeting with Devetta Jackson, Personnel Administrator; County Attorney Alan George; and himself, a draft of the collateral agreement between the county employee and the Woodford County Fiscal Court will be reviewed by the court.
3. A motion was made by Larry Craig and seconded by Gary Finnell to approve the request made Beverly Flagg, Assistant Tax Administrator, to reimburse $1,046.60 for her tuition and books from her previous fall of 2012 college semester as stated in the Personnel Policy Procedure Handbook.

Lastly, Treasurer Wilson requested the court’s approval to enter into a maintenance agreement for a fold/stuff machine that would streamline the process of mailing over 1,000 quarterly returns four times a year  requiring approximately 50 hours.  The agreement is for 63 months at $115 per month, creating a savings of approximately $4,700, and the county will own this machine at the end of the five (5) year period.

4. A motion was made by Larry Craig and seconded by Bruce Gill to approve the request made Treasurer Wilson to enter into a maintenance agreement with Central Business Systems for the lease of a fold/stuff machine, Hasler, Model M1500L3, for a 63 month period at $115 per month, and the county will own this machine at the end of the five (5) year period.

Standing Committee Reports:   
As a member of the Uniquely Woodford Branding Committee, Squire Gill informed the court they have identified seven key areas for the promotional video that will be shot in April.  The finished product should be ready in June. 
Citizen’s Participation 
On behalf of the Woodford County Fair Association, President Mary Lou Watkins expressed their appreciation to County Engineer, Buan Smith, for assisting the Fair Board in moving the millings to the fairgrounds as discussed.  As an update since Ms. Watkins’ last appearance before the court, she announced that at the Kentucky Association of Fairs and Horse Shows Convention, Woodford County received two awards:  The Kentucky Fair Award and The Most Progressive Fair Award in Zone 3, Division 8.   
Ms. Watkins informed the court that because the new location for the carnival will not be ready in time for the carnival portion of the 2013 Woodford County Fair to be relocated in that area, the carnival will be set up on the parking lot again this year.  Additionally, Woodford County did not receive the grant that was discussed previously.  
Lastly, the Association requested the assistance of the court in procuring “Woodford County Fairgrounds” signs.  (1) one sign would be placed on the bank facing the parking lot below the black barn and the security house; (2) the second sign would be a directional sign placed at the intersection past the second black barn indicating that left is the Fairgrounds, straight ahead are the tennis courts, and right is the football field and the back of Falling Springs Center; and (3) the last sign would be signage along US 62.  Squire Dotson asked Buan Smith if he could make the signs so that all the signs would be uniform.  The State Highway Department will be contacted to find out where the sign on US 62 could be placed.    

5. A motion was made by Larry Craig and seconded by Jackie Brown to approve the request made by the President of the Woodford County Fair Association, Mary Lou Watkins, to provide the three (3) signs as requested above and for the signs to be made by County Engineer, Buan Smith, to create uniformity.  The sign requested for the entrance of the county park on US 62 will be placed according to the recommendation made by the State Highway Department.

Department Heads
Ambulance Director, Hunter Shewmaker was not present.  Judge/Executive Coyle reported that Director Shewmaker was still in Elkhart, Indiana at the Marque Ambulance plant to pick up the new ambulance as instructed by the court and deliver a check for the ambulance minus the liquidated fees.   Marque Ambulance refused to release the ambulance.    
Recycling Director, Wade Johnson informed the court at the previous fiscal court meeting they were trying to locate a software program to be used for the weigh-ins on the truck scales.  Jack Mann Scales, the company who services the current equipment, has priced a software package for $1,295, the cable connections and configuring the indicator - $250; an adequate computer and printer - $700; for a total cost of $2,258.75 and this would be paid from the surplus money from the sale of a baler and some equipment.  The process of this new software and equipment would computerize the weighing-in process.  When a customer would pull up on the scale, their name would be entered and it will capture the weight of their load.  Information would be input as to what items are being disposed.  That customer would dump their truck and pull their truck back upon the scales to receive a copy of the final receipt.  Sherri McDaniel would print a report at the end of the day reflecting all transactions made.  This process will eliminate the cost of purchasing the three ply tickets at the cost of $1,100 to $1,500 that have been used for hand-writing all this information, to now only purchasing a carton of paper and ink at the cost of approximately $35.
6. A motion was made by Larry Craig and seconded by Ken Reed to approve the purchase of a software package for $1,295, the cable connections and configuring the indicator - $250; an adequate computer and printer - $700; for a total cost of $2,258.75.

Road Engineer, Buan Smith was asked by the court to give his recommendation of how to decrease the accidents that are occurring on Dry Ridge Road, more specifically, the 1.7 mile portion of road that is closer to Shannon Run.

Smith reported the roadway is a two-lane road that has a pavement width of at least 18 feet.  It has the double yellow line down the center with no passing at all and white edge lines to define the road at night.  The speed limit is 45 mph and in 2010, his department installed additional signs in that 1.7 miles from Shannon Run toward KY 33 advising drivers the road is hilly and the suggested speed limit is 35 mph.  Smith ran a plan view of the road that clearly identifies the changing grades of the road.  From 2003 to 2012, there have been a total of 12 accidents in that 9 year period which includes 8 injuries and 4 fatalities.  Smith’s recommendation is to install rumble strips before and after the low grade hills of  both sections to get the attention of the drivers.  Additionally, Smith recommends the installation of signs stating this 1.7 mile portion of road is a double fine area. 
7. A motion was made by Larry Craig and seconded by Charles “Bones” Webber to approve the recommendation made by Road Engineer, Buan Smith, to post double fine signs in this 1.7 mile section of Dry Ridge Road (from Shannon Run toward KY 33)

Squire Craig informed the court of four households that addressed the issue at the recent public hearing of the speed limit of the approach to the Weisenberger Mill Bridge being 50 mph on Weisenberger Mill Road.  The request of these residents is for the court to review the possibility of reducing the speed limit to 35 mph on the portion of road that approaches the bridge, which is currently 50 mph.

8. A motion was made by Bruce Gill and seconded by Charles “Bones” Webber to amend the county ordinance that relates to the speed limit on the portion of Weisenberger Mill Road that approaches the Weisenberger Mill Bridge so the speed limit is decreased to 35 mph.

An edition of the “Early American Life” was distributed to all members of the court with the preface by Joel, “this is the magazine I have been telling you guys about for so long.”   This magazine has a syndication of over 300,000 circulation base, and there is an article in this magazine about the Jack Jouett House entitled “Another Famous Ride.”  In closing, Joel stated that he was proud of what we have accomplished and he felt good knowing he was leaving the Jack Jouett House in good hands with the Woodford County Heritage Committee and the support of the fiscal court.  
Additionally, Judge Anthony Wilhoit stated he is here before the court on behalf of the Woodford County Heritage Committee to express their willingness to work with the court in any way they can to expedite the task of filling the position of the Director of the Jack Jouett House and to offer a reminder there are some things that need to be done fairly quickly if possible.
