REPORTS AND UPDATES
Treasurer’s Report (Rebecca Wilson) –   Treasurer Wilson reported the financial status through today with the total cash amount of $2,863,365.46 less the bill list of $184,643.42, payroll of $228,206.13, and certificate of deposit of $400,000.00, which leaves an adjusted money market checking account balance of $2,050,515.91.    
Treasurer Wilson requested authorization to open a new general ledger account for the alcohol license money that the county is collecting.

1. A motion was made by Larry Craig and seconded by Steve Barnett to approve Treasurer Wilson opening a new general ledger account for the alcohol license money.

Citizen’s Participation  
Phil Moloney, Attorney for the City of Midway, brought a request before the court regarding the action that was taken at the previous fiscal court meeting dealing with the imposition of license fees on restaurants and businesses in Midway that have a license to serve alcohol or sell alcohol beverages.  Moloney stated that the City of Midway believes that the fees for alcoholic beverages collected from its businesses ought to stay within Midway.  Further, the City of Midway is very concerned about making sure their restaurants are not overburdened with two kinds of tax as opposed to restaurants in the rest of Woodford County because they do bring economic value to not only the City of Midway, but to the County of Woodford.   Moloney encouraged a discussion between the Woodford County Fiscal Court and the City of Midway to achieve an amicable resolution, ideally agreeing that the county would collect those fees from the businesses within the county, and Midway would collect the fees from the businesses within Midway.  
Judge/Executive Coyle responded by stating that based on the interpretation of the statute presented to the court by County Attorney Alan George, and the fact that an ordinance had been adopted and enacted first by the Woodford County Fiscal Court, that if there is a burden on the Midway businesses, the City of Midway has the ability to remove the imposition of their fee, which would allow these businesses to pay one fee to the county pursuant to an existing Woodford County Fiscal Court ordinance.  Further, Judge/Executive Coyle stated the he would uphold the motion of the court made at the previous fiscal court meeting that mandates alcohol license fees to be paid to the county.  As stated by Squire Craig at the previous fiscal court meeting, he reiterated that he is in favor of both governmental bodies waiving part of their fees as an effort to help small businesses.
County Attorney Alan George stated for purpose of this discussion, the regulatory ordinance that was adopted and enacted in 2003 that specifically allowed the restaurants in Midway (a fifth class city) to sell alcohol was passed by the Woodford County Fiscal Court because the state statutes do not allow a fifth class city to enact their own regulatory ordinance.  George emphasized that it is an unfair characterization of the fiscal court to imply the court is imposing an extra burden on the businesses of Midway due to the fact the fiscal court’s ordinance of 2003 pre-dates the alcohol license fee structure that the City of Midway now has in place.
On behalf of the Woodford Parks Foundation, Les Anderson requested the court consider asking the Woodford County Road Engineer, Buan Smith, if the Road Department could help them haul approximately 976 cubic yards of dirt from the Gleneagles Subdivision to the building site of the new softball field at Falling Springs Park.  Smith responded by saying that he would assume this project under the same arrangement that he made with WYSA; he charged an hourly rate for the hauling, for the equipment use, and the manpower and likewise, this project is estimated at $5,600.00 for the same charges that WYSA paid for a day and a half.
2. A motion was made by Gerald Dotson and seconded by Charles “Bones” Webber to approve the arrangement between the Woodford County Road Department, under supervision of Buan Smith, Woodford County Road Engineer and the Woodford Parks Foundation to haul approximately 976 cubic yards of dirt at an estimated cost of $5,600.00 with the understanding that payment will be made during the fiscal year of 2009-2010.

