REPORTS AND UPDATES
Treasurer’s Report (Rebecca Wilson) - Treasurer Wilson reported that the financial report has improved over the last several court meetings due to the receipt of real estate taxes and the quarterly occupation taxes.  The financial report reflects a total cash amount of $3,096,551.72, minus the $400,000.00 that is invested in a certificate of deposit, the bill list of $157,199.22, the additional bill list of $17,702.16 to pay the election commissioners, payroll of $236,803.70, and the $500,000.00 Falling Springs Grant.  This leaves an adjusted money market checking account balance of $1,926,326.64. 
For the last item, Treasurer Wilson presented the October, 2008 Solid Waste Accounts Receivable report for review and requested that any questions be directed to the Recycling Director, Wade Johnson.

Department Heads

Maintenance Director, David Long reported that the law library is finished except for the installation of the computer.  County Attorney Alan George invited the court to stop in to take a look at the finished law library, and in the event anyone is interested, he would be glad to show them how to access the computer.
County Engineer, Buan Smith reported his findings to the court in response to the request from the representative for the residents from Lakewood Lane on Carpenter Pike in reference to placing a street light in the curve of Carpenter Pike at the entrance of their subdivision, Lakewood Lane.  Smith reported that he received two different price rates from Kentucky Utilities.  The price for the county would be an initial fee of $700.00 for the pole and one span of wire and a monthly fee of $6.84.  The price structure for a private street light would be a prorated fee of $700.00 for two poles, two spans of wire and a light for a monthly fee of $24.62 per month, with a five year contract and after the five years, the cost would go down to whatever the rate is at that time.  Since there was no action taken on behalf of the court, Judge/Executive Coyle requested that Buan Smith, County Engineer, provide an informational summary of the cost and contract terms with Kentucky Utilities for the Lakewood Lane residents in the event they want to contract the installation of a street light in the curve of Carpenter Pike.   Smith further addressed the county’s future plans mandated by the state in 2012; all yellow road signs will be exchanged for brighter, more reflective signs.  Also, Smith stated the road sign could be moved back further for an earlier warning of this particular curve on Carpenter Pike.

Old Business
Restaurant owners petition to serve alcohol by the drink on Sunday – No restaurant owners appeared before the court during this fiscal court meeting.  County Attorney Alan George reported that the only restaurant owner that Judge/Executive Coyle has heard from is Bill VandenDool.  Subsequent to a meeting between Mayor Bozarth, Judge/Executive Coyle, and County Attorney Alan George, the consensus was to let the new Midway City Council form in place to see what position they have on serving alcohol by the drink on Sunday.  The other issue to be considered is the possibility of adopting an ordinance as an exception to address alcohol being served by the drink on Sundays just during the World Equestrian Games.  No action was taken at this time.  
New Business
 Beth Kirchner from the Woodford County Theatrical Society – came before the court to give an update on the latest at the theater and report on their long-range plan.  Kirchner stated the theater is committed to developing an identity that extends beyond our Woodford County borders, with the most recent partnering with Michael Johnathon in WoodSongs to produce a play called “Walden: The Ballad of Thoreau” that opens next week at the Lexington Opera House.  This production is going to be videotaped on digital cameras and aired on PBS nationally for Earth Day Celebrations of 2009.  
Kirchner stated that their intention in developing a long-range plan is to better serve the Woodford County residents and to attract more tourists in the county.  The portion of the long-range plan that needs permission of the court relates to the physical space of Falling Springs Arts and Recreation Center.  Because they use the stage area for everything such as productions, rehearsals, and educational classes, they are limited to what they can offer the community on a year around basis.  For example, they can only offer arts educational programs to the children during the summer.  At no cost to the county, Kirchner requested permission from the court to have a feasibility study performed to expand out toward the amphitheater, adding some additional classrooms with a rehearsal space that could double as a black box theater that would provide an alternate performance space so that they could have recitals and potentially simultaneous events.

Communications
Magistrates - 
Gerald Dotson – reported that the Skid Pad Committee met with the Versailles City Council last week, and the possibility of making the skid pad on a smaller scale to reduce the cost was discussed.  Squire Dotson stated that when it was presented to Buan Smith, County Engineer, for his opinion regarding reducing the size of the skid pad, Smith advised that if the cost was a factor, rather than have a smaller pad that would make it difficult to turn a car properly in a 360 degree turn for the purpose of cutting the cost, wait until next spring to complete the project when it would probably cost less.  The next committee meeting is being arranged, but at this time, no action was taken.

