APPROVAL OF MINUTES
Judge/Executive Coyle called for any additions, corrections, or amendments to the minutes of the  Regular Fiscal Court Meeting of March 22, 2016, Special Meeting of April 5, 2016, and amended minutes of the Regular Fiscal Court Meeting of February 9, 2016.  Hearing none, these sets of minutes stood approved as presented. 
REPORTS

Treasurer’s Report (Rebecca Wilson) – Acting Treasurer Rebecca Wilson did not have a financial report to present.  However, Ms. Wilson did present the quarter end financial for the quarter ending March 31, 2016.  The report will be on the agenda for acceptance at the April 26, 2016 meeting. 
Ambulance Director, Hunter Shewmaker asked the court for permission to advertise for bids for three automated CPR devices.  
1. A motion was made by Gary Finnell seconded by Mary Ann Gill to allow Ambulance Director Hunter Shewmaker to advertise for bids for 3 mechanical CPR machines.

Director Shewmaker also informed the court that an ASAP grant was received with the help of Judge/Executive Coyle, the Health Department, and the Sheriff’s Department that allowed the Ambulance Department to purchase 165 doses of Narcan.  
Lastly, an active shooter drill was conducted over the weekend.  The drill was coordinated by the Assistant Ambulance Director and provided a good day of training.

Maintenance Superintendent, David Long asked the court for permission to surplus file cabinets that used to belong to the County Clerk.  These file cabinets are not usable as regular file cabinets.
2. A motion was made by Gary Finnell and seconded by Jackie Brown to allow Maintenance Superintendent David Long to surplus file cabinets belonging to the County Clerk that are not usable as regular file cabinets.

Also, the County’s portion of the underground utilities for the new pavilion at the County Park will be around $150.

The handrail at the Annex has been approved.  The fabricator has been contacted and AOC will be covering the majority of the expense.  The original bid did not allow for the boring that will be done through the concrete for the pipe to be set for the handrail.  Superintendent Long would like the boring to be done on a Saturday to prevent subjecting employees and the public to the noise.  This will raise the price of the handrails a little in order to cover overtime for those workers.
Lastly, Superintendent Long would like to get the Courthouse and Annex mulched and bushes replaced for a total of $1,644.45.  The court suggested purchasing the bushes and mulch and having inmates from the Detention Center plant the bushes and spread the mulch with permission from Jailer Rankin.

Recycling Director, Sherri McDaniel asked the court’s permission to install a security camera in the scale house.

After some discussion, it was decided to have Judge/Executive Coyle contact the Missouri company that had originally been given clearance to purchase the lumber before advertising for bids for the materials.  
Mr. Smith also informed the court that the beams for the Shyrock’s Ferry bridge replacement will be delivered on April 22nd.  The beams will be loaded on 4 trucks that will have to back down the road from Falling Springs Boulevard to Shyrock’s Ferry.  As a result, a section of U.S. 62 may have to be closed starting around noon until the beams can be delivered.  Message boards will be up and the Road Department is coordinating with the Woodford and Anderson County Sheriff’s departments.  Personal notices will also be given to those that live between Falling Springs Boulevard and Shyrock’s Ferry Road.
Residents in the Colony Subdivision have inquired about the possibility of a four-way stop at Colony Drive and Barton Village.  Squire Reed would like to meet with the residents to discuss a plan.

Lastly, Mr. Smith informed the court that the Kentucky Wired project is coming through Woodford County, which will install a fiber optic line used to connect cities together.  The state is managing this project through the Finance Cabinet.  In order to accomplish this, they would like to use three county roads.  The underground portion will begin at Big Sink up to Williams Lane, towards Payne’s Mill to Pisgah. The lines are supposed to be deep enough to not impact trees, roughly 42 inches below ground.

6. A motion was made by Ken Reed and seconded by Mary Ann Gill Ken Reed to allow an encroachment permit for the Kentucky Wired Project to run a fiber optic line.

GOOD OF THE COUNTY
PROGRAM: 
I.  Mary Lou Watkins came before the court to discuss proposed bathroom construction at the new livestock pavilion at the county park.  The Fair Board would like approval and financial assistant to construct bathrooms at the new pavilion.  The approximate cost to the county for the construction would be $20,000, not including sewer/septic system work.  After some discussion, the court decided that better cost figures, including cost of a pump station, sewer lines, etc. would need to be provided before a consideration can be made regarding financial assistance. Judge/Executive Coyle requested a financial statement to be included with the next proposal.

Squire Gill inquired about the heavy equipment that is currently being stored at the county park.  The court feels it is a hazard to public safety and would like the equipment moved immediately.  Judge/Executive Coyle will draft a letter to Woodford Excavating regarding the equipment and ask that it be moved.  The letter will include a deadline date for removal as well as consequences if that date is not met.

Ms. Watkins informed the court that she had received a call from Tom Lundergan about the Leofest carnival.  The request was made to use the fairgrounds while Leofest is in town.  The court informed Ms. Watkins that this would be improper to the terms of the lease, as the use would be considered subletting property that is dedicated to the Fair Board.

II.  Brown Foreman came back before the court to discuss a proposed Bond Inducement Resolution.  Tim Eifler informed the court that the company is still in the due diligence phase of the contract and needs to evaluate the project based on financial projections, so timing is critical.  The proposed Bond Inducement Resolution does not include barrels, so they would be fully taxable, as would the inventory in the constructed warehouses.  The company is also flexible regarding who the PILOT payment goes to every year, so the county could receive that payment until warehouses are full and barrels are taxable.  At that time, the average tax will average around $150,000 per year, per warehouse.  Brown Foreman has also been in discussions with the Fire Board regarding their requests for training and equipment as part of the agreement.  Brown Foreman has agreed to fund the purchase of one set of nozzles and hoses for the Midway fire station and training of up to $25,000 per year as needed for each of 2017, 2018, and 2019.  The court heard concerns from both parties and would like to see an agreement reached between the two parties that will be a part of the inducement resolution.  A question was raised regarding the ability for the City of Midway to annex the property under the inducement.  Mr. Eifler will look into this and obtain an answer for the court.  After a lengthy discussion, the court would like the proposed resolution to be placed on the April 26, 2016 agenda with the terms discussed, which includes the PILOT agreement being paid to the county, answers to annexing questions, and fire services and training addressed. 

20. A motion was made by Gerald Dotson and seconded by Jackie Brown to place the Brown Foreman Bond Inducement Resolution on the April 26, 2016 agenda to be voted upon with terms discussed, including the PILOT agreement, response to annex questions, and fire services and training addressed.
