APPROVAL OF MINUTES
Judge/Executive Coyle called for any additions, corrections or amendments to the minutes of the Regular Fiscal Court Meeting of October 13, 2015.  Hearing none, this set of minutes stood approved as presented. 

REPORTS

Treasurer’s Report (Rebecca Wilson) – Treasurer Wilson handed out the financial report through 10/23/2015, which showed a total cash amount of $998,922.90, less a bill list of $306,635.01, leaving an adjusted money market checking account balance of $692,287.89.  Treasurer Wilson informed the court that deposits on 10/26 and 10/27 brought the adjusted balance up to $830,869.37, and the $525,000 loan is included in that balance.  
Ambulance Director, Hunter Shewmaker informed the court that in order for the new billing company to pick up all of SDI’s client billing, the court is required to enter into a Legacy Agreement.  This agreement covers accounts receivables prior to the effective date at a rate of 18%.  The Legacy Agreement is important to avoid cash flow issues once SDI closes in December.   
1. A motion was made by Jackie Brown and seconded by C.L. Watts to enter into a Legacy Agreement with Ambulance Medical Billing (AMB) at a rate of 18% per month of net collections received.

Clerk Jones also informed the court that the server, computer terminals, and all programs were
 installed as part of the grant received for the County Clerk’s office by the vendor SMI and the scanning of incoming documents started then.   The process of back scanning has begun, and a second grant for the approximate amount of $50,000 has been applied for at no cost to the county.  With this grant, there is no match or in-kind requirements to be met. The grant will allow the 2010 documents to be microfilmed, which will aid in the process of backscanning.  

Lastly, Clerk Jones notified the court that a reimbursement check in the amount of $3,233 was received for personnel expenses from the May primary election.  
REPORT OF SPECIAL COMMITTEES  

Squire Gill reported that the Finance Committee has had two meetings so far.  The committee is not looking at layoffs or focusing on one department.  They are looking at reducing expenditures to balance revenues as well as looking at all departments to assist with this.  The committee is also looking at a policy regarding setting a certain amount for the reserve for transfer.  Other things being discussed by the committee include cutting non-essential spending, grouping contracts by county and not department, and the cost of insurance.  
Squire Gardiner reported that the Republican Caucus Committee met and had a productive meeting.  The committee determined the cost for a janitor and electricity for the day would be $350, which includes $250 for the employee cost and $100 for electricity.  The courthouse will be open for the public from 10:00-4:00, but will need to be open from 8:00-5:00 for setup and tear down.  No political signs are to be posted outside the courthouse and any signs posted inside must be taken down once the caucus is over.
