APPROVAL OF MINUTES
Judge/Executive Coyle called for any additions, corrections, or amendments to the minutes of the Regular Fiscal Court Meeting of March 25, 2014.  One correction is to be made on page 4, Order No. 9 to state the motion was made by Squire Jackie Brown.  Hearing no others, this set of minutes stood approved as presented. 
REPORTS

Treasurer’s Report (Rebecca Wilson) – Treasurer Wilson reported the financial status through today with the total cash amount of $2,594,090.75, less the total of the original bill list and the additional bill list of $454,537.82, less payroll of $257,742.79, less the certificate of deposit of $428,833.51, with an adjusted money market checking account balance of $1,670,354.73, which includes deposits made on 4/1 and 4/8 in the amount of $217,378.10.   
Additionally, Treasurer Wilson distributed the quarter end financial report to the court for their review prior to requesting approval of this report at the subsequent fiscal court meeting. 

Ambulance Director, Hunter Shewmaker requested permission from the court to advertise to receive bids to purchase a demonstrator ambulance of comparable value to the most recent ambulance that was purchased by the county.  The court asked Director Shewmaker if there is a present need for another new ambulance, at which time Director Shewmaker reported the age of the county’s fleet of ambulances: the 1996 ambulance is 18 years old, the 1998 ambulance is 16 years old, and the 1999 ambulance is 15 years old.  If the 1996 ambulance is surplused and an additional ambulance is purchased, the county’s fleet would comprise of six ambulances.     
1. A motion was made by Larry Craig and seconded by Ken Reed to approve the request made by Director Hunter Shewmaker for the county to advertise to receive bids to purchase a demonstrator ambulance of comparable value to the most recent ambulance that was purchased.

Recycling Director, Sherri McDaniel informed the court they would receive a revenue update prior to the following fiscal court meeting.  

Emergency Management Director, Keith Slugantz introduced Woodford County’s newly appointed Regional Manager of Emergency Management, Vickie Martin.  Woodford County was moved into another region, which is Area 5 that is overseen by Ms. Martin.  Director Slugantz reminded the court of the BERT, Bluegrass Emergency Response Team, event scheduled for April 12th.  Also, the CERT trailer that is now completed will be on display on the Sheriff’s side of the courthouse for the court’s review prior to the next fiscal court meeting.  
Jack Jouett Director, Janice Clark reported that the Jack Jouett House is featured in an article in the April issue of the Kentucky Explorer magazine.  The article was written by a member of the Woodford County Heritage Committee, a descendant of Jack Jouett, about an older highway marker.  This marker is number 78 of the first 250 markers ever erected by the state highway department. The Jack Jouett book will be on sale on May 8th with a gala event planned to honor Martha Jane Hutcherson and Becky Blair, both of whom will be there to sign copies of the book.  
Woodford County Sheriff, Wayne Wright addressed the discussion held in the previous court meeting regarding his request to purchase two new vehicles with asset forfeiture funds.  The bids were accepted and one vehicle will be purchased from Paul Miller and the other vehicle from Freedom Dodge.  Regarding the 2003 Crown Vic that had tentatively been decided to surplus, Edmonson County has offered $2,750 to purchase this vehicle.  Sheriff Wright requested permission to apply the proceeds from the sale of this 2003 vehicle to the purchase of equipment for the new vehicles. 
2. A motion was made by Ken Reed and seconded by Gary Finnell to approve the request made by Sheriff Wright to apply the proceeds from the sale of the 2003 Crown Vic to the purchase of equipment for the new vehicles.

Lastly, Sheriff Wright stated that April 15th is the last day for tax collection from his office; the delinquent tax bills are turned over to the county clerk’s office after this date.  
EDA Chairman, John Soper extended an invitation to all members of the court to attend the ribbon cutting ceremony tomorrow at Woodford Reserve.

Squire Reed reported on behalf of the Lease and Contract Review committee.  Each of the committee members will be contacted before the end of the week to schedule a meeting to go over the first two leases.

ANNOUNCEMENTS: 
 Squire Dotson – stated his concern about there not being enough parking spaces for the citizens of Woodford County who come to the courthouse voting precinct to vote on May 20th.   Sheriff Wright volunteered to have the parking spaces on the side of the courthouse where his office is located allocated for voters that day, as well as Judge/Executive Coyle stating he would leave his parking space available.  There will be cones and signs visible to designate these spaces are to be used for voters only during the May Primary.   
Additionally, Squire Dotson made an inquiry to County Attorney Alan George about his previous question he posed as to when the County Park property was annexed into the City.  George informed the court that research had shown the Versailles City Council gave second reading to annex the park property on November 4, 2003.  By statute, any annexation by a city, any city in Kentucky, must be followed up within 60 days with a filing of a duly certified copy of the ordinance, map and legal description of the newly annexed property and that is to be filed in both the local county clerk’s office and the Secretary of State in their Land Division Office.  George stated that it appears the 2003 ordinance was only partially filed in the Woodford County Clerk’s office because those records do not show the necessary legal description or the map have been filed.   Subsequent to this 2003 ordinance being filed with the Secretary of State’s office, the City of Versailles was notified of a typographical error in their ordinance, so an ordinance correcting the 2003 annexation was adopted by the Versailles City Council on June 15, 2004. However, that ordinance does not appear to have been filed with the Secretary of State’s office as required by the statute.  The Ordinance of correction was filed with the county clerk’s office, but no map or legal description appears to have been filed.  In addition to the questionable annexation filings of the County Park property, George alluded to three other annexations that appeared not to be properly filed.  
George stated that through his attempt to answer a short question, “when was the County Park property annexed,” the findings confirmed not only the requirements for proper annexation, but the actual filings that were made to the county clerk’s office and the Secretary of State.  Annexation is the pre-adoption of the ordinance, the adoption of the ordinance, and the filing requirements that are to be met before the taxation can begin.     
12. A motion was made by Larry Craig and seconded by Charles “Bones” Webber to direct Judge/Executive Coyle to serve an Open Records Request on the City of Versailles to request copies of the complete filings made with the Woodford County Clerk’s office and the Secretary of State’s office relative to the annexations in question and the dates of taxation.
