REPORTS AND UPDATES
Treasurer’s Report (Rebecca Wilson) –Treasurer Wilson reported the financial status through today with the total cash amount of $2,424,253.67, less the bill list of $95,044.70, less the additional bill list of $24,670.54, less the certificate of deposit of $424,497.20, leaving an adjusted money market checking account balance of $1,880,041.23. 

Treasurer Wilson informed the court of Budget Amendment No. 2 for fiscal year 2011-2012 in the amount of $7,227.37 due to the county receiving more money for the truck license distribution than what was originally announced by the Department of Local Government and a carryover amount from the Zion Hill Cemetery grant in the amount of $1,250.00 (Ordinance No. 2011-11).  
1. A motion was made by Larry Craig and seconded by Gary Finnell to approve the Annual Budget Amendment thereof and have a FIRST READING of a proposed ordinance amending the Woodford County budget for fiscal year 2011-2012 to include unanticipated receipts from truck license distribution and carryover from fiscal year end in the amount of $8,477.37 and increasing expenditures in the area of Road Materials and Cemetery Grant.

Recycling Committee: Squire Gardiner reported to the court that he, Judge Coyle, and Squire Gill recently toured the Recycling and Solid Waste Department in Shelby County as part of their ongoing fact-gathering process.  They found their operation to be essentially a transfer station where citizens brought their solid waste and recycling to the station, which validates that every county is unique.  Garrard County is charted to be the next county to tour.  
Citizen’s Participation 
Ken Kerkhoff, Versailles City Councilman, informed the court of a two hour documentary that is being produced to spotlight Woodford County from a historical perspective.  A fund raiser is planned for October 11th and it is being held at CastlePost.  The tickets to this event can be purchased from the Historical Society and the Woodford County Chamber of Commerce for $100 per person.  For entertainment that night, John Conley will be performing for approximately thirty minutes along with a small video presentation of the actual documentary. 
A representative of Zion Hill Cemetery came before the court to announce the remaining $850 has been spent for a front gate to the Zion Hill Cemetery, and that would deplete the grant funds that were awarded to the Woodford County Cemetery Preservation Board by the Kentucky Cemetery Preservation Program.  The purpose of this program is to make grants available for the restoration and maintenance of non-profit cemeteries that do not receive perpetual care funds.  
Department Heads
Judge/Executive John Coyle presented Brigadier General John W. Heltzel, Director of Kentucky’s Division of Emergency Management and Deputy Commander.  General Heltzel is responsible for coordinating all resources of the state and federal government in the event of a natural or man-made disaster and emergencies throughout the Commonwealth.  The Kentucky Division of Emergency Management coordinates directly with all Kentucky Division of Emergency Management Area Managers, County Emergency Management Officials, and First Responder Teams for planning, training emergency operations, mitigation, and recovery.  General Heltzel stated that he has traveled around the Commonwealth during these last three years overseeing ten presidentially declared disasters, and he is here to recognize one of the absolutely best teams in the entire Commonwealth.  Further stating that he would like to take this opportunity to present the first Director’s Coin that has ever been presented to a county judge/executive to Judge/Executive Coyle.  The state seal is on the front of the coin states “Presented for Excellence,” and the other side says “Team of Teams – One Mission – Protecting our Commonwealth.”  
Maintenance Director, David Long requested permission to declare a large amount of electronic equipment as surplus.

McLean explained that Bluegrass ADD would provide the county with business retention and expansion, project development, marketing, and the creation of a website to target prospective businesses that would be interested in having a business in Woodford County.  The contract proposed is a month-to-month contract that would include the services of 12 to 15 members of Bluegrass ADD.  The contract amount requested is $22,500 per year with the stipulation this would be paid on a month-to-month basis, which would be contingent upon the court’s satisfaction upon review of the monthly report submitted to the court.

Review and Accept Bid for Coroner’s Office Building.  Judge/Executive Coyle informed the court that two bids for the construction of the Coroner’s office building were received on this date prior to the deadline, which was 12:00 p.m.  A third bid was presented at 12:12 p.m. with a request to consider the extenuating circumstances of traffic congestion due to construction and a funeral procession.  Judge/Executive Coyle’s response to this company representative was a denial of acceptance of this bid due to this person missing the deadline.  Subsequently, legal counsel from the Department of Local Government was consulted about whether it is legally acceptable to accept a bid after the advertised deadline.  According to DLG, a fiscal court can accept minor variations as long as they do not do it impartially.  Judge/Executive Coyle posed this situation to the court for their opinion, and the general consensus of the court was to also deny the acceptance  of this late bid.  
A motion was made by Bruce Gill to accept this company’s bid proposal for the construction of the Coroner’s office building as a benefit to Woodford County.  There being no second to Squire Gill’s motion, the motion failed.  A work session was set to convene on the following day, August 24th at 4:00 p.m. to give an opportunity for all members of the court to review the two bids submitted and ask any questions they may have prior to the Special Fiscal Court Meeting of Thursday, August 25th at 4:00 p.m.
COMMUNICATIONS
Squire Reed.  Announced that the railroad crossing on Clifton Road was finished this afternoon and the road will be re-opened tomorrow at 7:00 a.m.  Regarding the sidewalk project on Tyrone Pike, we continue to make good progress; the sidewalk is now past the Martin Luther King Boulevard.  

County Attorney Alan George – none
Judge/Executive Coyle – in response to Squire Dotson’s inquiry about the projected completion date of the Crossfield Drive Extension, Judge/Executive Coyle received an answer from the State Highway Department, District 7.  The update from District 7 was to inform the court there is still one remaining parcel to acquire and once this acquisition is made, this will complete the right-of-way phase.  The City of Versailles has a target date of October of 2011 to complete this phase, with a projected completion date of November 1, 2012.  Additionally, the funding is currently available for this project.  
Judge/Executive Coyle announced that Woodford County’s exhibit at the Kentucky State Fair is the proud First Place Winner of the “Pride of the Counties” exhibition.
