REPORTS AND UPDATES
Treasurer’s Report (Rebecca Wilson) –Treasurer Wilson reported the financial status through today with the total cash amount of $2,248,485.74, less the bill list of $319,413.71, less the certificate of deposit of $424,497.20, leaving an adjusted money market checking account balance of $1,504,574.83.

Standing Reports:
Squire Craig reported on behalf of the Williams Lane Committee to inform the court Squire Gardiner, County Engineer Buan Smith, Judge/Executive Coyle and himself met at Williams Lane to discuss the flooding issue on Williams Lane.  At the meeting, the committee requested that County Engineer Buan Smith devise a plan to re-route Williams Lane rather than berm or bridge the existing Williams Lane.  In addition to receiving a cost and time estimate from County Engineer Buan Smith, this project will involve the process of acquiring land from an adjacent property owner.  The property owners were informed of the process and the option that is being reviewed by the committee of re-routing Williams Lane.

Department Heads
Ambulance Director, Hunter Shewmaker addressed the proposed 5% increase of the rate schedule recommended by the department’s billing company, SDi.  Based on Medicare’s 2.1% reduction from last year, Director Shewmaker recommended to the court to approve this rate schedule adjustment.

Versailles Police Chief, John Wilhoit announced to the court that as a result of their 2011 audit that was recently performed on the City of Versailles, the Versailles Police Department came in under budget.  Chief Wilhoit stated that the City of Versailles will be issuing the county a check in the amount of $174,886 in the near future.  
Woodford County Economic Development Authority Chair, Brad McLean reported that after working with the state over the last two or three months with the existing industry surveys, all the surveys have been completed.  There are two outside companies that are interested in expanding their business inside Woodford County, and the EDA is working on this venture with the state.  The EDA’s new website is very near completion with a target date being the first week of February.  The review of the EDA Bylaws is still being conducted and moving forward to update and change some policies.  Lastly, the business retention expansion schedule has been set for the next two months so the remaining employers are scheduled for a visit.  

Woodford County Chamber of Commerce Executive Director, Tami Vater reported on the status of the Work Ready Communities Initiative that was started in October.  A presentation was made to the State Review Committee for the Kentucky Workforce Investment Board.  Woodford County is one of the four counties in the state of Kentucky that is being recommended to the Kentucky Workforce Investment Board to be approved as a Kentucky Work Ready Community.  This is evidence that Woodford County is taking a stand on creating an educated workforce to create an employable environment, not only for our citizens of Woodford County, but our industries and businesses.  The positive impact  to Woodford County being a Kentucky Work Ready Community will be reflected through our economic development program and commerce program.  
Woodford County Coroner, Ronald Owens informed the court the builder’s punch list has been completed and everything has been taken care of other than the electrical inspector performing his final inspection on the generator.  The lot has been strawed and the seed was given to Coroner Owens to sow in the spring.

Lastly, Jailer Jones informed the court the Jail Tracker System is 95% operational at this time.  By using the website “woodfordcountydetention.com,” the capability is there for anyone to see who is being housed in the Woodford County Detention Center and for what that person is being charged.  
Snow Removal Proposal for the City of Midway.  Judge/Executive Coyle decided to offer some background information to members of the court and anyone who was in attendance of this fiscal court meeting by stating this winter marks the first winter in the history of Woodford County this county contains two fourth class cities.

In keeping with the past history, Judge/Executive Coyle determined that the Woodford County Fiscal Court should not provide free snow removal for our newest  fourth class city, Midway, since the county does not provide it to our other fourth class city, Versailles.  Judge/Executive Coyle continued to stress we need to be consistent on behalf of Woodford Countians who reside in both cities and for all others in unincorporated Woodford County to see that their tax dollars are fairly, evenly, and consistently expended.  When it became apparent the court had a decision to make, every member of the court was polled, and there were no dissenting responses to the initial email that would have indicated the county should continue to perform snow removal for Midway.
Admittedly, Judge/Executive Coyle stated the fiscal court and the Midway City Council members should have had a discussion about how Midway’s new city classification would create an inconsistent expenditure of services and funds if the county performed snow removal for the streets of Midway and did not provide the same service for the Woodford County residents that live in Versailles or the unincorporated areas of Woodford County.   Mayor Tom Bozarth expressed his disapproval about the City of Midway not receiving notification that the county would no longer be providing snow removal services to the City of Midway subsequent to Midway becoming a fourth class city.  Due to the timing, Midway has not had time to look at other resources or purchase their own equipment.  As a result, Mayor Bozarth requested 30 days to allow an agreement of some kind to be put in place and for the county to continue snow removal in the meantime at a reasonable cost.  

The discussion was lengthy as each magistrate had their opportunity to address this situation and give their views about how all this discord could have been avoided if the Midway Council and the Mayor had performed their due diligence prior to becoming a fourth class city, whether there should be a cost for the services the county had already rendered, what that cost should be for Midway, and what agreement needs to be made from this day forward.  
These are the options that were brought before the court to be considered that are in accordance with the consensus of the court:

· Option One:  Immediately enter into a memorandum of understanding as we did last year on the matter of recyclables in Midway, and later an interlocal agreement, with the City of Midway to have them pay for the service already provided and prospectively for any future service this winter.  That would entail Midway paying the $1,233.22 for the service already provided;
· Option Two: Do not bill for the service already provided since we had not discussed the matter at a regular meeting, and to require the immediate memorandum of understanding with a follow-up interlocal agreement and payment for the balance of this budget year, and then renew this interlocal agreement on a yearly basis beginning with our 2012-2013 budget cycles; and
· Option Three:  Provide the snow removal service to one fourth class city, Midway, to the exclusion of the other, Versailles, for the next couple of months and defer the interlocal agreement until the 2012-2013 budget.
