REPORTS AND UPDATES
Treasurer’s Report (Rebecca Wilson) –Treasurer Wilson reported the financial status through today with the total cash amount of $1,391,529.31, less the bill list of $166,470.88, less the payroll of $253,974.15, less the certificate of deposit of $424,497.20, leaving an adjusted money market checking account balance of $1,543,923.02 (after the deposit of $997,335.94). 
Additionally, the surcharge check in the amount of $7,265 was received from the Woodford County Board of Education for the surcharge collected from attendance at the football stadium.  For the following seasons, a request was made for the fiscal court to receive several small checks instead of one at the end of the season.  
Standing Reports
On behalf of the Recycling Center, Squire Gardiner reported that he and Judge/Executive Coyle toured the Danville/Boyle County Recycling Center.  Their operation uses a single stream method whereby the cardboard is removed and everything else is compacted together, and they process approximately 1,800 tons per year including metal.  M&M is a third party hauler that picks up the trash and recycling materials and hauls the recycling materials to the Lexington Recycling Center where they are paid between $42 and $52 per ton.  When asked if a timeline has been established with a date in mind for the committee’s evaluation to be completed, Squire Gardiner stated there is no designated timeline set; however, the committee would decide on several plans and bring them before the fiscal court in the form of a work session.
Tim Thompson, an independent engineer speaking on behalf of Doss and Horky, Inc., made a request to the void the change order that was approved last month on the Tyrone Road sidewalk project in the amount of $3,485 to correct the storm sewer problem located off of Sylvania’s parking lot.  After evaluating the project the second time, it became apparent a flume would have to be installed for about 30 feet and drop it on top of a manhole that needs to be installed to properly drain to another storm sewer facility that already exists to divert the water and stop the erosion that is caused by all the water coming off the parking lot.  The change order now requested by Tim Thompson is in the amount of $4,974, an additional $1,500 to install the needed manhole.

Ambulance Director, Hunter Shewmaker made an educational request on behalf of EMT, Jarod Jackson to attend the 2011-2012 BCEMS/EMRMC Paramedic Program with the recommendation to be as follows:  Jackson is to pay the tuition and upon completion of the course and receiving his paramedic license, the county would reimburse him for the tuition upon receiving a commitment from Mr. Jackson that he will be employed by the Woodford County Ambulance Service for the next two years.

Additionally, Meador informed the court of a grant with the National Conservation Foundation that will be awarded to a district, in this case, the Woodford County Conservation District that would be used at the Jack Jouett House and asked for permission to apply for this grant.  This is a $10,000 non-matching grant that would add a layer of experience to the site and expand on their ability to interpret Captain Jouett’s role in agriculture by planting a small garden with vegetables and crops that would reflect that period of time.

A motion was made by Jackie Brown and seconded by Bruce Gill to approve the request of Joel Meador, Director of the Jack Jouett House, to apply with the Woodford County Conservation District for a non-matching $10,000 grant to be used at the Jack Jouett House to interpret Captain Jouett’s role in agriculture.

Treasurer Wilson informed the court there may be an issue with amending our ordinance because when our population reaches 30,000, according to her contacts at Kentucky Occupational License Association, there is a possibility the county could lose their grandfathering clause, which would result in the county having to offer a credit against county taxes to those who paid city taxes. County Attorney Alan George stated that until this issue is clearly defined, the court could approve a first reading of the proposed Ordinance Amending Chapter 111, Business Licensing in the interest of eliminating a delay in the process because until a second reading occurs, the ordinance is not amended.
