Department Heads
Jail – Gary Gilkison

Gilkison reported that the fencing project was completed at the Detention Center and Recycling Center.  There was a surprise jail inspection today and only minor things were found.
Maintenance – David Long

Long reported that the courthouse roof didn’t leak during the heavy rainfall over the weekend.  Long received a call from the lady that runs the Child Development Center on Court Street.  The Center had water problems at their building back door, which was a result of the drainage of surface water from Court Street. The magistrates asked Road Engineer Buan Smith to look at the water drainage problem.
Long asked if he should install the hand rail at the Jack Jouett House, and the magistrates said to proceed. Staples commended Long for all the work he has done at the Jouett House.
Road – Buan Smith

Smith updated the magistrates on the flooding problems in the County on September 23, 2006. There was damage on the Millville and Griers Creek bridges. Smith said he is looking at getting additional funding to replace the two bridges.  The road department has been working with the Emergency Management Service clearing up debris from the storm. 

Smith reported that a Hunter’s Ridge resident complained of a water drainage issue from the Sellers Property development. Smith also reported on another water drainage problem in the Lancaster Place resulting from water on McCowans Ferry Road.  Smith suggested a larger pipe under the McCowans Ferry Road which is a State road.  The magistrates asked Smith to report back to the magistrates on the water drainage issues.
Emergency Management – Keith Slugantz

Slugantz updated the magistrates on the countywide flooding disaster on the weekend of September 23, 2006.  Forty eight Woodford County homes were damaged.  He commended the Red Cross, all the emergency response personnel, the Road Department, the Health Department, the Sheriff Department, County agencies, and all the good people in Woodford County for their assistance and helping each other. The County sent paperwork to Frankfort declaring a disaster in Woodford County. The County hopes to be qualified for federal funding.   Slugantz reported that the Woodford County Citizens Core received an award at a statewide meeting in Frankfort for Outstanding Medical Reserve Core.
