Department Heads 
Maintenance Director, David Long informed the court of water leaks in the courthouse that he suspects came in around the copper flashing that resulted in water pouring in around the crown molding and windows in the 2nd floor courtroom
and in the clerk’s office.  Long intends to give a more detailed report subsequent to meeting with the roofing company that has been contacted to thoroughly inspect the flashing and roofing status of the courthouse. 

      
Recycling Center, Sherri McDaniel informed the court the Recycling Center is ready to start their paper shredding process and distributed copies of the Paper Shredding Policy, the Records Destruction Authorization, the Records Destruction Log, and the Employee Records Destruction and Non-disclosure Agreement to all members of the court for their review and comments.  
Squire Craig addressed the issue that some of his constituents from Midway have concerns about the blue bag policy and how it was enacted.  Since direction came to Ms. McDaniel from Judge/Executive Coyle, this question was circumvented.  County Attorney Alan George interjected that since the City of Midway is a governmental unit, if the fiscal court is going to agree that a representative from that body come to the Recycling Center to get recycling blue bags to be distributed to the citizens of Midway, that act should be memorialized in one of two ways:  either in the interlocal agreement that Midway has indicated they are not interested in executing, or a memorandum of understanding, which the fiscal court did not accept as an alternative to the interlocal agreement during the previous fiscal court meeting.  Further, George reiterated the court is better served when dealing with a governmental body to have an agreement memorializing all stipulations.

Jack Jouett House Director, Joel Meador expressed his appreciation to all the court members that attended the reception recently at the Jack Jouett House.  As an update to the recent problems created underneath the visitor’s center to the particle board ducts by the raccoons, Meador stated that Climate Control is replacing all the ventilation ducts with metal ductwork.  Additionally, the Road Department crew has put additional rock around the building foundation to be sure it is properly shored up to prevent anymore animals getting underneath the building.  
Meador also reported that the Early American Life Magazine visited the Jack Jouett House last Thursday, April 7th for a photograph shooting session.  Only two sites were selected in this region to be showcased in this magazine, and the other site chosen was Pleasantville at Shaker Village.  This magazine has a subscription base of over 100,000, so the likelihood of receiving additional visitors and attention from this exposure is highly possible.
Woodford County Sheriff, Wayne Wright announced that the “Take Back Initiative” is scheduled for Saturday, April 30th from 10:00 a.m. to 2:00 p.m.  This event will be handled by Sheriff Wright and the Drug Enforcement Agency for the purpose of giving all citizens an opportunity to drop off any unwanted or out-dated medications so that they can be destroyed in a uniformed process by the DEA.  In an effort to continue the mission of keeping our water system safe, Sheriff Wright is investigating the possibility of purchasing a permanent structure box that would be stationed in the courthouse so all future unwanted and out-dated medications can be safely disposed.  
Additionally, Sheriff Wright made a request to the court to consider amending Ordinance 2006-11 that was adopted and enacted on January 10, 2006, specifically, Section 33.61, Purchase Order System.  For the purpose of expediting the payment process to vendors of the Sheriff and County Clerk and simplifying the auditing process, Sheriff Wright requested that subsection (D) be amended to increase the purchase order requisition amount for bill payment from $500 to $5,000.  The amendment would read as follows:  (D) All purchase order requisitions for bills over $500  $5,000 must have the second approval of the Woodford County Judge/Executive or his or her designee.

Approval Requested by the Bluegrass Railroad of the $28,750 pay request for professional services to Coal Production Engineering, Inc.   John Penfield, Executive Director of the Bluegrass Railroad offered some background information regarding the transportation enhancement grant that was granted to Bluegrass Railroad, Inc. in the amount of $960,000.  The total amount of the project is $1.2, with the grant amount of $960,000 and the total amount of required matching funds of $240,000.  Penfield has been approved on behalf of the Bluegrass Railroad for matching funds through December 31st of $171,900 and to be able to spend $687,000 of the grant.  The current bill is based on a contract that the court approved in December to Coal Production Engineering for engineering services for the reconstruction of Trestle No. 3 in the amount of $28,750, for which the court’s 80% portion would equal $23,000.

Approval of the First Reading of Budget Amendment No. 3 for fiscal year 2010-2011 (Ordinance No. 2011-02)

Re-apportionment of Magisterial Districts per KRS 67.045(4).  County Attorney Alan George briefed the court on the requirements mandated by KRS 67.045(4).  The Woodford County Fiscal Court is required to initiate reapportionment proceedings in May of the first year following the decennial census of the United States.  To initiate reapportionment, the fiscal court is required to complete the following before May 31, 2011:  (1) publish notice of the planned reapportionment in accordance with KRS Chapter 424, and (2) appoint three (3) citizen commissioners to reapportion the county into districts.  The timeline and duties of the fiscal court and the appointed citizen commissioners to accomplish reapportionment of magisterial districts include:

(1) the fiscal court will appoint the citizen commissioners to lay the county out into not less than three (3) nor more than eight (8) magisterial districts;

(2) the citizen commissioners have sixty (60) days from their appointment to lay out the boundary lines of the districts and submit their report to the county clerk and members of the fiscal court;

(3) the fiscal court will then have sixty (60) days after receipt of the citizen commissioner’s report to consider the report and to adopt or amend the report of the citizen commissioners; and

(4) any registered voter of the county can bring an action in circuit court to enforce the provisions of the reapportionment law within twenty (20) days of the establishment of the districts.
County Attorney Alan George stated that the court is to determine what the citizen commissioners are to be paid; the statute states it should be reasonable pay and the court is to determine what is reasonable.  A final suggestion was made that the court should be prepared to nominate and vote as a body for three citizen commissioners to serve on the re-apportionment of magisterial districts commission at the first fiscal court meeting in May.  
Communications
Squire Reed – shared his opinion with the court that he was most impressed with the interesting information published in the Woodford Connection, the newsletter that is distributed to all county employees.  
Squire Gill  -  informed the court that he has been successful in obtaining the following nine sponsors for his Reforest Woodford County plan:  Kentucky Bank, Sandy and Glenn Bromagen, Little Caesars, Jackie Brown, Versailles Auto Body, Sheriff Wayne Wright, Woodford Roots and Heritage Committee, Kentucky Farm Bureau Insurance Company, and Community Trust Bank.  Additionally, Squire Gill reminded all the court members of the tree planting party that is scheduled for tomorrow, April 13th, with music, refreshments, and free seedlings for anybody that lives in Woodford County.

Judge/Executive Coyle referenced the letter the court received from the Woodford County Economic Development Authority and requested this issue to be placed on next month’s work session agenda to be discussed further.  For informational purposes, Judge/Executive Coyle informed the court that he had received a letter from one of the vendors that submitted a price on the new recording system purchased for the fiscal court.  This salesman expressed his dissatisfaction with the outcome in how the fiscal court went about purchasing this piece of equipment, and asked permission to submit his invoice for $180 for demonstrating the system.  Judge/Executive Coyle explained that the court’s policy had been followed, and a copy of that portion of the purchasing policy was forwarded to him as further clarification.  No discussion followed and no action was taken at this time.  
Regarding the agreement with the Transportation Cabinet, Department of Highways for $200,000 of FD39 Funds to resurface various secondary roads in Woodford County, Judge/Executive Coyle stated that County Road Engineer, Buan Smith and County Attorney Alan George have reviewed this proposed agreement and approve.  Additionally, permission is requested to enter into this agreement, along with a resolution stating Judge/Executive Coyle has been authorized to execute the agreement.   
15.
