REPORTS AND UPDATES
Treasurer’s Report (Rebecca Wilson) – Treasurer Wilson reported the financial status through today with the total cash amount of $2,167,438.52 less the bill list of $639,181.54, less the additional bill list of $64,788.03, less the certificate of deposit of $400,000.00, leaving an adjusted money market checking account balance of $1,063,468.95.

Treasurer Wilson reported that the Bluegrass Area Development District (BGADD) had notified Judge/Executive Coyle that Woodford County qualified for a grant through the Governor’s Office for Local Development, specifically allocated from Area Development Funds (ADF).  If approved, this grant would be utilized for the cleaning, repair, and painting of the courthouse façade, which is the focal point of the Woodford County Courthouse.  Treasurer Wilson stated the grant amount requested is $5,040, which would be applied to the quoted amount of $5,071.20 from DeBold Homes and Remolding for labor and materials.  Additionally, approval was requested for Judge/Executive Coyle to execute the grant application and resolution to request this Bluegrass Area Development District grant.
2. A motion was made by Ellen Gormley and seconded by Steve Barnett to approve and authorize Judge/Executive Coyle to sign the grant application and resolution to request a Bluegrass Area Development District (BGADD) grant through the Governor’s Office for Local Development that would be utilized for the cleaning, repair, and painting of the courthouse façade, which is the focal point of the Woodford County Courthouse. Department Heads 
Recycling Center Director, Wayne Johnson reported that Woodford County has been awarded the 2010 Recycling Grant in the amount of $124,061 that he applied for this past March.  This grant will purchase and install a new horizontal baler, a larger paper shredder, and a portable dock port, all of which will be purchased as the prices become available through the state.  Johnson stated that this new baler will allow them to go from  producing  an 1,100 lb. bale to a 2,200 lb. bale.
County Road Engineer, Buan Smith reported his solution and the cost the county would incur to secure one of the exterior gymnasium walls of the Millville Sportsman Club.  With the placement of seven beams, five of which will be anchored underneath to the patio, Smith stated this would create a vertical alignment of this wall that is pushed in approximately an inch and a half.  Also, a back drainage will be created underneath and below the wall with an apron built to positively bring water away from that wall and subsequently seal it with waterproofing when a hole is cut in the patio. Smith quoted an estimate of $5,300 which would include the county road crew performing the manpower for this project.  Smith gave a second quote of $1,000 to only waterproof this portion of the building and does not include securing the leaning exterior gymnasium wall.  
3. A motion was made by Charles “Bones” Webber and seconded by Larry Craig to approve and accept the quote of $5,300 that County Road Engineer, Buan Smith proposed for securing the exterior gymnasium wall of the Millville Sportsman Club and creating a back drainage to positively bring water away from that wall.

Windstream’s request entailed boring under some existing culverts and driveways along this road; however, Smith assured the court the boring machines would be on a track with cushions to prevent any destruction to the road.

Request of Stonegate Subdivision Homeowner located at 456 Quail Run Road.  Squire Barnett first reported that he had been contacted by a homeowner in Stonegate Subdivision regarding a strip of land approximately 50 feet wide that was intended a number of years ago to intersect Kuhlman Drive to the Versailles Bypass.  Both homeowners on either side of this strip of land have expressed an interest to Squire Barnett regarding them purchasing this land.  When County Attorney Alan George was asked if an abandonment process was necessary for these homeowners to acquire a part of this land, George stated that a county road is defined as one that has been formally adopted into the county road system and, additionally, any decision to sell or advocate that property would pre-empt any future road expansion.  This issue was tabled until the following fiscal court meeting to allow County Attorney Alan George to have all information available for the court to make an informed decision.

Report and Request from Beth Kirchner, Executive Director of Woodford Theatre.  On behalf of the Woodford Theatre, Ms. Kirchner expressed sincere appreciation and gratitude to the court for continuing to keep them in the budget by reimbursing them the 7.5% surcharge that is paid on every ticket sold.  Due to the support of the theater, Ms. Kirchner reported their shows are well attended and they are receiving a lot of attention not just for the quality of their shows, but also for the relationship they have with the fiscal court.  Because the Board of Directors of the Woodford Theatre is determined to be good stewards of the theater, they voted to reinvest $40,000 back into the theater by purchasing a new sound board, microphones, new lighting board, new floor lighting equipment, upgrading the costume shop equipment, and adding a lobby monitor.  
Ms. Kirchner made a request of the court to approve the installation of hand rails in the center aisles of the auditorium for the safety of the patrons, especially the elderly patrons.  Two bids were received for consideration:  one contractor quoted $7,800 and the other quote was for $1,700.  Several members of the court suggested that before a bid was considered that a representative of the ADA and the Fire Marshall’s office should preview the theater to make sure the rails are in compliance with both agencies.     
Approval of the First Reading of Budget Amendment No. 1 for fiscal year 2010-2011 (Ordinance No. 2010-09)
8. Communications 
Squire Craig – reported that he received a call from a citizen expressing his displeasure with the action taken whereby funding animal removal of livestock was not allocated in the budget of fiscal year 2010-2011; most of the other court members were also contacted regarding this issue.  Squire Brown informed the court that Chris Jeffcoat of the Extension Office discussed a matching program that would subsidize a county removal program to help the farmers with this epidemic they are experiencing this year.  The court requested that Judge/Executive Coyle contact Harold Carmickle and Chris Jeffcoat to invite them to attend the next fiscal court meeting to discuss this program in detail.  
Additionally, Squire Craig informed the court that the city and county roads of Midway have recently been spray painted by groups of bicyclists traveling around and through Midway on their routes and marking the roads with their turnarounds, number of meters, etc., and that he is interested in the county adopting an ordinance that would prohibit spray painting any road in Woodford County.  
Squire Dotson – informed the court of a $1,831.25 refund that was received from the allocation given to the 2010 Games Committee for the design and implementation of their website.  This refund amount was re-allocated back to the Tourism Commission, as requested by Squire Dotson.
Assistant County Attorney, Phyllis Mattingly expressed her appreciation to all the county agencies that have assisted her over the past 20 years with Magical Musical 4th, particularly the Ambulance Committee, Hunter Shewmaker; Gary Gilkison; the Woodford County Road Department; the Recycling Department; the Woodford County Sheriff; and the Versailles Police Department.  

County Attorney Alan George reported that Circuit Judge Isaacs entered an Order of Dismissal in the employee termination lawsuit.  In the other employee lawsuit, there are criminal charges pending against that former employee that named four Road Department employees as defendants in that action.  
Judge/Executive John Coyle informed the court that he received a request by the Twilight Festival Committee for the courthouse to remain open for the use of the bathroom facilities from 5:00 p.m. to 9:00 p.m.
15. A motion was made by Ellen Gormley and seconded by Larry Craig to approve the Woodford County Courthouse to remain open during the Twilight Festival from 5:00 p.m. to 9:00 p.m for the use of the bathroom facilities.
