REPORTS AND UPDATES
Treasurer’s Report (Rebecca Wilson) –Treasurer Wilson reported the financial status through today with the total cash amount of $2,2551,025.70, less the bill list of $235,412.61, less the additional bill list of $17,810.91, less the certificate of deposit of $424,497.20, less the utilities of $34,732.33, leaving an adjusted money market checking account balance of $1,838,572.65.  Treasurer Wilson stated that the county will be receiving the KACo loan proceeds soon, reimbursement for the last two payments approved for the Bluegrass Railroad Museum in the approximate amount of $38,000, reimbursements for the waterline and Tyrone Road sidewalk.  With these amounts included, the adjusted money market checking account balance will be close to the same balance the county has maintained for the past two years. 
Standing Reports:
Squire Gardiner reported on behalf of the Recycling Committee to inform the court of the most recent county tour that was taken to Nicholasville by Judge/Executive Coyle, Squire Gill and himself.  This facility uses a single stream program that generated approximately $100,000 for about 152 tons this past year.  Since they do not offer curbside pick up, they have drop off trailers placed throughout the county.  Their optimal staffing would be four full-time and two part-time employees to serve their recycling and solid waste facility.  With the single stream program, all the recycling material is dumped loosely in a pile on the floor of their facility and the employees pick out any non-recyclable material, as well as cardboard, which is processed separately.  After all the recyclable material is compacted, M&M picks up the compacted material, charges $100 per haul, and delivers it to Lexington.  Squire Gardiner proposed to have Ester Moberly, Director of the Lexington Recycling Center, attend a work session to answer questions and explain in more detail the single stream method of recycling.  
Citizen’s Participation -none
Department Heads
Animal Control Director, Susan Jones reported their office has been receiving complaints from walkers and runners concerning dogs running off leash on the walking trails of the county park and around the county park area.  Jones informed the court she proposed to post extra signage that would inform the public that it is unlawful to allow their dogs to be off leash in the county park, other than in the specified dog park area, and Animal Control will be writing citations on the offenders.  The fine and court costs for an offense of allowing your dog to run loose can be a fine up to $250 plus court costs of $150.50.  County Attorney Alan George commended Animal Control on their efficiency in producing proper evidence on a dog cruelty case that is now pending in the Woodford District Court.  
Woodford County Economic Development Authority, Brad McLean, Chair, stated the EDA was pleased the 2011 Comprehensive Plan was formally accepted by the Planning and Zoning Commission because of the ability the plan would afford for the EDA to recruit and build new businesses and expand the existing businesses in Woodford County.  Additionally, several aspects of the proposed Resolution that addresses the stipulations of the abatement for payroll taxes for Pilkington were discussed.  Further clarification is needed at this time prior to a formal vote being accomplished at the subsequent fiscal court meeting of December 13th.  
McLean gave a brief report on the following:

· Planning and Zoning has approved the first phase of the Versailles Complex across from Kroger on the Hardin Fields’ property;
· Epiphany Foam Insulation has relocated at Midway Station bringing approximately six jobs to the county; and
· Woodford County will be applying for designation as a “Work Ready Community.” On Friday, December 2, 2011 the Chamber of Commerce will host a free educational workshop from 7:30 to 9:30 a.m. to discuss the criteria that will inform participants about the Work Ready Communities application process, services available to businesses for employee training, and understanding how a college degree can be a successful tool for employers and employees.

Squire Finnell – reminded the court of the “Cornerstone Laying” of the Woodford County Coroner’s building performed by the two Masonic Lodges of Woodford County that is scheduled for December 4, 2011 at 2:00 p.m.
Squire Reed – expressed his appreciation to the magistrates for their donations to the Christmas parade, and stated that we would be meeting our goal of making a $1,000 donation this year.
County Attorney Alan George – distributed a summary of the ballots cast in the 2011 General Election of the Governor’s race that reflects the precinct total in relation to each magisterial district total.  In order to assure there is fairness in terms of precinct size, it is anticipated the local Board of Elections will begin the process after the first of the year of deciding where additional precincts may need to be drawn.  County Attorney Alan George encouraged the court to share any thoughts or concerns about this process with our local board so that prior to our next election we will have a fair distribution of voters in each precinct for all of Woodford County.  Additionally, there was a 40% turnout in this past election, which is well above the state average.