Rich Pictor, Director of Parks and Recreation, reported on the status of the leak in the outdoor pool at Falling Springs.  The leak was detected on the deck as shown on the pictures distributed to the court.  The actual break that resulted in a leak was found at the fitting of the pipe that lies on top of a footing where the concrete ended on one end and a dense grade of rock was on the other side of the pipe.  As a result of the ground naturally settling and shifting, half of the fitting of the pipe could not move because it was on concrete, and it snapped in half.  Pictor made a request of the Road Department for help in pouring concrete for the finishing of the deck.  With the Road Department’s assistance, Pictor reported that the pool will be open as soon as this Friday.  To date, Pictor stated $2,500.00 had already been returned to summer passholders, which would become $18,000.00 if the pool did not open and a loss of $100,000 in revenue if the pool was not opened at all.  
Pictor also reported the indoor pool boiler had become non-operational, and a new pool boiler was installed last week that cost $19,500.00.  With the private donation of $5,000.00, Pictor stated there is no request for funding at this time for the $14,500.00 because the Parks and Recreation Department plans to carefully watch their spending and attempt to make it through this fiscal year without a shortfall.  Judge/Executive Coyle asked Pictor if these two projects would qualify to ask the Parks Foundation to fund the repairs recently made to the outdoor and indoor pool.  Squire Dotson stated that he would request a special meeting to survey the general consensus and report back to the court.  
Joseph L. Gay of JPG Rental and Storage made a proposal to enter into a lease with Ice House Kentucky, LLC that entered into a sub distributorship agreement with JPG Rental and Storage for the exclusive use of ice machines in Woodford County, to be specifically located at Falling Springs Park for a guaranteed amount of $5,000.00 per year and any revenue above that amount, there would be an additional 20% of net sales.  Judge/Executive Coyle recommended this proposal be given to the Finance Committee to consider and report back to the court at the next fiscal court meeting with a recommendation. 
Standing Committee Reports
In Director Shewmaker’s absence, Squire Reid reported the new ambulance has been non-operational for two weeks and is still in the shop because it had the wrong oil line installed when it was manufactured and was later replaced with an identical oil line.  A different oil line is being installed on the new ambulance and it should be returned for use this Thursday.
Department Heads

Recycling Director, Wade Johnson reported the conveyor system that was originally installed in February of 2000 that takes commodities from the ground level up to the pick line is clearly about to become non-operational and past the repair stage.  Squire Staples met with the mechanic that is certified in mass material handling that has performed all the maintenance on the existing system and told Squire Staples this conveyor system could go down within the next three to four week and if a new system was ordered, it would take approximately four weeks to be delivered.  Johnson reported the cost of a new conveyor system and installation would not exceed $16,200.00 and may be some less depending on the installation process.  Johnson was told by the mechanic that has worked on this system that if new parts were ordered in lieu of a new system, it would cost more and take longer to receive the parts than it would for a new system.  When Johnson was asked if he had only received this one bid, he stated that he wanted to put a like system with a like system and requested authorization to declare this an emergency situation and order the new conveyor system tomorrow.
3. A motion was made by James E. Staples and seconded by Geoffrey Reid to approve the purchase of a new conveyor system for the Woodford County Recycling Center, including installation, for a maximum purchase price of $16,200.00.

Johnson explained the situational matter of a patron of the recycling center that became impatient waiting in line to get to the scales to weigh his materials he was disposing and drove around the scales to dump the material from his truck before proceeding to the scales.  In the event a situation occurred similar to this in the future, Johnson asked if a policy could be approved and a sign displayed that states “failure by a citizen to weigh in or weigh out will result in a minimum fee” to be set by the court.  
4. A motion was made by Larry Craig and seconded by Charles “Bones” Webber to approve the Woodford County Recycling Center adopting a policy that is displayed as notification that if a citizen fails to weigh the material to be disposed of or fails to weigh out, this action will result in a minimum fee of $100.00.

New Business

Presentation by Heritage Foundation reported by Gary Jones, and recognizing other committee members being Ann Miller, Larry Blackford, Ken Winkfield, and Tim Middleton.  Jones stated the members of the Heritage Foundation are planning to celebrate our African American heritage in the form of a festival to be held at the county park in the amphitheater in September of 2010.  This committee has met with the Lexington Roots and Heritage Festival committee to gain insight on how to plan for a cultural awareness festival such as this African American Heritage Festival.  Jones reported this committee has gone before the City Council of Versailles and has immediate plans to inform the City of Midway and the Woodford County Board of Education of their upcoming festival plans as well.  Judge/Executive Coyle informed Jones that KACo has stipulated that an insurance policy would be required of all vendors participating in a special event on county property, and that he would continue to update the Heritage Foundation with any follow-up information the county receives from the KACo specialist.

Magistrates  -