Squire Dotson also reported that the process of voters getting through the lines went fairly smooth in his voting precinct, and that he thought the paper ballots worked well.  Also, to follow-up with the discussion in Frankfort about expanding the next presidential Election Day one additional day, Squire Dotson stated that he would be suggesting to Senator Carroll or Representative Rollins that a resolution to that effect should be considered before the next presidential election.  
James E. Staples  - stated that his district is divided into two voting precincts, both  located at Huntertown School, known as Huntertown West (with 2,100 registered voters) and Huntertown East (with 981 registered voters).  Squire Staples reported that he received several complaints about it taking an hour and a half to two hours long to get through the line to vote at the Huntertown West precinct, while it was much quicker to vote at the Huntertown East precinct.  County Attorney Alan George responded on behalf of the Board of Elections to address this particular precinct unbalance by stating the board was aware of this situation, and they tried to do something about it prior to this election, but the state board of elections told them there was not sufficient time to allow for the change.  Since there is no election in 2009, there will be sufficient time to somewhat alleviate this unbalance in Huntertown East and West before the 2010 election.  The other issue the local Board of Elections has been made aware of is the controls are not in place to go from the signing in book to the voting machine, and they plan to address that as well.  
Judge/Executive John Coyle
Judge/Executive Coyle reported the lawsuit against the Commonwealth of Kentucky for reimbursement from the state for credit of time served by state inmates in county jails was filed on November 7, 2008 in Franklin Circuit Court.
Regarding the notice received from the Woodford County FSA Office, Judge/Executive Coyle reported that he was told by Ron Pelphrey this notice was notification about the corn base that is owned by the county.  It was explained all county and city owned farms are put in a pool and one is drawn to receive funding which would be less than $20.00.   Hearing no motion to submit paperwork for this amount, no action was taken.  
Judge/Executive Coyle entertained a motion to approve the execution of the agreement and resolution that would allow Woodford County to receive $43,610.00 as a one-time emergency allocation of motor truck registration fees pursuant to KRS 177.360(3).  
6. A motion was made by Larry Craig and seconded by Jackie Brown to approve the execution of the Agreement and Resolution between the Commonwealth of Kentucky, Transportation Cabinet, Department of Rural and Municipal Aid and the Woodford County Fiscal Court that would allow Woodford County to receive  $43,610.00 as a one-time emergency allocation of motor truck registration fees.

Judge/Executive Coyle reported that Chief Wilhoit of the Versailles Police Department requested that a letter of notification be submitted to the Department of Transportation regarding the 33 collisions that have occurred on one particular portion of KY 169 between November 10, 2007 and November 9, 2008.  Accident reports and a map of that designated area were also provided by Chief Wilhoit to be attached with the court’s formal request to have the Department of Transportation inspect this designated portion of KY 169 to determine if there is a cause, and if so, implement a resolution that would eliminate the likelihood of future collisions on this section of KY 169. County Attorney – Alan George

County Attorney Alan George referred to the letter that was given to the court from the law firm of Frost, Brown, Todd regarding St. Leo’s desire to finance a new facility in Woodford County with tax-exempt bonds whereby the Midway City Council has agreed to serve as the conduit for the issuance of these municipal bonds for the construction of the St. Leo Church Parish Life and Education Center (“Project”), on St. Leo’s existing property located at 295 Huntertown Road in Woodford County.  County Attorney Alan George explained that since St. Leo’s grounds are not within the Midway City limits and they are out in the county, the fiscal court will be asked to adopt a resolution declaring that the City of Midway proposes to use the proceeds of the municipal bonds for this Project, not to exceed $8,000,000.00.  As the resolution sets out, Section 147 of the Internal Revenue Code of 1986 requires public approval by the governmental unit having jurisdiction over the area in which the Project is located.  A public hearing will be held on Tuesday, December 9, 2008 at 5:30 p.m. at 103 South Main Street, Woodford County Courthouse, Versailles, Kentucky prior to the regular fiscal court meeting.  
County Attorney Alan George distributed the revised Interlocal Agreement that establishes the terms and conditions of the Main Street Manager position for the court’s review and explained this version goes beyond what the court had originally approved.  This version was drafted by Phil Maloney, Midway City Attorney, subsequent to discussion between Mr. Brenyo, Mr. Maloney, and the Midway City Council.  No action was taken on this agreement at this time.
The Rural Land Board met with County Attorney Alan George after the public hearing and reported that revisions had been made to the Farmland Preservation Ordinance as discussed, and the board will be sending the court the revised version and request another public hearing to be scheduled.  
Regarding the Huntertown lawsuit, County Attorney Alan George reported the deadline to appeal the Judge’s ruling on the value of the Huntertown property is Monday November 24th; the fiscal court’s original intent was to wait and see if they appealed, and then consider a cross-appeal at that time.  County Attorney Alan George stated that unless he was told anything differently, that is how he would proceed with this lawsuit.
